Cuban Land Reform
since we ourselves have pio­

neered land reform—as in Japan— 
and pushed I t  as In Italy—there Is 
available to us no quarrel In prin­
ciple with the new law of Castro's 
Cuba, proidding for the seUure and 
redlstrtbuUor' of the large sugar 
plantations various United States 
companies have acquired and oper- 
aled in Cuba.

The one condition that ought to 
ba Imposed In all such Instances, 
and wjtich can be Imposed In some, 
Is^^that 'bf.^the payment of a fair 
price, for th'a iMd taken.

It would seem^llkcly, but not 
oonclustvely provenMhat the price 
Ip Cuba will not, be fair.-.^ere are 
two standards of value foi''Cuban 
sugar acreage. One la the normal 
marketing price, which la as high 
as t6,600 for a unit of S3 acres. 
The other Is the valuation assessed 
for tax purposes. A th i^  valua­
tion, not existent, would tell how 
much these American companies 
paid for the land involved, and how 
much they put Into improving i t

It will be the second valuation, 
the tax asseasment flgmre, which 
Cuba .will use In paying off the 
American companies. That will be 
much less' than Ihe usual market 
price for sugar acreage. It may, 
iidwever, still be much greater than 
the American investment Involved.

On the face of i t  this would 
seem another instance in which 
success In a natural endeavor— 
that of keeping tax bills down— 
comes to the moment when It 
boomerangs. If the companies pre 
vlously argued that the tax as 
sessments Involved were fair, if 
they previously had ' Influence 
which helped keep those assa 
ments down,, that now- becomes 
their present sorrow and regret.

One hopes that, in fairness, the 
final price paid the American' com 
panics will be adequate. One hopes 
that Cuban limd reform does not 
halt with the seizure of American- 
o^\'ned land, but goes on to the 
good objective of seeing that the 
pe .sants of Cuba became land 
owners themselves.

A graduate of Wellesley College 
and the Yale Law School, she is a 
former prluMcutor for the C ity  of 
Bridgeport and former deputy aec- 
n ta ry  of ftate.

Edwin Sanford Garrison has 

been added to the FBI's list of 
Teh Most Wanted Fugitives.'

Garrison has been on the list be­
fore, In 1863, one year after he 
and 10 other convicts made a dar­
ing aacape from the Aimore Slate 
Priton Farm, Atmore,, Ala. At the 
time, he wea serving Joint sen 
tencee of 18 to 20 yeare for bur-, 
llary and grand larceny and life 
imprisonment for robbery.

usrrieon and the others rut 
away a section of the cell block 
wall, broke down a wooden door 
and, ualng a hydraulic jack, pried 
open a heavy Iron door which led 
to a tunnel out of prison.

Captured ehorily after' he was 
placed on the "Ten Most Wanted 
Uet," Garrison was returned to 
Kilby Priapn, Montgomery, Ala.

On Aug. VM, he again es- 
cajped, and is npw wanted by the 
FBI Tor unUwftil interstate flight 
to avoid confinement for the crime 
of robbery. *

Garrison's career in crime dates 
back to 1825 when he was- con­
victed of grand larceny and Mir- 
glary In, Jefferson County, Ala., 
and sentenced to serve 15 to 20 
yeara In prison. In ensuing years 
his career has been marked by a 
aeries of parole violations, escapes 
from custody, and additional 
crimes.

One of Garrison's moat ruthlesa 
crimes, FBI officials say. was the 
murder of a 8-year-old girl In 
183$. Garriaon waa charged with 
setting fire to a Kentucky road­
house, causing an explosion which 
rMultto In the child's death. Con- 
vlned of murder, he was admitted 
to the Kentucky State Reforma­
tory at Frankfort,- but was later 
paroled. 'Hia legs were allegedly 
burned in^he fire. '

Garrison was reportedly bora 
March 25, 1800, at Newport, -Ky. 
He Is white, slender, 6 feet 8 ^  
Inches tall, and weighs about 143 
pounds. Described by former as­
sociates as "dangerous as a rattle­
snake," Garrison is considered a 
vicious criminal who will ahoot to 
kill without heattation.

He has worked aa a  bookkeeper, 
clerk and acesuntant, and is aald 
to be a human adding machine. 
Claims are made he has been em­
ployed at race tracks computing 
bookmaker's odds faster than a 
pari-mutuel machine.

Proper Calorie Intake Is
Large Fart of Good Diet

A good New Year's resolution 
for health Is to learn more about 
diet and to follow good eating 
habits. .

Although much effort hss gone 
into teaching this subject, I 
doubt that It has been entirely 
effective.' Enormous numbers of 
people still fall for food fads 
which may not only do them 
no good, but can be positively 
harmful.

There is no doubt whatever 
that a carefully chosen diet is 
necMsary for the maintenance of 
good health. Although moat peo­
ple know this well, they often 
are not familiar enough with the 
general principliea, or they ignore 
good eating habits. In some cases 
they cannot obtain or cannot 
afford the right foods even when 
they know what they are.

The energy value of food Is ex­
pressed In terms of calories. 
Enough ca,lories are needed to 
provide for muscular exertion 
and other bodily functions. 
Therefore, active 'children and 
men doing heavy. muscular work 
require more calories than those 
leading sedentary Uvea.

Weight and age are other fac­
tors which enter into the calorie 
needs of the individual. A man 
who weighs 150 pounds, for ex­
ample, and does a moderate 
amount of muscular work should 
have In the neight)orhood of 3,000 
calories a day. About 280 of these 
calories should be supplied in pro­
tein foods (meat, flsh, eggs and 
the like) and the others In starches 
or carbohydrates and fats.

The larger the person, the 
more the calorie requirements: 
But, of course, a person who Is 
overweight should cut down on 
the calories in order to reduce.
' A person who Is engaged In 
strenuous physical labor may use 
as many as 6,000 calories a day, 
whereas one who site at a desk all 
day may need only 2,500 calories 
or even leas. Women require about 
20 per cent fe\yer calories than 
men. The average growing boy of 
10 requires from 2,000 to 2,700 cal­
ories.

In addition to calories, other 
food elements are desirable or 
even nepessary. These Include 
calcium, phosphorus, and irt>n. 
■Vitamins are also needed — about 
2,000 units of vitamin A; 300 of 
vitaihin B-1; 600 of vitamin C, and 
600 of vitamin D. '

Elements such as calcium, 
phosphorus and iron are con­
tained in milk, cereals, fruits 
and vegetables. Milk, besides be­
ing a good source of calcium, pro­
vides protein and vitamin A.

Surely, good health depends on 
satisfactory and continuous se­
lection of proper foods. Attention 
to this important aspect of health 
maintenance should never falter.
