two.

One might conceivably wonder 
why a cough or a -mistake on a 
record makes it so special. It 
makes jt  special because It re­
minds'us that'the music-is being 
made by fellow human beings and 
not by some Infernal UNIVAC 
machine. It seems to bring us a 
little closer to the artist who have 
muctf to say and with whom we 
can communicate. Machines are 
for making spaghetti and autqmo-

Provins, assistant head of the 
library and head of the reference 
department, left Hartford by train 
Friday afternoon to take over hla 
new Job.

As head of the Hagerstown li­

. either the first or second county 
library In the country. ,

The library Is ajso fanious as the 
birthplace of the bookmobile. A

Provins’ Job for the first three 
years will be to help raise about 
3175,000 for a badly needed new 
building.

I.ast year 
he was made assistant head of 
the library In addition to his ref­
erence duties.

During his two years at the li­
brary, Pro'vlna did' a great deal 
of work with high school students, 
teaching'them the use of the li­
brary. -He spoke at several serv­
ice clubs, and'when radio station 
WINF started a dally program on 
the library, Provins -wrote many 
scripts for It. He wrote a book, 
entitled, "So You 'Want to Be 
New Yorker,", which was publish­
ed by Harper and Bros.

The list of records purchased 
each year used to he compiled from 
catalogues. Mrs. Norton would 
pick something that sounded Inter­
esting, llsten.to It In a record shop, 
and buy It. Now that both records 
and catalogues are so numerous, 
the list Is made from requests and 
from suggestions of music store 
owners.

Like the other librarians, Mrs. 
Norton did reviews of books for 
staff conferences. Selection of 
books to be purchased for the fol­
lowing year is determined to a 
great extent by these conferences.

"I go for the travel and biog­
raphy a great deal," she says. She 
also, she admitted, goes for mys­
tery stories and light English 

'■ novels.
Her major work at the library 

however, has been classifying the 
hooks. Most books have two cata­
logue ' cards for author and title. 
.Some books howe\ er have as many 
as 10 cards, such as a hook on sci­
ence In America, or famous men of 
our time, or U.S. social life and 
customs.

The bill, for example, was print­
ed for the files over the weekend.

With the bill in the files and on- 
the calendar tomorrow. House 
Speaker William J. O’Brien Jr. 
(D-Portland), could rule that the 
bill was properly before the House. 
The Republicans would need a ma­
jority of the House to overrule the 
Speaker. But the Democrats con­
trol the House 140-138.

The bill providing for a pay 
raise for the legislators Is not con­
troversial In Its main features.

There is general agreement that 
Connecticut lawmakers are under­
paid. Voters last November ap­
proved a constitutional amend­
ment giving the General Assembly 
the right to set the salary of its 
members. The present salary was 
written into the Constitution 

A group of Democrats, later 
joined by some Repubilcans, tried 
all session to g4t a  pay raise ef­
fective this year, but the leaders 
of both parties are opposed to this. 
The party leaders favor a pay 
raise beginning with the next ses­
sion. I

The 3500 expense account, un­
der the terms of the bill before the 
House, would be payable to mem-

money now. It may run Into eom* 
opfiosltlon.

An attempt may b* made to 
amend the bill to make th* pay 
raise Itself effective this session. 
This would surely set off consid­
erable debeate.

Neither party wants to go on 
record as the party that raised the 
pay of Its 'member*'for thie ses­
sion.

The Legislature Is expected to 
hold night sessions for the last 
three days.

The other theory about Ruaaian 
poUey bolda that it  really haa no 

’ tangible objactlvaa, but merely one 
oonatant payehologleal purpose 
which is to keep the Weat o ff bal- 
anoe, to keep the West gueaalng, 
while Ruaala stands by ready to 
play an opportualatlc game with 
whatever irresolution, demorall 
nation, and confusion its tactics 
produce in Western diplomacy

By one theory, then, Russia pro­
voked the Berlin crisis with cer' 
tain definite potential agreements 
with the West in view, and the 
problem would be mainly one of 
bargaining in such a way as to 
make these agreements fair and 
equitable for both sides.

By the other theory, Russia pro­
voked the Berlin crlaia not for any 
spedfie policy objective, but mere­
ly to badger, bedevil and confuse 
the West. It  may be pretending to 
want a aummit conference only to 
change its mind, after the West 
haa gone towan* a summit con­
ference, and pretend it doesn't 
want one after all. It may be 
urging the West la  one direction 
only to change its own direction 
as BQpn as it haa our direction 
changed.

For any atudent of cold war di­
plomacy, thia second theory be- 
comea a  formidable thing, auper- 
flciaily a t least. Cold war diploma­
cy haa been full o f Ruaslan efforts 
to ^ay  on our hopes and feiua apd 
leave us ahvaya confuaed. We have 
even been through a previoda act 
in which Khrushchev drove toward 
a aummit meeting, only to renege 
on it when he was about to get it. 
And today, when he is supposed to 
be mi eager for a aummit meeting 
again, and when Western diplo­
macy la almpat -ready to give it to 
him, he is beginning to act, again, 
aa if  he ware tiring of his own 
quest. \

The Wesfxpannot pretend to 
know, for a ceid&inty, .which the­
ory may be the real e^cplanatlon of 
Ruaaian policy.. Whether Russia 
originated the Berlin crisis to drive 
toward certain s ^ 'i f ic  bargains, or 
merely to unnerve and badger ua, 
i l ^  in one direction, then iii an­
other, we cannot really say.

It  does seem to us, however, 
'th a t the fundamental answer, by 

the West, to either possibility,' 
could be found.in one strategy. 
Bonuhow or other, «ve aeem to 
leava It to Ruaala to exploit the 
f«e t that, U  years after World 
W ar H, this ia still aa unsettled, 
unstable world. Somehow or other,' 
we aeem to leave it to Ruasia to' 
be the agitator about cdndlUona 
which proclaim themaelves im 
aatisfectory to the minds of men 

■ everywhere. Somehow or other, we 
aeem to faU into the poelUon of 
tanaeioue defense o f thaaa unaatla- 
faetncy oondlUona, lud to glve.the 
W roM ên that we are not con 
ceiiied vfttti the solutions which 
muM fitan’e,' sooner or later.

Thanks to the combined courtesy 

and cooperajtlon of the Army, 
Navy and A ir Force, in itself some­
thing o f a pleasing miracle.

We cannot fail to be awed, by 
this, even though it is not exactly 
In the direction of the speclSc kind 
of travel research we are trying 
to foster. Ever since the departure 
of the horse and the foot, we have 
been trying to get somebody to 
invent a mode of transportation 
which will permit one to see what 
one is passing.

Not 10,000 miles in an hour, but 
10,000 hours to appreciate all the 
richness and variety which may lie 
In a Journey of a mile— that la our 
backward objective.

That kind of transportation, in 
which a human being might have 
.time to notice the wonders undtr 
hit, own feat, seams to grew more 
and more impoesible. Missing that, 
we shall have to take the thrills 
of Abie and Raker and the Astro­
nauts as a Vicarious substitute, 
trembling a bit at the audacity of 
man, but wanting some part of the 
bold adventuraiust the same.

Their crlUelsm of the Democrats 
on ths issus of the deb*, was supsr- 
flclal, and that exposes the Elsen­
hower administration to super­
ficial Judgment now. I f  the Demo­
crats want to make a lot of oratory 
balancing the poIiUcal books, as 
they go along with the debt limit

The truth Is that there is always 
JusUfiable, logical explanation for 
an increase in the National debt, al­
ways some combination of circum­
stances ,which makes It seem in­
escapable.

Proof of this continually 
arises, whenever either taxing or 
cutting is invoked as the method 
that would have to be, involved

To correct tha eituatlon. the 
company started at 7 a.m. today 
to lay a 16-lnch main for 1,500 
feet to reinforce the present 6-inch 
main. Thi* work was scheduled 
to start next week anyway, Rup- 
precht aald.

Two crews are working at dif­
ferent points laying tha new ]lne 
from a 10-lnch main at West St. 
through Regan St. to Bellevue 
Ave. and to Windsor Ave. There 
the 16-lnch main will tie into the 
6-inch main to run for about a 
quarter of a mile before hitting 
the 10-tnch line leading to the high 
■chobl.

Rupprecht expects that the 16- 
lnch reinforcing main will aend 
enough additional water into the 
area to keep a good pressure on 
the high school line, 'the present 
6-lnch main along Windsor Ave. 
will continue to carry water.

The work of laying the new like 
will take at least four days, Rup­
precht said, and longer If the crew 
runs into any more obstacles. To­
day, the crew had to drill through 
a solid slab of cement apparently 
left from an old conduit, Rup­
precht aald. He hopes that 400 feet 
of pipe will be' laid today.

Exrerpts of Address
Edson M. Bailey, principal of 

Manchester High School, delivered 
the main address, a compact 
speech calling for remembrance of 
the 'country’s war dead, the cause* 
for which they fought, and ouf 
obligations, to them and to future 
generations.

“Memorial Day came Into be­
ing.’’ Bailey said, "as a day set 
aside to remember the men 6f the 
Northern armies who gave their 
lives in th* Civil War.’’

Reviewing the causes of that war. 
Bailey pointed to events of today 
in which there are men “who still 
challenge the authority of the 
Federal Union . . who deny to 
others the right of living as free 
and equal nlen . . , who would 
close schools to the education of 
youth rather than have all men 
seek the riches of truth togeth-

These attitudes and others which 
ara eaen in crima statistics, trafDc 
deaths iuid increaslnc family dis­
putes are not the ^ jeettves for 
which m*»i fought and died, Bailey 
■aid. not only In th# Civil War 
but in two world wars and th* 
Korean War.
