Miss White trained for her work
hy majoring in voice at the Uni-
versity of Colorado, from which
she wan gradusted with a bachelor
of music education.

She then enrolled at Wesleyan
University to major {n psychology
and was nwarded & master of arts
in liberal studies. She ig enrolled

_now In tha doctorate program of

musio education at the Univepsity
of Connecticut.

While she was working toward
her master's degree In psychology,
she devised s imusical preferance
test which will agon be published

Bulkeley High Sclfool in Hartford.

Be that as It may, the result of
the “Town Planning Cémmiasion’s
sction in ignoring tha masxsive
pantiment of the property owners
involved in the proposal for the
extengion of Linden BL south to
Hartford Rd., and in behaving as
‘if the Comminsion were privileged
to ignore things which do exist,
for the sake of & pretty planning
picture—the result of this iz not a
pretty plcture but & monstrosity.

From Center Bt. down to Hart-
ford Rd, the terraln west of Main
8t. mounts to & quiel, attractive
vesidential ridge wWhich, at its Hart-
ford R4, end, includes the Cheney
eatates. The proposed extension of
Linden 8t. would deface and alter
the character of the entire section,
turmning it into a traffic artery,
with the cheapening and deterio-
ration of atmosphere and values
which follows traffic whenever it
invades atrictly residential sec-
tions, It would ctilminate its de-
facement by atabbing through the
Cheney section itself.

The philosophy behind zuch the-
oretical Town Planning Commjs-
glon action seems to be that this
is the way a planning map might
look If the section in question was
bare, or if it had a different char-
gcter than it has. There is also
some assumption that some day
the character of this section of
town ‘may change, in which case
the proposed plan would become
fonsible, wherefore it ought to be
placed on the planning map now.

The devilish part of this {s that
even by putting the shadow of ila
theory on the section in question,
the Town Flanning Commission is
itaelf casting some doubt on the
future pressrvation of residential
values and standards there, Its 6wn
theoretical plan becomes the first
blight on thearea. 1
“ By contrast, It would seem to us
that one of the first laws of good
sound planning would be the zeal-
ous protection, preservation and
encouragement of atiractive values
which a town already posseases,
that rather than dream of the day
when this value may disappear or
be destroyed, the good planner
would devola both theory and prac-
ftice to defending and enhancing
such value, To decree, even in the-
ory never likely to be carried out,
that & new traffic route must go
exncily| through the center of a
fing residentinl section, when it
oould Just as easily skirt It, must
stand not as & responsible, hutl as
& wanton exercise of the planning

‘We do not expect to see this par-|

tienlsr plan ever seriously pro-
posed af an action, or, i it is, to
1 Bnd the taxpayers willing to as-
#e the bill for the .destruction
that would be involved.
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GUll was that "the most impbrtant
and fateful fact in the worid to-
day” is the tremendotn disparily in
Uving standards between the fow
Western nationa which have mas.
tered ths problem of plenly for
themselves, and all the undevel-
oped regionns of the world where no
such solution s in sight.

The worst thing, Stevenson said,
In that this disparity seems td be
growing, rather than diminishing.

“The rich,” he sald, “are getling
richer and the poor poorer as pop-
uintion grows faster than produc-
ton in the poor areds. The pre-
condition of any effective world
policies in the Weat ia an imagina-
tive understanding of the implica-
tions  of this race between re-
sources and porulation; of this
growing gap between a asmall
werlthy white Western minority
who hive modernized 'and the vast
mafority of mankind who have
not."

Stevenson called upon us all to
“face the rising claims of the vast
majority bof mankind" not by
handouts from individual states
but by cooperative and systematic
program by which the world's
“haven” would foster the educa-
{ion, the tralning, and the basic de-
velopment which would bring the
backward ardss into more effec
tive social and economic partner-
ehip with the rest of the world.

The soundness of such observa-
tions, and of such a eall, s not to
ba disputed. The oniy question ia
what it will take to stimulate men
and nations to the logical and ohvi-
ous endeavor requirad. It is more
fun fighting over Barlin, or build-
ing bigger bomba, or escaping into
sphce. .

D. L's First Victim

Nobody seems to take serioualy
the little things which happen to
be big things. We have noted no-
where In the country any symbolic
rallying to our outery against the
‘ndvent of s thing called the Dis-
comfort Index. This latest service
from the United States Weather
Bureau has two things wrong
about it. ¥irst, 1t tells us how we
feel before we feel that way. See-
ond, and this {a the greater ain we
feel It Impoasible to forgive, It has
chosen to call itself a discomfort
index. If it called itself a comfort
index, we would forgive it almost
everything else, If It suggested the
alightest possible tinge of pleasant-
ness In life on this earth In sum-
mer we wouldn't mind.

But when (i takes the negative
psychological approach it does, it
becomes one more partner in the
gigantic conspiracy to run Ameri-
can life on the basls of fear and
apprehension. Now we can no
longer take even the weather for
what it is; we are called upon to
suffer, It In suggeated to us that
discomfort s all we have o ex-
experience, before the weather it-
self even comes to um

Still worse, this is something we
ourselves are paying for. It took
five years time on the part of the
governmen!l meteorologist who in-
vented and perfected ft. It will
take additional .salary time the
country over to calculate It every
day. In other words, we the people
have bought ourselves a discomfort
index. But we were never asked
if we wanted one, or, If we wanted
ane, what we wished Lo call it, Now
even the balmiest summer day will
start with the word discomfort,
Thia sort of thing, this sort of
psychological warfare against our
pleasure in life, is normally some-
thing we cannot fend off, when it
comes from the patent medicines
This Is a public service, paid for by
ourselves, but it stil finds us ap-
parently helpless, Nevertheless,
this in & plea to all taxpayers, to
rise up and get this thing at Jeast
called a comfort index. Nor is it &
Htlle thing, In the end. It Is pre-
cisely the kind of thing which saps
life itself. , .

It has certainly possessed quick

powers of retribution, Its author,
one Earl C. Thom, wans quoted the
other day as follows:
“I don't like heat. It seems to
bother me a little more this year.
Maybe it's worrying about this
discomfort Index."

Quite appropriately, it has acted
on its own inventor precisely as it
hopes to operate on the rest of us,
