The writ of habens eorpun’ dates
back  In Wistory to the Magna
Carta,-the famous document which
forma the basis of English con-
situational law. When King John 1
signed tha Magna Carts, in 1215,
he iald the foundation for English
personal and political Hberty. The
document states that no man
shall be taken or imp od ex-
gepl by the fawful judgment of his
pears and by the law of the land,

This was the origin of habeas
corpus, under which no oné may be
arrested and held in confinement
on mere suspicion, without being
formally meccused of a crime. The
térm "habeas corpus” comes from
the Latini “thou shalt have the
person,” meaning the accased must
be preaented on charges in court.

The Constitution of bolh the
United States. and the Siale of
Connecticul guarantes the writ af
liabeas corpus. The only execep-
tion te this rule occtirn when, in
case of rebelllon or invasion, the
public safely may require it. In
the Connecticut constitution, only
the State Legislature may wsus-

K pend or modify the wril, The 1857

Connecticut lsgislature amended
the writ In regard to appenls of
convicted parsons.

Although the best known use of
the habeas corpus writ I in erim-
inal proceedings, it is also used in
determining custody of a child
