White had ahowm one kind of 
courage—the kind bom of despera­
tion and excitement. Here they had 
shown another kind  ̂the cool, 
calculated courage that overcomes 
fear o f overwhelming odds.

But there's still another kind of 
courage. 1' remember Capt. Walter 
Block, our medic.
, Doc set up a sort o f base hospital 

in a concrete dugout. There was 
room for about 15 dr 16 parents, 
and that wasn't nearly enough. At 
times there were so many wounded 
men that most had to be left out­
side until somebody inside died or 
was patched up eno\igh to return to 
battle.

In the afternoon of the flret,da'y. 
Doc was called outside to look at 
a badly wounded officer. The offi­
cer was unconsclopr^arely breath­
ing.

Doc took a quick look, "Tou'll 
have to leave him out here. There's 
nothing I can do for him." With 
that he turned and walked back 
into the dugout. The man he left 
to die untended and alone was a 
man vrho for years had been Doc’s 
closest and dearsdt friend.

I think It took courage, too. for 
Ranger Robin tb do what he did.

Ranger Robin was a platoon 
leader, and the last I  heard he was 
still In the Army. 1 hope so; he's 
a good guy to have on our aide. 
Anyway,, on the aacond day of tha 
Invaaion Ranger Robin led a pa­
trol behind the German lines to get 
priaonera for questioning. He was 
on his way back with about a 
dosen oC them when the Germane 
counter-attacked and threatened 
to chaae the Rangers right off ths 
cliffs. '

Ranger. Robin and five or atx of 
hla men. plua the priaonera, were 
crouched in a huge ahell hole, with 
Gorman troops all around them: 
Ranger Robin told hla man to take 
off, one at a time, and get back to 
our linea as best they, could. His 
sergeanf, the last to. leave, ssked 
Robin what he was going to do 
about the prisoners.

"D on ’t you worry abouC that, 
Til handle It." he replied.

When he was alone with tha 
prisonera. Ranger Robin turned 
his Tommy gun on them and kill­
ed them all. Then he made his 
way back to our command post

Tou could say hts act was that 
of a coward, more than .of a hero. 
But ■ I'll argue with you on that. 
Ranger Robin w'as tough but he 
waa no murderer. He shot down 
13 defenseless men. in cold blood 
because he was a Ranger, and the 
Rangers were fighting for their 
lives. I got to know him well 
enough to know that those 12 Ger­
man prisoners will haunt him as 
long as he lives.

If ,vou were there on D-Day you 
know' a dosen stories like this. If 
you Weren't, you've heard about 
them.

D-Day waa a terribly personal 
thing to the men who were there. 
Tou fought, with a group, but the 
excitement that was like intoxica­
tion, and the fear that was like a 
clammy chill—those were yours 
al'one. You couldn't share them, 
you couldn't talk about, them, you 
couldn't even acknowledge them.

And what .you remember best 
are not people, and- places, and 
things. Tou remember how .voii 
felt: )

The amazement, on D-Day, 
when .you suddenly realized that, 
although you had always consid­
ered yourself a coward, at this 
particular time .and place you

It  ta to thla way that we permit 
ouraalvee to divide the fullneaa to 
each of our brcaata into two dia- 
aodated parta—one part aacrlbed 
to the hero, the model boy, the 
Ideal father, and the other part to 
toe criminal, the deranged, the 
villato.

I  am not—aa you might wrong 
ly conclude—auggeating that we 
are all fundamentally “bad" and 
ahould therefore apend our livea 
feeling guilty for what we are.

I  nuy Intaead that It toould be 
openly recognlaed that every hu 
man being muat, by Ida nature, 
expreea hoatUity, rage, fear, de- 
etructiveneas, as well as love, cre- 
attveneas to actioa, pure Joy of 
Ufa and other generally recog­
nised deairable reeponsee.

to regard to the need for 
expi r ing these “positive” as 
weU aa ^negative” responses, there 
Is an iron law according to whlto 
all that goes unexpreaMd will not 
thereby be ellmtoated,' but wiU as­
sert Itself to often uncontrolled 
and uneontroUabla ways.

Of [course, one cannot reason­
ably argue for tha untohlUted SK- 
preasion of everything to soet^ . 
It is peihaps mainly a matter of 
degree—and most especially dur­
ing the formative diUdhood ynrs 
when baste response patterns are 
first being eatabllShad and. when 
the practical effects of "bad” be­
haviour are generally not at all 
serious from the standpetet of 
society.

There is aomethtog truly terrify­
ing about tha model chlld-almtot 
^ways behaved, never or sel­
dom a botodr to Ma parente, very 
clean, and basically, very unex- 
preaaive.

Remember that when you pun­
ish a child tor being "had”  you 
are using a double-edged eword. 
On the <me hand you are ‘helptog 
him to learn the rulea of society 
^  which he wfll have to Uve; 
but on the oUier you are punito- 
tog underground feeltoge of de- 
etrucUon and hoatilito which, If 
not ekUlfuUy and « id 6KStandto|dy 
guided into the open, WQI Vseome 
deep-eeated toatera — eventually 
wreaking a terribla vengeance on 
the Individual and aoti/ny.

It cannot he an accident that 
Germany, which haa perpetrated 
some of the moat btuial horrora 
humanity has had to bear, has 
also been most given to authori­
tarian and diaclpltoary upbring­
ing. , ,•

Remembar. too,'that the boy 
^ o  throws a baaeball bat through 

. toa window or gives Ms baby sta­
ter a mighty wallt^, usually does 
AO for reasons he himself Is not

akOUttl enough ta dlscam. aim- 
pte punish him tor hiS MiMeed 
without aUampUiig to account tor 
Ma hoatiUty to' yourself and to 
Mm, to make Mm angry at .you 
or to make him guilty about being 
what be la—acne of . these re- 
Bpensee lead to healthy human 
belM .

Often, of couree, the puntehment 
wi)l actually be necesaary; but it 
chonld never be "etmply punlah- 
ment" with the impUcatlon of 
" I ’m the good father ' and "you 
are the bad chUd."

Uet'e face it. Wa must all be 
puittsh^ and yet loved and cher­
ished. There to (or, should be) no 
contradiction between these two.

The point 1 am arguing goes, of 
course, weD beyond questions of 
children's education. -  

Our habit of thinking in terms 
of villtans and heros extends well 
beyond our family management 
but espivoas itself In poHUcsl at­
titudes and conduct of foreign af 
fairs.

It Is very hard to adroit, but 
there simply are no viUians on 
Whom to blame U all. There are 
simidy lots of human beings all 
with a similar set of fundamental 
drives, all needtog control and 
love to order to function to so­
cle^.

And some of these human 
beings have had their basic drives 
ao profoundly inhibited—often .by 
being overwhelming jroodies (or 
much longer than health r .1 san­
ity win permit—that the problem 
ot their control poeea a moat seri­
ous problem - tor society, thus 
maktojg police departments and 
armies an unhappy, weight:' nec­
essity until ws can, as a race, 
grow up some more, and make 
them less weighty accordingly.

And now to return to the' mur­
der of my daughter.

I am sure that his parents have 
been God-fearing, uprjght clUiens, 
too uneducated In the' matters of 
the human aoul to have recog­
nised the plight of thsir cMId dur­
ing the years of his growth.

They undoubtedly took nelve 
Ma constant gtxtd ,be- 

neat appearance, and good 
performance at hurch and school, 
never euapecting that this very 
goodhepe waa a aerioua oauae for 
worry to the light of what muat 
Iwve beim left uneOMunted for.

It is, of course, 'worrieone, from 
the aortal point ot view, that there 
are paivnto wMi auch lack oif un- 
deratandtog. It is, '  eubirtt, much 
more profoundly worrikome thet 
it ahoiild hav been powHUe for 
tMa boy to go thrnigh Me whole 
18 yeans without anyone wtio was 
rssponnlble tor Me upbringing— 
auen aa Ma achort and Ma church 
—havtog taken note (out of un- 
cartiig or lart( of underrtanding) 
of the danger slgnale before the 
iragady.

Beware, oKteem. ̂  The human 
antowl oangnt be cheated forever. 
It wffl have love, or kill.

Tou will understand that I  am 
not leeturlog to you for the pure 
Joy, of sounding wise, I  am hurt 
to tha depths of my being and 1 
cry out to you to take better care 
of your cMldren.

My final word has to do with 
the operation of the macMneryof 
Justice. Had I  caught the boy in 
the act, I  would have wished to 
kill Mm. Now that there ia no 
undoing of what la done, I  only 
wish to help Mm.

Let no feellnga of cave-man 
venegance influence us. Let us 
ratlier help Mm who did so h u n ^

Boston, June ft ■—A children’s 
hospital team of doctors today re­
ported a n jwly-discovered measles 
vaccine hae.proven effective In the 
first group of children to whom it 
was given. ,

Dr. John F. Knders, a Nobel 
prize winner, and Dr. Samuel 
Hstz, said toe long-sOught vaccine 
has been used on 20 children with- 
good results.

The vaccine produces tempera­
ture, spots and protective anti­
bodies against the disease without 
making the youngsters sick, It was 
reported. . ’ ^

Dr. Enders said: "We have 
thought it worth while to have a 
safe vaccine, not only to prevent 
the relatively rare case of enceph- 
alitia and the rare death, but to 
save children from the unpleasant 
time they have with measles.

"I think it would be worth it if 
only to save mothers from the 
added work and worries the 
disease brings."

Dr. Enders won the Nobel 
prize aa part of a team which dls- 
'covered"'jnethoda of growing the 
polio virus.

Dr. Enders and Dr. Katz said 
all the children to whom the vac­
cine was injecteff developed anti­
bodies "as good as If they had 
had toe measles itself."

Communist Bast Berlin, Herter 
aaid, hold* one of the world’* 
greatest concentration* of oubverr 
fion, eopionag* and propaganda. 
He charged the Red* have about 
Sft.000 officer* dlrecUng more 
than 300,000 agents and Informer* 
who work against the Interests of 
West Berlin. West Germany and 
Other countries.

Gromyko replied that the Rus­
sians have a far longer list of com­
plaints against the West on such 
points, but he said he preferred 
not to go into detail because it 
would be harmful to the atmos­
phere of the conference.

He then asked for more dlscus' 
■ion .on 'tw o points o f-a  possible 
easing of tensions In Germany: 
Renunciation of the use of force to 
aetUe disputes, and creation of 
■one of limited armed force*.

Herter said Gromyko seemed to 
be taking up points originally put 
forth by the West in its package 
plan for a German peace ssttle- 

. ment and welcomed this Indica­
tion of Soviet interest In a pro 
gram that Russians denounced 
when It 'was first Introduced.

Gromyko’s reported attitude on 
the garrison question w%a said to 
be one reason Herter and others 
persist in thinking some agree 
ment Is ^*t possible here.

Hie guarded, underlying optl- 
.mism apparently was not shaken 
by Gromyko’s flat refusal yester­
day to begin detailed negotiations 

' to insure the free flow of western 
trafflo. between West Benin and 
West Germany.

The western ministers asked 
for a guarantee of free access to 
West Berlin as a test of Soviet 
willingness to reach a compromise 
agreement in the Berlin crisis

Gromyko said he would give the 
requested assurance if the .West 
agreed to convert West Berlin 
Into a demilitarised free city 
a proposal the western Allies 
have rejected because it would 
leave West Berlin defenseless.

Gromyko requested the formal 
meeting. Western diplomats specu­
lated that he was marking time, 
wilting for instructions from 
Soviet Premier’ Khrushchev on 
what if any concessions to make 
to the West.

The development which seems to 
bav* impressed the western minis­
ter* most during the week-long 
aeries of secert meetings has been 
that Gromyko talked at times as 
if the present western position' In 
Berlin might be maintained.

One highly placed informant 
aaid Gromyko ahowed some flegi- 
.bility which did not appear in 
earlier public debates. He engaged 
hr discussiOna, this informant said, 
Which clearly implied that Russia 
might agree on terms not yet in 
dicated “ to the maintenance of all 
western rights In Berlin."

The westenr ministers think one 
of Gromyko's main immediate ob­
jectives here la to win prestige 
and the largest possible degree of 
recognition- for the East German 
Communist regime. The western 
powers recognlae only West Ger­
many, and informants said they 
do not intend to change the policy 
of nonrecognitfon • for East ■■ Ger­
many.

But aome authorities think Gro­
myko might -achieve part of his 
purpose if the West agrees to the 
creation of one or more commis­
sions to deal with all-German 
problems and accepts East Ger­
man representatives on the com- 

'  missions.
One current western proposal 

Would establish a Big Four body 
with East and West.Berliners as 
members to / deal with problems 
arising in the divide city after 
any stop-gap arrangement made 
here.

One permit ia for the erection 
of five garden-type apartments 
between Cooper Hill St. and Hart­
ford Rd. at an estimated cost of 
$390,000. It was Issued to Coo­
per Hill Apartments Inc.

When completed, there will be 
70 units contained in . the build­
ings which were designed by Ar­
nold Lawrence. Manchester archi­
tect. The first floor of the struc­
tures will be faced with brick ve­
neer and the aecond floof with sid­
ing. They will be of a modified 
colonial design. One building, 92 
by 190 feet, will contain 16 units 
and is to cost an estimated $80,- 
000. Others are: 91 by 190 feet. 
19 units. $75,000; 32 by 149 feet, 
8 units. $40,000’, 40 by 202, 11
units, $.95,000: 92 by 194, 20 units 
$ 100, 000.

The Zoning Board of Appeals 
gave approval for th* project al­
most a year. ago. At that time the 
entire cost wa* set at more than 
$600,000.

A spokesman (or Cooper Hill ex­
plained that part of thia aum will 
be used for landscaping, inatalling 
parking and other facilities. A 50-' 
foot wide road, tentatively named 
Goalee Dr., will also run through 
the apartment house site.

The second perffilt was issued to 
the Green Manor Construction 
Co., Inc., to erect bowling alleys 
near the Manchester Shopping 
Parkade on W. Middle Tpke at 
an estimated cost of $t54.000,’

The,.30,000 square-foot masonry 
structure was designed by Man­
chester architect P. J. Dicorcla. 
It will contain 32 lanes for tfirf-pln 
howling and will have a curved 
truss roof.

Manchester's Republican town<faubcommlttee 
chairman today' turned his heel 
on the controversial plan of Demo­
cratic Director Theodore Powell 
to throw open a proposed swim­
ming pool at the Manchester Coun­
try Club to non-club member*.

Atty. John F. Shea Jr. labeled 
the Director’s thinking as "be­
fuddled” and his plan a reflection 
of “a complete lack of understand­
ing" of the lease under which the 
club occupies town-owned land. '

Powell's plan,. which has been 
attacked also by Mayor Eugene.T.
Kelly, a Democrat, would allow 
towtjspedple to buy tickets for use 
of the pool without buying $150 
or $180 golfing memberships or 
$30 social niembershtps in the club.

The club wants only members — 
either social o f golfing — to be 
able to buy into the awimjd»qoI as­
sociation that would finahee and 
use' the 100-famlly, $18,400 pool.
The club says it needs the pool as 
•an inducement for members.

Approval Indlcatod
The )'lub several week* ago 

asked permission of the Directors 
to install the portable pool. The 
town administration had indicat­
ed approval so long as the club 
understood the pool would be tax­
able and' have to be removed if 
the club ever moved off the land.

Powell then asked reactivation 
by Kelly of tnc Idrectora’ Globe 
Hollow ;omnjittee which Powell 
chaired last winter. Powell looked 
into the club proposal and dis­
closed'-hia, plan at a Directors' 
meeting this w k. Besides throw­
ing open the pool associetioli to 
non-club members, the plan would 
have charged the club rent for 
having the j)ooI. Tfee rent provision 
was voted down by the Board i,ut 
five Directors voted to retain the 
provision thal would open the as­
sociation to non-club members.

They were Democrats' Powell,
Mrs. Alice Laimenao, Francis Ma­
honey, red Cummings, and Re-' 
publican Ronald Jacobs.

Against the plan were Democrat 
Kelly and Republicans Gilbert 
Barnes and Robert Gordon.

Yesterday the club pool commit­
tee turned thumbs down on the 
plan and said a letter requesting 
“unconditional permission" would 
be sent to the Board.

' Plan Galled “ Illogical”
Shea today recalled the impasse 

Powell had reached with the club 
last Summer when he headed the 
Globe Hollow committee in nego­
tiating the present lease.

And Kelly, who- superseded 
Powell in those negotiations, thiof 
week labeled- Powell’s ..pool plan 
as “ illogical," Shea recrtled.

PoWell, in defending his plan,’ 
said rent was justified because the 
swim association would be a dif­
ferent organization than the' club 
itself. Opening the pool associa­
tion to non club members, he saidf 
would be Justified on the basis 
that the facility would thus be 
available to all Manchester resi­
dents on an equal basis, and any 
possible membership restrictions 
that might lie on the route to as­
sociation membership through 
club membership would be elim­
inated.

He charged such a restriction 
exists In that social members have 
to be approved by the club Board 
of Governors. Club member John 
Sommers said yesterday that no 
townsperson who.ever applied for 
social membership was evef 
turnrtl down.

All club golfing members buy 
their tickets at the town clerk's 
office.)', . ,

His plan would also help the 
club, Powell said, in that It ap­
parently had exhaifirted its ranks 
for association members apd 
nbeded s'ome. 30 more. , .

Powell Insisted that rent was 
Justified also by hia contention 
that Directors must think’ of bene- 
flttlfig.the town as a whole when 
they extend "privileges" to only a 
fe'w. '

It said the two 
groups of rebels were planning to 
link up and then to march on 
Managua.

(Enrique Lacayo Farfan, lead­
er of the Nicaraguan revolution­
ary movement baaed Ifi Costa 
Rica, said it will take the rebels 
"only two or three months to 
triumph.” He called for the un­
conditional surrender 6i the 
Somoza governnjeht in a telephone 
interview broadcast by Havana's 
Radio Rebelde (rebel).

(Lacayo claimed the rebels 
were organized on two' fronts— 
one about 90 miles from Managua 
and the other about 111 ,mlles 
from the capital—and were open­
ing a third front in Leon State 
along the Pacific coast with 300 
men led by Cmdr. Hernan Her- 
bello.

(So far, Lacayo said, there has 
been no fighting of any import 
ance, but the rebels have succeed­
ed in buying 80 rlUes from Na­
tional Guard deserters.)
