80 school Year, an increase of
$148.336 aver.the current budget
The entire meeling lasted 20 min-
utes, half the usual time,

Another record was probably
broksn by the Board's budget com-
mittee last week when it cut only
one tem from the budget as pro-
posed by Supt. of Schools Ray-
mond E. Ramadell

The committes decided that one
school stalion wagon. should be
disposed of and another vahicle
utilized for additional service,

Bince $186,135 of the budget in.
crease s sallocated to fixed charg-
en, the committes had only $12.201
that could possibly be reduced. In
presenting the budget Ramsdell
said It was at “rock hottom.™

creases In expenses plus the three
