Violence Va. Complance

A wyrvey by thres reputable or-
sanizations concludes that there
has Been a déterioration of law and
order, and an increase in violence,
fn the South, since the 1835 ruling
of the BSupreme Court against
school segregation. This conclu-
glon will be used by some In wup-
port of an argument that the Su-
preme Court should never have
made the ruling in the first place,
Providing such argument was not,
of course, the purpose of the
" Ametican Friends Bervice Commit-
tee, the deépartment of racial and
eultural relations of the National
Council of Churches of Christ, and
the Southern Regional Council, the
three organizations making the
study. They sotk, rather, to alert
overybody to the situation as it
is, for the purpose of having every-
body accept soma responsibility for
it .and for the Improvement of it

Nonetheless, the negative con-
¢luaion also has to be faced. We
would say that it is absolutely and
necessarily true that the Supreme
Court decizion hps had exactly the
effect its foes cfaim—that of In-

$20,000 from Truck Firms

Dave Beck Indicted

New York, June 17 (2™ —Former |
Teamster union boss Dave Beck
and two praminent trucking com-
pany execulives were indicted by
& federal grand jury today for
what was termed a mysterious
$200,000 puyment to Beck in 1054,

Those named with Beck were
Roy Fruehauf, 35330 Middlebelt
Rd., Birmingham, Mich., president
of ths Fruehauf Traller Co, De-
troit, and Burge Seymour, 55,
Litchfield County, Conn., president
of the Associated Transport, Inc,,
880 Madison Ave., New Yori.

Beck and .the others were
charged with violations of Taft-
Hartley Act provisions forbldding
a union officer fram accepting
payments from management offi-
cinls, and vice versa,

Beck still was Teamster Union
regident at the time of the al-
eged payment. And his union
represented ,employes of the twe
firms. He is now in retirement and
facing possible prison terms in
olher cases.

The Indictment did not specify
the purpose of the purported pay-
ment and U.S, Atty, 8. Hazard
Gillespie declined to elaborate.

However, Fruehauf and 8Sey-
mour admitied it in testimony be-
fore the Senate Select Committee
on Improper Activities iIn the la-
bor field on May 13, 1857. They
sald they made the payment
jointly to Beck on the date glven
in the Indictment; June 21, 16854,

In their testimony, both execu~
tives sald that at no time did they
ask ‘the purpose of the payment
and at no time were they told
what it was far,
