New York, June 18 yP)—A con-
stitution designed to unify two
Protestant denominations was re-
leased today.

The key dooument, proposed for
the new United Church of Christ,
has beent & matter of keen inter-
esl throughout American Protes-
tantism.

In setting forth & joint struc-
ture for L& two bodies—the loose-
ly knit’' Cangrégational Christian
Churches the centrally organ-
fzed Wyangelidal and Reformed
Church—it combines elements of
both.

Howaver, It guarantees the “au-
tonomy of any congregation or lo-
cal church in the management of
fts own affairs”—including prop-
erty, worship and the hiring or
dismissal of pastors.

This has been a crucial poeint
for the Congregationalists. some
of whom have opposed the merger
on the ground it might lmpair
their traditional independence

The constitution was drafted by

s 30-member commission, headed
by the Rev. Dr. Gerhard W,
Graver, of Chicago.
_ It waa mailed to delegates in
gdvance of the United Thurch's
forthcoming general synod July 5-
9 at Oberlin, Ohlo. so they wou'd
have it iIn hand by the time it was
mades public today.

It was the firat twister to hit
the southeast Florida coast aince
the late 19408 when 8 tornado
ripped up property during & hur-
ricane, Moore sald.

Scores of bayfront homes were
left In wreckage amid tangles of
tree trunks, signs and overturned
nutomobiles as the alorm leap-
froggéd over a-12-mile path. Hun-
fdreds of persons were driven from
their homes.

An ll-yemr-old boy, Frank Ve-
sellotti, was reported In critical
condition with head injuries.

Almost 60 persons, somg seri-
ously hurt. were treated by hos-
pitais, police’ and Civil Defense
units mustered on a disaster foot-
ing. In all, about 100 were hurt,
the Florida Highway Patrol said.

No one was reported killed,

Hardest hit was a 4-block resi-
dentinl and business area around
the 79th. Btreel causeway where
Police’ Sgt. Stewart Cooley esti-
mated the loss would run at least
to 31 rillion. But the storm also
belted a Biscayne Boulevard area
24 Dblocks south of 78th Street,
and toppled trees and power poles
in Coconut Grove, 100 blocks
south of the causeway.

But If there In.to be x state
stibaidy of eommuter rallroads, tn
enahle them to maintain gooll gerv-
ice and good profits while keeping
commuter fares down, the man-
ner in which the money for this
subsidy s collected is Important
The Massachupetts aystem in ef-
fect for the Old Cojony Lins during
the paat year made special Jevies
upon tha ecommunitiea along the
railrond and served by it. That had
nome semblance of logic and jus-
tice in it, Perhaps, in New Jersey,
the subaldy should be provided
from the state’'s general fund, even
though that would piace a burden
upon soma [ndividuala who never
use a railroad or seem to derive
any bensfit from |ts existence. But

These gases would prm’ﬂde K
warfare “more humame” than nu-
clear warfare, he sal), because you
can choose and adjust your gas to
“merely harass, make sick, or kill."
A gas they could never ses, amell
or feel, he Lold the Congressmen,
could set them dancing on their
desks or ashouling Communist
speeches. Or It could kill them.

If we think of nuclear bombs a8
capable of covering a lot of terri-

fare could. he sald, “cover fahtas-
tically grealer areas' Further-
more. gas would settle the debate
about whether or not we need un-
derground shelters. Being heavier
than air, they would settle into the
ghelter  ventilators, and
them useless,

It seems to ua that this is in-
deed just about th: most humane
thing the twentieth century has
heard yet, and that, {f there is a

rdrop of civilization in any of us,

we will work and campaign to
have gas warfare supplant nuclear
warfare, or al least bhe given an
equal chance to demonsatrale (is
kindly potentialitiea.

What causes cretinism {8 not
complotely understood.
ease |s fortunately rare in most
parts of the world, although even
today there are said Lo be an un-
usunlly large number of cases in
ceriain regions of the Swisa Alps.

Thyrold extract prepared from
animals contains the Thormone
which Is lacking In cretiniam,
Therefore, If this exiract can be
given early enough and in suffi-
clent quantities It  will largely
counteract the evil effects from
the lack of secretion of the thy-
roid gland,

Adults algo may. be affected by
total lack of secretion of the thy-
roid gland. This Ia known as
myxedamn,

It is & rare and extraordinary
condition: the hair gets thick,
coarse and loses its sheen; the
skin becdomes thick and dry; the
pulse in slowed, and other symp-
toms such as anemia and _joint
pains are common. *

Any physiclan likes to  make
a dingnasis of myxedema. One
reason ix that It iy more or lesa
of & medical curiosity; another,

that treatment Is exceedingly suc-
cossful, -
