bill, calling it extravagant and
inflationary, He asked that
Congress prodiice a lesg costly
measure, !

In = special message to the
Senate, Elsenhower expressed dia-
appointment that Congress had
sent him & bill “so sxcessive in
the spending it proposes;, and »so
defective in other respects; that
it would do far more damage than
m" 5\

His megsage attaoked soveral
key provisions of the $1,375,000-
000 measture, including:
~1. What he termed an excessive
$600 miilion, { -year urban renewsl
program,

2. The authorization for 190,000
wgllc housing unite while 100,

previoualy - authorized subsi-
dized dwellings remain unbuiit.

3. Direct federal loans for hous-
ing for the elderly. Eisenhower
said this need ccn be mel by fed-
el (nsurance ¢ private loans,

Bw BEisenhower made inflation
his basic objeclion {o the measure.
The bill's ocriginal heavy cost in
loans, grants and otitlays had been
drastically reduced by Democrats
in Congresa in hope of avoiding
a veto,

This waa the fourth major veto
by the President this wsession, It
leaves up In the air a number of
major housing programs for which
federal funds are running short.

An Eisenhower velo never has

pboen overriden in the President's
615 years in office. Democratic
proapects seemed poor if they tried
to do so 6n the housing bill, since
the vote on the final version of the
legislation fell well short of two-
thirds in both branches.

The Senate passage vote on the
compromise measure June 22 was
58-31. The House tally June¢ 28 was
241-177.

Charles A, Halleck of Indiana had
told reporters earlier thal he had
recommended & veto, and had told |

Russian census.

Rabért C. Cook, writing in "Pop-
ulation Bullétin" notea that the,
new Russian census, with ita great

indicates that Rusaia lost between
15,000,000 and 20,000,000 mén in
fighting Worid War IL

This statistical redlizsation sets
him off o a cartain trend of
thought. Tt means, he findy, that
Russia was far weaker in man-
power &t the end of the war than
the West assumed.

“What courss,”. he asks, ‘“Would
history hava taken in the post-war
years" {{ we had known the truth|
about Russia’s manpower aitua-
tion?

The truth was, he observes, that
during the post-war years '‘the
T.8.8R. actually lacked the man-
power resources both to rebufld
her war-devastated country and to
back up a position of military su-
premacy in Europe,” Yat, he says,
Rumsia did manage to achleve both
these objectives, by keeping =
ripid binckoutl over its populatioh
statistics “combined with _poker-
playing bluff."

The Inference is that if we had
only known for sdre-that the Rus-
sians had had from 18 to 20 mil-
llon killed, while our own dead in
Lhe war totaled only 407,000, we
eould have taken proper advantage
of that situation and forced our
will upon Russia,

Compared to that vein of reac-

tion to the statistic of the Russian
dead In World War II, the other
kind of reaction which might have
come seems very remote, in the
preaent world -mood.
This other reaction might have
been one of gratitude, because the
death of so many Russians meant
that so many fewer Americans had
to die. And it might include a reali-
zation that, when Rusais claims to
dread and fear the rearmament of
Gennqy,‘num- has reason.

If
these sentencea are carried out, it
will be the first time a white man
had besn executed for the crime in
question. When and if' that hap-
pend, the principle: of equal justice
will, in this instance, have been
satisfied completely. ;

To contend, as we contend, that
the new ‘equality. of jubtice should
be located not at tha leval of death
sentences for rape, but at the level
of Imprisonment. may sound as if
we wanted to change the law and
the practice only because it has
now. begun to affect -the white
man. :

Other reformatory gunards and
state patrolmen, all wearing gas
maaks, smashed in the door and
beat down the
clubs and fists,

McKelvie pald there was no
cholce but to try' to free the hos-
tages. He sald Robert E. Jasmin,
22, S8an Diego, Calif, one of the
ringleaders, told him he was “go-
Inz all the way"” because his life
slready waa lousad up,

The other ringleader, Richard E.
Murray, 20, also had voleed mur-
der and mulcide threats, saying he
didn't like the way the world was
nm.

The two others in the uprising
were Donald DeCourcy, 22, and
David K. Owens, 19,

All needeéd treatment after the
pummeling they received.  Some
of the hostages were laken tothe
reformatory hospital to have the
caustic effects of the gas bathed
from their eyes and faces, then
were quickly released.

The four desperadoes listed no
grievances, but anked only for un
escape car and free acceas to the

She said the women and chil-
dren were not threatened although
the guards held an hoatages were.
