"The co'.irts have held that set­
tlers who made lmpro\-ements up­
on the public lands o f the United 
States, who are commonly referred 
to as 'squatters,' a-e not consid­
ered trespassers, but to the con­
trary are encouraged by the pijto- 
lic policy o f tlie 'United States to 
put land to cultivation suid use."

In another squatter- group are 
970 persona who have se tt l^  on 
river-front land some 200 feet deep 
and 50 miles long between Blythe 
and Parker Dam

Investment Heavy
They have invested an estimated 

two mllliou dollars In construc­
tion oif resorts smd oamps, and 
more In Individual homes.

They have building permits 
from the California Counties of 
San Bernardino, Riverside and 
imperial, and pay taxes on their 
Improvements.

The resort and camp operators 
have formed an organization to 
try to point out to the Depart­
ment of Interior that private en­
terprise can and is operating rec­
reational facilities better than the 
federal government could.

Wrestling, one of the most an­
cient of sports, had reached a 
high stage of development In 
Egypt 5.000 yeare ago.

8t. iherlly after 3 p.m« yesterday 
and alM plunged tha Municipal 
Building Into darkness.

Among the other bulldlnga af­
fected were the Center Congrega­
tional Church, the Poet Office, Ca- 
vey’s Restaurant, the. Masonic 
Temple, and the Southern New 
England Telephone Co. plant on 
E. Center St.

Power was resumed at the Mu­
nicipal Building and the church in 
about 45 minutes, but in several 
of tha other buildings, Including 
the Poat Office, service was In­
terrupted for more than two-and- 
a-half hours. Complete aervice was 
establishad at 5:50 p.m.

Thera was no interruption of 
telephone service in the area, how­
ever, as emergency gasoline pow­
ered equipment Immediately began 
functioning.

Oauae Unknown
Parker Soren. manager of the 

Manchester Division of the Hart-, 
ford Electric Light Co., said the 
power failure occurred when a 
4.800-volt cable on E. Center St. 
broke at the aplices.

Although the exact catiae of the 
break ia not known, Soren pointed 
out there were lightning flashes In 
the area about the time of the In­
terruption.

Emergency repair crews from 
the light company worked fever­
ishly to restore power. Equipment 
from the Town Fire Department 
was also dispatched to the scene, 
and police also arrived and began 
directing traffic.

Perhaps hardest hit by the pow­
er failure was the Post Office, 
which haa electrically operated 
cgncallng and stamping machines, 
and an elevator.

FlMhllgHt-wavuig peaua wark- 
ara rallied 'round, however, end 
canceled the mall by hand. A 
wooden handle was inanted In the 
cancelling machining and tha men 
spelled one another In cranking 
the envelopes through.

Deapita the 3<^-hour fada-out. 
the 7:30 mail d ls j^ch  left the ef> 
flea on time and tRT mail waa han­
dled writhout delay. Postmaster Al- 
deh E. Bailey said.

In the Municipal Building. It 
was a cats of "up window ahadae,” 
and won< continued as usual 
whenever possible.

Overcoming the greatest handi­
cap in the Municipal Building was 
the telephone operator whose win- 
dowlesa room waa plunged into a 
mld-nlght darkness when the 
lights went off.

The subsidy which is proposed 
would be offered in such a way 
that the hog farmers would 
slaughter their hoga when they are 
little hoga, rather than wait for 
them to become big hoga.

Thia was where the New Deal 
came In under. Henry Wallace a 
quarter of a century ago. This ia 
the progress we have made, under 
two political parties, that we still 
find no way to solve the catastro­
phe of plenty except uae of the tax­
payer. dollar to encourage what 
amounts to thi destruction of food.

When World War II gave us a 
respite from this problem, even 
while., .on the other hand. It proved 
to us what tremendous production 
capacity we could develop for the 
destructive waste of war, many of 
us dreamed of a true economy- of 
plenty to follow the war. \ye as­
sumed that the problem of dis­
tribution and consumption could 
somehow be solved so we could let 
ourselves go, on the land and in 
the factories, and never again go 
back to the idea of a managed 
scvcitj-. We assumed that ao long 
as there was a hungry or under- 
nourialied mouth In the world, the 
production of food would be right. 
We assumed that ao long aa living 
standards anyv-hera lagged, there 
was no need for factories to hold 
themselves In check. We assumed 
that if men would stop being 
afraid of plenty, they could and 
would find ways of using it.

That seems, now, to have been 
merely one more, of those Illusions 
about peace which were nourished 
during the war. We have never 
really tried the economy of plenty. 
We have still treated it as an en­
emy, and when war or threat of 
war hag not handled.lt for us, oUr 
only formula has remained that o f 
subsidizing it as if it were a dis- 
aster. It atlll goes against every 
grain of our natural instinct—to 
try to choke off the bounty of land 
or factory^—but it remains the only 
formula we use.

The 
Western ministers took advantage 
of the brief recess to try to put 
their own policies and tactics in 
order f o r ‘the rest of the confer­
ence. All available information In­
dicated they didn't get very far.

The key problem dividing the 
Allies Is what price to pay the 
Soviets for a Berlin agreement, 
which would amount to a truce In 
the crisis created by the Russians 
last November with their threat to 
give the East German Comnmnists 
control of the' Allies' -traffic with 
their garrisons in West Berlin.

The Russians have proposed 
that they continue their present 
traffic control for 18 months while 
a committee of East and West 
Germans negotiates toward Ger­
man reunification and a peace set­
tlement. I f  they failed to agree in 
18.months, the problem'would go 
back to the Big Four.

Herter and British Foreign Sec­
retary Selwyii Lloyd reportedly 
feel some kind of German nego 
tiations must be accepted as part 
o f the price for a . deal. But 
France's Couve de Murville Is 
laid to be opposed to any kin4 of 
All-German group. Tlie .French 
argue such an arrangement would 
give tbd Russians an opportunity 
to Interfere in West German af- 
falra. ,. 4

Weat German Foreign Minister 
Heinrich von Brentano has sug­
gested broadening the scope of 
the present Berlin negotiations 
with Russia to include the basic, 
long term tssubs of reunification 
and a peace settlement on the 
grounds it would give the West 
more room to maneuver.

Again*t Conference
The A m e r i c a n s ,  British and 

French are against this, contend­
ing the, only thing the conference 
may achieve is a deal on Berlin. 
The ministers made their usual 
proposals on German reunification 
and a-European security system at 
the start of the conference In May 
and, as usual, got nowhere.

The British and Americana, how­
ever, generally aupport another 
West German suggestion that ne­
gotiations for reunification and a 
German peace treaty be hahdled by 
a permanent Big Four commission 
Instead of by an all-Germah com­
mittee. The West and East Ger­
mans would work with the com- 
miaaion as advisers, an arirange- 
ment that in ' diplomatic terms 
means less formal recognition of 
the Communist East German re­
gime.

Edward P. Williams, president 
of the Connecticut W ater Com­
pany, explained details of the In­
stallation and answered questions. 
The 12,000 feet of 16-Inch main to 
be laid along Rt. 5 from East 
Windsor to the northerly terminus 
of the Metropolitan District sys­
tem will consist of cement-lined 
pipe, he explained. Ah automatic­
ally operated connection between 
the two systems will be for emer- 
gehev use only, he emphasized.

About 2,355 feet of 16-lnch main 
will be laid along Sullivan Ave. to 
the NuWay site. These two sec­
tions of the system are scheduled 
for completion within four months.

An additional 10,700 feet of 12- 
Ineh main will be laid eastward 
along Sullivan Ave. to Ayer* Rd.

Three Possible Sources 
Williams explained that water 

may eventually be obtained from 
three possible sources. The imme­
diate source will be company wglls 
in Tbompsonville, which already 
serve Enfield and East Windsor. 
Studies indicate, he said, that a 
well to be located on Ayers Rd. 
property belonging to the tom- 
pany could provide an additional 
source of a million gallons a day. 
In answer to a question, he said he 
doubted whether such a well would 
have an adverse effect on the pri­
vate water supply of residents in 
the vicinity. Emergency supply 
from the MDC system would be a 
third source.

At a later date, a fourth source 
ma.v become avaiUble, said Wil­
liams, He explained that Snipsic 
Lake situated in the Towns of 
Vernon, Ellington and Tolland, 
can supply water greatly in excess 
of the current needs of these 
tow-ns, including the city of Rock­
ville. A contract would have to be 
negotiated between Connecticut 
Water Co. and the Rockville 

_  W ater and Aqueduct. Co. Large, 
quantities of water could be deliv­
ered to the South Windsor system 
from this source, he said.

“Substantial re.serves would be 
kept available for the city of 
Rockville and the towns of Ver­
non. Ellington and Tolland If this 
source were used,” Williams em­
phasized.

Questioned as to the adequacy 
of a  12-inch main. Williama aaid 
that a 6-inch one would probably 
be ample for present needs. In 
conclusion, he stated that the 
mains eoon t- be laid are only the 
nucleus to a s- atem which will 
ev-entuaily be extended to cover 
the entire town in keeping wHh 
customer demand, ^

He said 
consideration of human feelings la 
sometimes lost in them.

He said people to Manchester 
trained In medical, social and oth­
er aspects ol-ths problems of the 
elderly, felt "a  special type of 
consideration” should enter Into 
the MHA’s administration of its 
project. As he envisions It, Kelly 
said, that consideration would lead 
only to advice to the MHA, and 
not supervMon.

The committee could be of the 
same nature as the Insurance Ad­
visory Committee, he said, acting 
as a medium between the MHA 
and the Board.

"We’re only laymen,"" Kelly told 
the MHA members. "W hen you 
come to us, how are wa going to 
understand your problem ?' 
without translation through 
perts. He Said sxperls in Manches­
ter are available and willing to of 
fer their services on an advisory 
committee.

Voices Oppoataon
However, the MHA made it 

clear last night It does pot want 
an adviaory committee. Atty. Her­
man Yulea, MHA counael, aaid the 
authority la a corporation under 
State statutes and ”no agency in 
Manchester can appoint an advis­
ory group above ua.”

Yulea said the MHA. by itself, 
has accomplished well the stagger­
ing Job of bringing the project to 
Manchester. He said this involved 
many studies, field trips, a aurvsy 
and demonstration of peed, a mas­
sive amoiint of. paperwork, many 
liaison trips to the PHA office to 
New York, Interviewing archi­
tects, and other work totaling 
hundreds of hours at not a cent of 
cost to the town.

He said another towh he knowa 
of had to pay .-out $30,000 for the 
efforts of its housing authority.

And ail MHA steps, he said, 
are subject to superrislon in one 
form or another. He aaid profes­
sional gerontological advice comes 
to the MHA not only through the 
architects It has hired but also 
from the New York PHA offic4 
which watchca every MHA move.

An adviaory committee, fJtb 
MHA felt, would be auperfluous.

Praise Authority
While not In agreement on an 

advisory committee, the Directors 
were of one mind in praising the 
MHA’s accomplishments. Mayor 
Kelly said the fact that "In leas 
than 18 months you have the 
project . this far advanced Is 
enough of a testimonial to ua of 
the efficiency of the Manchester 
Housing Authority.
