When World War I broke out he
was in command of the dispatch
boat Dolphin, which "Searched for
German supply ships in Caribbean
waters, Then he supervised the
U.8. commisnioning of the former
German passenger liner, the Prin-
cesa Alice. Under the new name of
the Princess Motolka, with Leahy
in command, !t was used to trans-
port American troops to France.

In that capmelty, Leahy won the
Navy Cross for Distingtished
Bervice for ‘'the exacting and
hazardous duty of transporting
and escorting troops and supplies
to Buropean ports through waters
infested with enemy submarines
and mines."”

Between the Spanish Amerfcan
War and World War I, Leahy saw
service in the Philippine inmirrec-
tion, the Boxer Rebellion, and the

Ameriean occupation of Nicaragua. | P

He wan chief of staff of the naval
forcea at Nicaragua.

After World War I, Leahy rose
rapidly as chief of the Bumau of
Ordnance with the rank of ad-
miral, commander ,of the destroy-
ers scouting foree, chief of the
Bureau of Navigation and vice ad-
miral of the battle force. He served
as chief of naval operations from
1937 to 1989, when he retired to
start on hia diplomatic career,

During his tenure as the uni-
formed naval chlel. Leaahy also was
acling secretary of the Navy dur-
ing the prolonged illness of the inte
Secretary Clauds A. Swanaon,

An ardent protagonist of a
strong fleet, he was the Navy's
spokeaman for the $1 billion Navy
bill In 1938,

Leahy's wife, the former Louine
Tennent. Harrington, whom he
married In 1804, died in France in

Compromise?

The terminology of diplomacy In
very pliable. The Wesat, at Geneva
today, prociaimas {tself to be offer-
ing a. “compromise” on the ques-
tion of a proposed set-up for ne-
gotintions toward the reunificp-
tion of Germany. But what in be-
ing offered is, in s:tuality, a big
step back away from the pessibil-
ity of compramise. c

Until the new Western position
was formulated, the proposal be-
fore the conference was that an
all-German committes represent.
ing both West and East'Germany be
pet up to establizsh contact between
the two Germanles and permit
them to discuss between them-
selves the problem of reunifica-
tion. On this proposal, the East-
West spiit was over the proposed
make-up of such an all-German
commission. Russia wanted it to
have equal numbers from East
and West Germany. The West in-
sigted that the ~Test Gérmans
outnumber the East Germans, but
conceded thut both mides, regard-
less of numerical vepresentation,
would possess & veto over any de-
cistonn.

Now, however, the West back-
tracks from this position, rejects
the !dea of an all-German com-
mission, and wants, instead, s Big
Four  commission, which would
have advisers from the two Ger-
manies sitting in,

Big Four consultation on the re-
unification of Germany has never
¢ven begun to make progress—not,
that {s, until it has recently begun
to consider the possibility of
throwing the problem to the Ger-
mans themselves, .

The real big hope of the present
East-West diplomecy does not cen-
ter on Berlin, which {s merely the

trigger to the whold situation, al- |/

though & potentially dangerous
trigger. The renl big hope is that
the big powers will iniesd throw
the problem of reunification to the
Germans themsalves. If that hap-
pens, neither Eaast nor West will
be able to control the process that
follows. The West perhaps realizes
that, and in afraid of the conse-
quences. It pretends, at least, to
visualize a situation in which the
Communizts would take over all of
Germany. Whether Russia knowa
how pesveriess it would be, once
such a process were set in motion,
wa do not know. Perhaps It be-
lieves {t could control the situation

to its"own policy ends. But if so, it

too is mistaken, and the West
ought to take its all-German com-
mission proposition while Ruasia
is still over-confident.

One hopes that remains the real
intent of the West, Today's “com-
promise,”" which is no compromise
at all, is being advanced in full
expectation that Rusaia will re-
Ject it The real indication is that
this is one more play the West is
making for the special benefit of
Chancellor Adenauer, the real op-
ponent of reunification, and -that
after the play has been made &
real compromise may appear,
