President Richard "M. Nixon
will fly to Poland for a 2-day
visit Aug. 2 after ending his
11-day visit to Russia.

Nixon's decision waa announced
today ahortly after he met with
Boviet First Deputy Premiers
Anantas I. Mikoyan and Frol R.

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On Freeing The Satellites

Tt peemn extremely doubtful that
the United States Congreas know-
ingly timed its proclamation of
‘Caplive Nations Week" so that it
would coincide with Vice Presi-
dent Nixon's visit to Moscow, and
thus cast an unfriendly pall on
that visit. There Is little questiom,
on the other hand, that Khrushchev
knowingly and intentionally se-
lected the precise moment of Nix-
on's arrival to pretend to become
excited about thiz proclamation by
the President on order of Congress.
When we have a Russian dignitary
coming to mea us, we lke to inmu-
late the atmosphere against him.
On one occasion, President Hisen-
hower made a public point of say-
ing, at such s moment of arrival,
that the Russians ‘could never be
trusted, Another recourse we have
used is to call the Russian dig-
nitary down to Washington and ask
him when Russia Is going to pay
it lend loase debt to ua,

Khrushchev apparently couldn't
“hink of any ocomparable gesture
of his own, to cool off Nixon's ar-
rival, so he borrowed one of
our own propaganda gestures and
tried to turn it against us. Khrush.
chev, In attacking the captive na-

_Uons resolution, does have his
grounds. Among other things, it
pronounces coexistance Impossible,
when coexistence is supposed to be
what the Nixon visit Is promoting.
But . these propaganda - gestures
from America are, after all, fairly
reutine. Normally, the tough
Khrushchev sheds them easily.
This time he ia wounded.

But one can tell, even now, that
the wound {s more simulated than
real, that he was loaking for some-
thing to-quarrel about rather than
responding instinctively. If he were
really mad, he would ask why the
resolution shedding official tears
over the plight of captive countries
didn't include Algeria or Spain in
it Jist. If he were really mad, he
would taunt us with having turned
away from Hungary after our
propaganda had pérhaps helped in-
cite revolution there. If he were
really mad, he would define our
rela for us, which (s one of fine
words mbout the captive nations,
but of understandable and sensible
refupal to start & world war over
them and thus destroy them and
ourselves and everybody else In
that kind of effort to free them.

If there is a real route to the
freedom of the satellites it lies
not through such resolytions, but
through a combination of plays, In
which the satellites win and Rus-
gls grants them some increasing
degree of national autenomy, and
we ourgelves play nlong with that
process, not seeking to rush it, or
to take spectacular advantage of
it. but merely to reward and en-
caurage L. There ia no need for it
to become part of the Jiberation
process that the satellites should
then begin to live In enmity toward
Russia. And the procesd obviously
cannot come near completion unti
the Russian army s withdrawn.
This happens to be an aim Polish
diplomacy has alfeady fashioned,
but we are not yet ready to eoun-
tenance any ‘withdrawal of our
own armed force. But that teo—
the withdrawal of our own “defen-
sive” military threat around Rus-
sia and her satellites—will have to
be part of thy final pattern of lib-
eration, '

We do have a role to play in the
sventual liberstion of the satel-
Htes, but that role in hardly served
oF even: suggested by resolutions
and proclemations Hke this.

Commissioner Kennedy conceded
that it might he “easier or more
“practical” to make Harlem a
“black precinct.”

A new circular slide rule de-
veloped by my good friend Dand-
ridge Cole will be used by scien-
Lists, but the simple device can al-
80 Answer many questions for
curious teenagers with space
travel ambitions,

Mr. Cole,. & senior advanced

planning specialist with the Martin
Compnny in Denver, has been con-
cerned with the so-called “rule of
thumb" used by some to compute
rocket sizes, the results obtained
by this oversimplified method
were simply too far from reality.
There was incentive to create a
new tool for. rough computations
of this sort.
.. 'The device I8 uncomplicated, con-
nisting of n two-sided circular slide
rule, You put in some values, spin
the wheels and out come the an-
swWers,

Suppose, for example, using cur-
vent hardware and propellants, I
would like to “soft land” an in-
strument package on the moon (o
telemeter back to Earth intalli-
gence cbnecerning the lunar
surface,

By using the slide rule I find n
three-stage, 1,000,000 pound groas
wealght rocket burning liquid oxy-
gen and kerosene propellants would
have the capability to soft land
1,600 pounds of payload on” the
moon. The alide rule gives only the
groas or all-up weight of the rock-
el, For detalls I apply some simple
general prlncii)lu of rocketry.

. Divide Stages

Rocket engineers know that
very roughly they can divide a
multi-stage rockel inlo propors
tional weights, They do_ thix by
first finding the gross weight to
payload ratio, and then finding
the root of this ratio according to
the number of stages. In our ex-
ample we have three stages.and a
ratio’of 1,000,000 to 1,800 or ap-
proximately 625, The cubs root

Third Rule

A third general rule of rocketry
will tall us the engine thrust re-
quired, As a’ firdt “eatimate, it {s
reasonable to assume a thrust to
welght ratio of 1.5:1.
