Hiroshima Notes Day 
U.S. Dropped A-Bomb

Washington, Aug. 6 (A*)—  
The end of Vice President 
Richard M. Nixon’a historic 
trip to Russia touched o ff to­
day an intensd appraisal of its 
impact on the Cold War.

F^eirident Eisenhower and Nixon 
banked on the Vice President's 
toiir and the fdfthcbhiihg iWhp oU 
visits by Eisenhower and Soviet 
Premier Nikita S. Khrushchev to 
help thaw a dangerous East-West 
freeae.

The administration policy was 
admittedly a gamble. taken 
against advice from some I ’ .S. 
strategists who favored continued 
Isolation of the Reds as the surest; 
way to promote the free world.

TTie hope was that the exchange 
of visits would impress Khrush-I 
chev with Americs, snri keep Bsst-i 
West discu.ssions going in face of 
the collapae of the Geneva talks I 
on Germany. But Nixon's trip 
brought no expectation of any Im-. 
mediate turnabout in Kremlin pol-l 
ioy in the ('old War contest. which 
the administration figures could 
last another 25 to 50 years,

Nixon, who already had csbled 
back lengthy reports during hia 
two-weeks tour of Russia and P o -1 
land, made a peraonsi report to I 
Eisenhower during a 7S-miniile' 
confeience at the White House 
yesterday. *

He will review the trip again at 
a cabinet meeting Friday,

There was no immediate plan, 
for a public address to the nation, 
but Nixon spoke informally on a 
national radio-TV broariraST after 
hi* sleek Jetliner arrived from 
Warsaw yesterday.

He told of friendly reception*; 
he had received among the people;

warit peace. He urged also that | 
Khrushchev, when he visits this 
country, be received courteously i 
and without hostile demonatra-, 
tions.

Merely msintainlng present cap­
ital improvements projects will 
mean one mill of the tax rate 
from now on. said Cummings, be­
cause there is nothing else to draw 
on And if other projects are 
planned, then the mill rate must 
he increased.

It has been no Mcret, however, 
that Teamsters representatives 
have been hosts to many House 
members at a asrles of break- 
fasta to present the Teamsters 
viewpoint.

Legal representatives of both 
the Teamsters Union and the 
AFL-CIO also wars -activ* ..dur­
ing the six we^ks of the Labor 
Committee's bill-drafting sessions.

Chairman Graham A. Barden 
(D-NC) publicly accused Labor's 
representatives of trying to " ‘take 
over the chairmanship and run 
the committee."

What finally emerged from the 
Labor Commiltee was a bill pat­
terned after the Senate version, 
but patched with l04 amendments.

It was sent to the floor by a 
16-14 vote, and thereupon dis­
owned by all but five of the 30 
committee members.

A * a result, three major propo­
sals are before the House.

Technically, the committee bill 
is the one the House will con­
sider. It has been pronounced a 
middle-of-the-road Wll by Its few 
friends. It contains a labor "bill 
of rights" without crtmlnsi en­
forcement sanctions, financial re­
porting requirements for unions, 
and moderate bans on "hot cargo" 
secondary boycott contracts and 
“black'hiaH" picketing of em­
ployers.

One major alternative to be of­
fered as a substitute is the Lan­
drum-Griffin Bill, of which Eisen­
hower said at last week's news 
conference: " I ’m for it."

This bill would aend union offi­
cials to jail If they penalized 
union members for voting, speak­
ing out or otherwise exercising 
democratic rights. It would ban 
all forma of aecondar.v boycotts 
and organizational or "blackmail" 
picketing, and it would permit the 
states to act in minor labor dis­
putes which the National Labor 
Relations Board declines to con­
sider.

The third alternative is the Shel­
ley bill officially endorsed by the 
AFL-CIO. I t  would stress union 
accountability and reporting, but 
omits "hot cargo" and secondary 
boycott bans. It would prohibit 
only such organizational picketing 
as would result in personal gains 
to union officials.

In th* equal time furore devel­
oping after announcement of Ei­
senhower's plans to take to the 
air waves. Rep. Stewart L. Udall 
(D-Ariz.1 demanded an opportun­
ity to explain the committee bill 
to the nation.

He aaid he hoped that Hojusc 
Speaker Sam Rayburn (D-Tex) 
would answer Eisenhower, al­
though Rayburn earlier said he 
would not. I f  not Rayburn, 
Udall said, then Sen. John F. Ken­
nedy ( D-Mass 1 ahould be given air 
time for th* purpose.

Shelley accused Elsenhower of 
supporting an anti-labor bill, and 
demanded equal air time to ex­
plain his own bill.

Plans Groups Ponder 
Redeveloping Areas

The poeaibillUea of redeveleping^lor erected the building in the path
a portion of tha North End or the 
Main St. chopping district were 
discuesed at a joint meeting of 
four town groups in the Municipal 
Building last night.

The meeting was the aecond of a 
aeriea of quarterly informal get- 
lo-gethers being held by the Town 
Planning Commission, Redevelop­
ment Agency. Zoning Board of 
Appeals, Town Development Com­
mission and the Town Parking 
Authority. Purpose of the meet­
ings ia to exchange views and air 
problems as a means of better co­
ordinating their efforts.
V The Parking Authority, which 
ha.i not held a public meeting in 
many months, was not represent­
ed.

. Rovlew Subject
Much of last night s discussion 

on -the possibility of redeveloping 
the North End was a re-hash of a 
similar discussion by the various 
group! at the first joint meeting 
held In April. A t that time, the 
big question was whether th* 
area around Depot Sq. would qual­
ify for a major redevelopment- 
program.

In order to qualify for federal 
and State aid in tuch a project, 
the area aelected muit be a 
"alum, blighted or diteriorated."

A t laat night’a meeting this 
question remained imanawered. 
However, Everett Keith, chairman 
of the Redevelopment Agency, 
said arrangements will b* made 
with th* State to have repre­
sentative tour the area with the 
agency memberi in September to 
see if the North End section could 
poesibly qualify for a redevelop­
ment program.

The possibility or tying in such 
a program with th* town's pur­
chase of the Depot Sq. property 
for $35,500 and the development of 
Robertion Park was again advanc­
ed by Martin Alvord, TPC  chair­
man, as a means of saving the town 
money.

As he had at the April meeting, 
Alvord emphasized he did not clas­
sify the North Hind section as a 
"alum area," but did Ihiiik there 
was a "certain amount of deteri­
oration" there. The poeslbility of 
redeveloping the area ahould def­
initely be explored, he said.

A  map of the area, prepared by 
Town Planning Engineer Edward 
J. Rybesyk at Keith's request, was 
presented. It  showed the eectioh be­
tween th* Whiton Library and N. 
School on N. Main St. should be 
considered as well as a portion of 
N. School St. between N. Main St. 
and the Robertaon School.

Tentatiye Plan
This was strictly a tentative 

plan which could be easily changed 
In the future, Rybesyk said. The 
area outlined on the map con­
tained approximately 16 acres end 
property evaluated at three quar­
ters of a million dollars, he aaid.

Alvord pointed out during the 
discussion that th* redevelopment 
problem in Manchester waa up to 
the Redevelopment Agency, and 
that his group waa acting in an 
adriaory capacity only.
. Ftilllip Harrison, a member of 

the Planning Commiasion, agreed 
earlier with Alvord that the pos­
sibilities of redeveloping the North 
End be seriously considered.

Harrison also suggested the pos- 
■ibility of redeveloping a portion 
of the downtown shopping area 
should be looked into. The age of 
some of the buildings there might 
possibly allow It to qualify for 
redevelopment, he said.

Benefit to the town taxwiae 
would be greater than If the North 
End were redevelop^, he said, 
adding that, of course, this was not 
a primary consideration.

Redeveloping the Main St. area 
was advocated some time ago by 
former Town Planning Adminis­
trator Wilfred Maxwell, now with 
tha State Development Commist 
sion.

Several minutes were spent in 
discussing a project in Toledo. 
Ohio, where the shopping area waa 
completely renovated in a few 
days. . V

Part of the discusaion centered 
around the possibility of redevel­
oping the area between Charter 
Oak and Biasell Sts. and tying in 
this project with th* Tide's master' 
plan for the extension of Cottage 
St.

Advocates Survey
Alvord, a i he has many timea 

before, advocated that, before any­
thing is done in the town Involving 
major reconstruction, a private 
consulting firm should be called In 
to conduct a study of traffic and 
the potential developments of 
areas In the town.

Such a study would probably 
coet between $12.000'and $15,006, 
he said, but this would be a "drop 
In the bucket" compared to a proj­
ect that might coat $2 or $3 mil­
lion.

■Jon all agreed whatever is done 
Would “cost a lot of money,”  and 
that any redevelopment project 
would not become a reality for 
aevera) years.

Also discussed last night was 
the question of the TPCTs maater 
plan showing the extension of Lin­
den St. and a request from Dr. Jo­
seph Massaro for ZB A permission 
to erect a profesaional building on 
hie St. James St. property.

Several of Massaro's neighbors, 
at a recent Zoning Board -meeting, 
said they were against having the 
professional building located there 
but Indicated they would with­
draw their objections if the doc-

of th* proposed street extension 
which runs serosa a portion of his 
land.

This would challenge tha TPC 
plan for the street extension which 
has drawn many objsctions from 
the residents. A t the meeting, ZBA 
member Vincent Genovesi said he 
disagreed with the TPC plan and 
indicated he would favor seeing 
the plan challenged.

More than half an hour was 
devoted to this discussion which 
started when Daniel Hair, ZBA 
chairman, asked Alvord when the 
proposed extension of Linden St. 
would be realised.

Alvord said no iate bad been 

set end that the primary puf- 
poa* of showing the axtenoion was 
an attempt by th* Planning Cbm- 
mission to anticipate changes 
which might Uke place in the 
are* during HHrnMl 10 years or 
so at an aid to planning.

He aaid there would probably 
have to be a referendum before 
anything could be done about ex­
tending the street. He also point­
ed out much opposition to the plan 
had been expressed by residents 
in the area, but reaffirmed hia be­
lief that the extension would ben­
efit th* whole town by aiding traf­
fic circulation when the proposed 
relocation i f  Rt. 8 goes through.

Alvord also said he thought the 
character of the neighltorhood 
would change in the next 10 years 
and this would justify putting the 
extension through.

Genovesi spoke at length on his 
views that the street should not be 
extended through to Hertford Rd. 
and cut through th* large lewne 
in the section.

He aaid he thought emphasis 
should be placed on developing bet­
ter facilities on the east side of 
Main St. to take care of the an­
ticipated traffic from Rt. 6 when 
it is relocated.

Alvord pointed out the proposed 
extension of Cottage St., also 
shown on the master plan, would be 
much more expansive than the 
other extension because of the 
number of houses Which would 
have to be removed. There are com­
paratively few houses in the path 
of the proposed Linden St. exten­
sion, he said.

The TPC chairman also empha­
sized no changes arc contemplated 
in either area for aometime.

"We have to wait and see what 
developer" he said.

The rest of ths meeting was 
devoted to discussing zoning and 
lot sizes in Manchester. Reports 
on the activities of the Town De­
velopment Commission wers given 
earlier by Richard S. TIbbili, 
executive director; and on the 
Planning Commiasion by Rybezyk.

This happened to pick up the 
queen of hearts and to knock out 
the ace of heart* at the same time.

Thought Pay* Dividend*
In a few cases. West thought

Abraham Ribicoff of Con­
necticut and Fo.ster Furcolo of 
Massachusetts beat the drums for 
Sen. John F. Kennedy (D-Mass.) 
but seemed unable to find any re­
sponsive echoes.

Their theme was that Kennedy 
has strong support In all sections 
of the nation. There seemed little 
argument with that, but it al.so 
was a{>parent that not many of the 
Democratic governors want to wet 
their political feet in Kennedy's 
pool yet.

Gov. Eidnumd G. (Pa t) Brown, 
whoee hefty California delegation 
is a prize target, displayed sur-- 
priairj signs that he may be con­
sidering himself as something of 
a majof candidate for top place 
on his party's ticket.

More is likely to be known about 
that when western governors meet 
at Sun Valley. Idaho, in mid-Sep­
tember. Brown obviousl.v would 
like to form a western voting bloc 
for next year's convention. But 
whether other slate executives will 
enlist under his banner in such an 
enterprise remains to be seen.

The potential andidacies of 
(»ov*. G. Menncn Williams of Mich­
igan and Robert B. Meyner of .New 
Jersey got no new recruits out 
of this conference. I f  there was 
sentiment for Sen. Stuart Syming­
ton (D-Mo.). it did not surface 
to any extent.

Gov. Price Daniel of Texas, who 
might have plugged for .Senate 
Democratic Leader Lyndon B. 
Johnson of Texa.s^ did not even 
attend the conference.

In their closing session yester­
day the governors adopted a re­
solution inviting to this country 
the heads of the five Soviet re­
publics that a delegation from 
their group had visited on their 
recent tour of the .Soviet Union.

Oov. Ernest F. Hollings of Soulli 
Carolina fought the proposal. Sev­
eral other governors praised Hol- 
llngs’ stand, which gave them a 
chance to make speeches against 
communism.

The governors also approved a 
resolution calling on President 
Eisenhowdy and the Democratic- 
controlled Congress to compro­
mise their differences over financ­

ing the interstate highway pro­
gram.

The state executives decided to 
send a committee to visit Latln- 
American countries before their 
next 3’ear's conference. They also 
called on industry and labor to

Bi- 
rokiehl Nagano. 34. died Monday. 
The Coast Guard said the govern­
ment wants to determine if any of 
the hO have developed symptoms 
of radiation sickness but would not 
comment on the results of the 
checkups.

The First National Hospital has 
refused to confirm or deny persis­
tent reports that Nagano developed 
leukemia after the exposure to ra­
diation and that this caused or 
contributed tO' his death. The im­
mediate cause of death was given 
as a brain hemorrhage.

The survey ship Satsuma. which 
was Caught in the same rain on 
July 14.

Nagano's death has raised the 
possibility of a finror similar to that 
which followed the atomic dusting 
of the fishing vessel Lucky Dragon 
after America’s first H-bomb test 
at Bikini in 1954. One crew member 
from that ship died.

Preston Sturgess, 
Film Writer, Dies

trass Sandy Ifsllen. was reported 
to be In Hollywood.

Sturgaa had a hard time crash­
ing Hollywood, where he went in 
1M3 as a writer for Universal In- 
temaUonal. But he hit the fllm- 
lafRpjsckpot In the late 1930's af­
ter he offered to sell Paramount 
a script for 110 If he could di­
rect the movie.

Paramount accepted, and the re­
sult was 'The Great McGinty." A 
political satire starring Brian Don- 
le\'y. the picture won Sturges an 
Academy Award for the best 
screen play of 1940.

Sturges reached his Hollywood 
sanith In the late 30's and early 
40's. He scoffed at the trend to­
ward "message" pictures, once 
saying: " I  try only to please the 
public, not th« intelllgentiaa. I've 
no patience with those who find 
solace in artistic success.

"A fter all, the theater's Idea 
Is to get people inside. I f  you can't 
do that, the effort isn't worth 
while."

After a series of .movie flops, 
Sturges formed a partnership with 
Howard Hughes. The venture end­
ed following a dispute over the 
film "Vendetta,” a costly failure,

Sturges left Hollywood about 10 
years.ago and went to New York 
and Europe.

A subsequent writing Job at 
Paramount, where he mads his 
first big hit, didn’t  last long.

Sturges was bom Edmund Pres­
ton Blden, son of Edmund and 
Mary Blden. Later adopted by his 
stepfather, Solomon Sturges, , in

1901. he, thereafter was knewR as 
Preston 'Sturges.

He studied in Oilcago eehoels, 
then was sent to schools In 
France, Germany, Swltserland and 
Italy. He became a song errlter 
and publiabar, and worked In the 
theater as an assistant to Bread- 
way producer Brock Pemberton.

AmoM his other stage plays 
were " ’n ie Guinea Pig," "Recap­
ture.'’ "W ell of Romance," and 
"Child of Manhattan.”

Film stories written bv him In­
cluded "The Big Pond," "The 
Power' and the Glory," "Diamond 
Jim," "W e U ve Again," 'The Palm 
Beach Story," "The Miracle of 
Morgan's Creek." "Carnival In 
Flanders." "The French They Are a 
Funny Race," and "Remember the 
Night.”

In 1980 Sturges, while "Strictly 
Dishonorable" was pla.ving on 
Broadway, eloped with society girl 
Eleanor P. Hutton.

Miss Hutton sought an annul­
ment on grounds that Sturges 
never was properly divorced from 
his first wife. Estelle M u d g e 
Sturges. who had Obtained a Mexi­
can divorce and assertedly had not 
served her husband with papers in 
the prescribed time limit. The an­
nulment was granted.

Sturges married Louise Sargent 
hi 1938, and they had a son, Solo­
mon' A  divorce followed In 1947. 
In 1951 Sturges married Miss 
Nagle. They have two sons. Pres­
ton Jr, 6, and Thomas Preston, 8.

Air, Missile Superiority

Honeat John, a 30-mlIe range pro­
jectile. Outaide Central Europe 
Italy haa agireed In principle "to 
accept intermediate range mls- 
allea but negotiationa have bog­
ged on technical points that have 
not been made public.

When NATO came Into being 
the defenalve air cover for Cen­
tral Eurbpe consisted of 400 air­
craft. mostly piston-engine types.

Gen. Jean-Etlenne Valluy, com­
mander In chief of the Allied 
Forces in Central Europe, esti­
mates that he now can muster be­
tween 1,500 and 2,000 jet alr- 
crsift—fighter-bombers and fight­
er-interceptors. The ratio of Inter­
ceptors to bombers is secret.

The Interceptors are basically 
defensive weapons for the destruc­
tion of enemy aircraft, while the 
fighter-bombers are designed to 
destroy enemy ground forces and 
installations on or near battle­
fields.

For long range striking power, 
the Allies can bring to bear the 
deep penetration capabilities of 
the U.S. A ir Force's Strategic Air 
Command, which has bases In 
Hlngland, North Africa, Turkey 
and Spain.

Some Allied forces, especially 
American, maintain a round-the- 
clock alert, A certain number of 
planes and pilots are kept ' in a 
constant state of runway readi­
ness.

The NATO air picture was hurt 
by French refusal to allow atomic 
bomba to be stored on her soil un­
less she is given atomic know-how 
and control o f the bomba.

On July 8, the United States an­
nounced that three fighter-bomber 
wings — 200 planes —  would be 
transferred out of France and 
most would be sent to England. 
Since the bombers based in France 
would have to go elsewhere to be 
loaded with A-bombs, the United 
States decided they were useless 
In France.

The departure o f the fighter- 
bombers leaves only the 1st Royal 
Canadian A ir Division. 300 F86 in­
terceptors. as the only major 
NATO Air Force in France. The 
Canadians shortly are to receive 
7.5 supersonic F104s and then will 
be given counter-offensive mis­
sions.

Reinforcing the NATO Air 
Forces is the fast-growing West 
German Air Force. A t present the 
Germans have about 3,50 of the 
subsonic F84 Republic built and 
some F86 Lockheed jets.

The West Germans have order­
ed 86 F104S and plan to build 2.50 
more under contract. By 1963-64, 
the West Germans expect to have 
an Air Force of 1,000 first line 
jets.

The British, who hold that 
manned aircraft are becoming ob­
solete, have contributed 250 Can­
berra bombers and Hawker-Hun­
ter supersonic Interceptor.s to the 
NATO sword force.

The French have declined to 
Integrate their air force into the 
NATO operation except for a few 
Mystere IVs and F86s in Ger­
many.

By .and large, the U.S. Air 
Force, eqi^pped with "Century 
series" airt^raft — FlOOs through 
F104s - -  constitutes the backbone 
of the defensive and counter-of­
fensive air force.s. In C e n t r a l  
F.urope, about 1,100 planes. ■

The Dane.9, Belgians and Dutch 
have small forces, flying mostly 
F84s and F86s.

East of the Iron Curtain in the i 
satellite nations and along the I 
Russian border 300 airfields are 
reported. The Soviets are said to i 
have a 20,000 all-jet air force, in­
cluding 5,100 medium bombers 

‘and 200 long range heavy bombers.
There are 25 NATO airbases in 

Germany, all within minutes fly ­
ing time of the Russian fields. The 
Ru.ssians have a large number of 
M1G17 aircraft of the sort de­
feated by the F86s in Korea. They 
also have come up with a MIG19 
and a MIG21 in numbers which 
are believed to be roughly a match 
for the United States' C e n t u r y  
series planes.

In addition, they have been push­
ing their YAK25 twin-jet, super­
sonic all weather fighters into 
fields farther and farther to the 
West.

The Russians also arp said to be 
b u i l d i n g  a number of missile 
launching sites for their, 700-mile 
range M103 missile in the satellite 
nations and pads fop their 1,.500- 
mile missile, the T2 along their 
M'estem borders.

Added up, this means that the 
Soviets probably have a missile and 
air superiority over the Allle.s as 
of today.

Neither side has much of an air 
defense capability though It Is be­
lieved that the Russians are rush­
ing production of an air defense 
missile similar, to the U.S. made

Filed by Police

Close adlierence to conditions set 
by its 1958-105® budget marked 
the operation of the Manchester 
Police Department for the year 
ending Ju .e 30 according to a 
yearly report submitted to the 
town by Police Chief James M. 
Peardon.

Of an appropriation of $306,000. 
the deipartn.ent spent $300,216.71 
for administrative, and general in­
vestigation work and for operation 
and maintenance of equipment.

The department also stayed 
within its special services and 
school trt. -c budgets, spending 
$8,196.26 out of $12,000 for the"’  
former and $29,311.15 out of $29,- 
760 for the latter.

During the course of the year, 
police made 1,878 arrests, 1,211 
for motor vehicle violations and 
the remaining 667 for other mis­
demeanors

Parking and rules of the road 
violations heade- the motor ve- 
h'cle list with 212 of each. The 
most numerous arrests In the mis­
demeanor column were for intoxi­
cation (226) and breach of the 
peace (128).

DDD ciurtomers here will dial 
"112-" to signal that the call is 
going outside the local calling 
area; "212-” » route the call to 
New York a.m "555-1212," the new 
"universal" Information number. 
As on all DDD calls, an operator 
W.U1 ask the caller for his number 
but there will be no charge for the 
call.

Use of the number "565-1212" in 
New York is the first step toward 
the eventual adoption of a uni­
form Ipng-diatance information 
code throughout the United States 
and Canadp,.

The code enables users to place 
a direct, <oll-free call to a New 
York City information operator 
without faring through the long­
distance oipe.ator.

A t present, callers must dial 
the o^rerator who then reaches the

New York In foim atlA  operator. 
Elimination of this inep will re­
sult in faster, more efficient and 
economical service.

The "566-” was chosen because 
the "5" On the dial face also rep­
resents the le.ters ",IKL". As 
there ere no central office names 
Which egln with the letters J, K, 
and L  In combination with each 
other, dialing “555-" will not con­
nect with any exchange now in 
use or plannWi for future use in 
the United States and Canada.

TOBACCO STOCKS PIP
Washington, Aug. 6 UP)- The 

Agriculture Department reports 
that stocks of tobacco held by 
dealers and manufacturers on i 
July 1 were slightly smsller than 
a year earlier.

Flue-cured stocks were down 4 
per cent, burlcy 3, fire-cured 8 
and cigar-hinder 6. The only sig­
nificant increase was in storks of 
foreign-grown cigar leaf.

Total stocks on July 1 totaled 
4,449,000.000 pounds.

Tlia Nixon parformanca In Po­

land muat be acclaimed aa a pain­
ful maatarpiaoe of correct behavior 
ta a delicate aituation.

In acceptlnsr tiid Invitation to go 
Ihere at all, he became the official 
Jfueat of the Communist regime, 
xvhich had extended the invitation.

The moment he got there, he 
-eould make no mistake about what 
hundreds of thousands «>f Poles 
might like to hear him say. They 
would like to hear him talk about 
freedom—complete freedom for 
Poland.

In back of him, in this country, 
, be had the Captive Nations resolu­

tion, passed by the Senate, and pro- 
claimed by the President, which 
Jlated Poland as one of the nations 
irtiose freedom Americans should 
■pray for.

In back of that, there is a long 
' -theme of American foreign policy, 

-demanding the liberation of Rus- 
wla'a satellites.

Here, then, was Nixon, in one of 
'these satellites, in one of these cap- 
tJye nations.

He came, and spent his time, and 
went, without one public call for 
the liberation of Poland, without 
one public reference to its status as 
A captive nation, without saying 
any of the obvious things some of 
his admirers of the extreme right 
hack here in this country might 
have expected him to say.

There will, one can be sure, ap- 
]Mar a certain version and inter­
pretation of this conduct on his 
part. It will be to the effect that 
Ihe number two American states- 
Inan went to Poland and knifed, 
hot the Kremlin, not the Commu­
nists, but his own Senate back 
home. It will be to the effect that 
Nixon, in Warsaw, betrayed Amer­
ica's Ideals and gave comfort to 
the evil enemy. It will be that Nix­
on, among the Poles, betrayed the 
Poles to their Russian masters. 
And there will, in this vein of in- 
fisrpretation and criticism of what 
Nixon did in Poland, be an espe­
cially poignant description of the 
way he compromised on the issue 
o f whether or not he should see 
Ond meet Cardinal Wysznski, the 
Roman Catholic Primate of Poland, 
Who sometimes clashes with the 
^mmunlst government which was 

* Nixdn's official host. He avoided 
w ch  a meeting by going to risit 
file Bishop's church after the Bish­
op had tactfully arranged to take 
i  temporary "vacation" so he 
Nbuldn't be there to greet Nixon. 
What a sickly compromise, what 
M  ignoble Instance of appeasement 
•f the Communists, for an Ameri­
can statesman to permit himself! 
Alger Hiss couldn't have played 
the Communist game any better!
■ Tet Nixon has to be defended 

ga in st such criticism and such 
terid allegations.
- The Poles themselves had sense 
wough to feel encouraged and 
ficartened, not betrayed, by his vis­
it And his conduct.
I^They know, as their own diplo- 
M tic  proposals have Illustrated, 
btat their own chance of the free- 
40ffl they want lies not in propa­
ganda challenges from the United 
Slates Senate, but in an end of 
Qie cold war, and retirement of 
both Russian and Western military 
power. They know how much inde­
pendence they can reach for, if the 

.cold wmr is translated into a peace. 
tWiat partial freedom they do pos- 
4iss they gained for themselves, in 
4Jpact challenge of their own to the 
Eramlln, at a time when America, 
^  great self-proclaimed chatnpion 
W thalr freedom,, was carefully 
Icisking the other way. Nor would 
ttay, In thair own good aenae, have 
dltared this, either. They don’t

It waa In Poland, and not In Rui- 
ala at all, that Nixon took hia 
greatest risk. Quits obviously, ht 
risked the enmity of some of hta 
owm normal claqua at horns in or­
der to itrike what he considered a 
blow for peace. He gave the Cap­
tive Nations resolution a 'vice pres­
idential veto In order to work con­
structively with reality, Tet he did 
not miss the heart of the Polish 
people, or keep them from knowing 
what the heart of America holds 
for them. It was a brilliant per- 
fohnance, attuned to the neceasl- 
tles, but also to the hopes and aa- 
pirations of decent men every­
where.

Dodging The Bill
Connecticut this week became 

the 19th state to call a sudden halt 
to the letting of highway conatruc- 
tlon contracts based on the antici­
pation of federal help. Unless Con­
gress does something, other states 
will have to follow suit.

The Rcpublicana, crediting this 
unhappy aituation to the Demo­
crats In control of Congress, seem 
to have a point. It is an issue where 
the Democrats have been particu­
larly irresponsible. During the late 
recession, for Instance, they voted 
to authorize increased feder^ aid 
to atate high wav programi. But 
they neglected to provide the addi­
tional financing tha additional 
spending would require.

LjMt .lanuary, the President 
warned Congress that the federal 
aid program would go broke unless 
Congress authorized a one and a 
half cent increase In the gaaoline 
tax. This ugly reminder that mon­
ey costa money, and that money 
has to be raised somehow from 
taxes, has not been well received 
by the Democratic leadership in 
Congreaa. Thig is a direct tax 
everybody pays; It reminds every­
body that federal aid money still 
cornea from taxpayera in tha statea. 
There is an election year coming 
up. The Democrats want no part of 
an increase in such a tax.

In this situation, the alternative 
that would suggest Itself to the 
Democrats can be guessed easily. 
It would he to finance the federal 
program, originally called a "pay- 
as-you-go” program, by fioatlng a 
billion dollar bond issue. And that 
la, BO far, the only proposal actual­
ly before Congress. The Hhsen- 
hower administration rejects it, for 
fear of the difficulty Ih floating the 
fear of the inflation Involved, for 
bond issue Itself, for the itreapon- 
slble unaoundness of the proposi­
tion from evsry point of view.

For the nation's governors as­
sembled at Puerto Rico, thla situ­
ation was a top emergency, and 
they began the process of applying 
their pressure to Congress. But, 
although the final solution may be 
a compromise combination of bond­
ing with higher taxing, the princi­
ple of taxing ought to be and muat 
be accepted. There is no way to 
build highways for nothing. At the 
present instant, we have a aitua­
tion in which the states have all 
sold themselves h(g highway pro­
grams. on tlie basis that they 
would cost the statea little because 
the federal government would pay 
the major share, and a aituation 
in which Congress is also trying 
to pretend that such progrTsms 
need not cost anybody anything. 
There are no such free highways 
in the sky. It is time for Cong r̂ess 
to have realism and courage 
enough to tell the nation's motor­
ists they are going to pay for the 
highways they are going to get.

Grivu Moved
When Lieut. Gen. George Grivas, 

the former military leader of the 
Greek Cypriote underground, pro­
claims, in Athens, that he has dis­
associated himself from the agree­
ments settling the Cyprus dispute, 
that act on his part is perhaps 
more important for Greece than 
for Cyprus.

On Cyprus, by all present Indl- 
cstions, people may be well satis­
fied to have peace, and independ­
ence, coming, even though the 
framework of that independence, 
uith Its balancing of political 
privileges betu-een the Greeks and 
the Turks, Is not rilally satisfying 
to anybody.

But General Grivas’ open procla­
mation of his dissatisfaction with 
the Cyprus peace seUlement, and 
his break with Archbishop Makari- 
o.s, do foreshadow possible future 
events In Greece Itself. General 
Grivas has political ambitions, in 
which he wouid like to use his 
glamorous reputation acliieved on 
Cyprus to take over power in 
Greece. He is a proclaimed anti­
communist. but he is also a pro­
claimed advocate o  ̂ greater social 
progress and more .sharing of the 
wealth in Greece. For some months, 
all the opposition political leaders 
in Greece have been hoveiring 
around him, waiting for some sign 
that he is ready to move. Now, in 
his set statement assailing the Cy- 
prue agreemenU, General Grivas 
seems to have decided to lauhch a 
"Grivas movement," not primarily 
for a change of the situation In 
Cyprus, but for a change of the 
political situation in Greece. Our 
American interest in him may 
heighten when we discover what 
ktUtude he takes toward the ebn'- 
troveraial laaue o f American mis- 
alio basM in GrMca.

Moat Democrats, whether they 
will admit it nr not, live under a 
perpetual Inferiority complex in 
which even they themaelves aui- 
pect that efficiency and organiia- 
tlon are virtues more natural to 
Republicans.

buBlneas-Ilka conventions. It often 
happens, in public service, that a 
good businessman is the worst 
public manager, but the aura per­
sists, snd Democrat! instinctively 
rebel, but also cringe, when their 
capacity to organize and manage 
and run government is questioned.

All this la key to what waa prob­
ably. for Democratic State Chair­
man John Bailey, the sweetest and 
most laaUng of all the triumphs 
of the 1959 session of tl)e Con­
necticut Genera] Aasembly.

We suspect that there were 
many moments for him, during the 
session, when the question of 
whether or not a certain parly vic­
tory would be won, or a certain 
measure enacted, waa less Import­
ant than the qeustion of whether 
or not the Assembly would make 
its adjournment dat/s in good order.

And of all the sighs of relief he 
gave during the session, the big­
gest and moat Impressivs was the 
long, gradual, three day sigh he 
gave aa the Legislature did ap­
proach its adjournment hour In the 
luxuriouk poaiUon of having 
nothing IWt of major importance 
which really had to be enacted, or 
the lack of which could twist it­
self into a need for a special ses­
sion.

And we are Inclined to think that 
the problem which got moat of 
his own time, and which got his 
own, hardest and most persistent 
effort throughout the session was 
also this problem of moving the 
legislative busineas forward, of 
coming to adjournment time In a 
fashion which could prove that 
the Democrats, yea, the wild and 
woolly and impractical and inex­
perienced Democrata, could actual­
ly run a session of the Geenral As­
sembly.

It was-because he had this chal­
lenge in mind even before the ses­
sion opened that he insisted on two 
key decisions then — the drafting 
of Frank Monchun to be clerk of 
the Senate, and the retention. In 
the office of the House clerk, of 
Lucille M. Dow, the Republican 
lady whose efficiency had been the 
smooth-working jewel behind the 
face of past Republican manage­
ment of the House.

There remained, during the ces­
sion, the business of riding herd 
on committees, sometimes so 
roughly and efficiently the Repub­
licans had just reason for their 
howls, even though one suspects 
they themselves had seen outside 
management of committees In their 
own time.

And with the going as tough as 
it has to be in any session of the 
Connecticut General Assembly, the 
problem was not eased when the 
Republicans passed through a 
phase in which their own highest 
objective in the session seemed to 
be to stall and snarl and filibuster 
the session, so that, in the end, 
they could claim it was the worst 
managed In hlatory. And the Re­
publicans got many am aaaiat from 
the inevitable Ineptnesa of some of 
the Democratic neophytes, who 
got things mixed up occasionally 
so that many things had to be 
done over.

Nevertheless, It was this session 
managed by Bailey which came to 
the quietest, most uneventful, rou­
tine end of any session In the post- 
Roraback era, with no last minute 
emergencies, no Isst minute tie- 
ups. no major necessities left 
hanging over, no suggestion of a 
need for a special session to fol­
low. This was one thing the Re­
publicans instinctively believed 
could never be done. Perhaps, until

The Board haa. other itema to 
act on. concemtnic peraonnel and 
building and aitea, aaid McCor­
mick. which ahould not be held off 
until the September meeting.

Atty Carrity waa appointed a 
committee of one to inveatigate 
the adviaability of requiring polio 
ahota for all atudenta.

Garrity waa inatrumental. along 
with Repreaentative David Barry 
and othera, for the paaaage of the 
State law permitting bwrda of 
education to require polio immuni- 
aation

Garrity aaid today he will 
recommend atrongly that the 
Board require auch immunization 
for all atudenta. The Board would 
decide when the requirement will 
he applicable, perhapa not until 
January.

CommuniUea where vaccination 
is now compulsory, and including 
some 2!<.500 students, are:

Avon, Cromwell, the city school 
district of Middletown, Meriden, 
New Britain. Simsbury and Suf- 
fleld.

But boards of education in a 
number of other communities plan 
to discuss making polio vaccina­
tion compulsory, many at their 
next meeting. Indications are 
that a number of these will vote 
to take the step.

School boards in both East and 
West Hartford, for example, will 
take the question up shortly, and 
it appears as though they may 
authorise compulsory vaccination.

Hartford has not taken up this 
question, and there are nor signs 
at preaent-^^hat its Board of Ekl- 
ucatlon will do so.

Braun, a spry 71, is two people. 
One is the sedate expert who de­
signed and presides over the fam­
ous theater’s amazing electrical 
plant. The other is a contriver of 
scenic sensations.

"They're tougher than real elec­
tric problems to flgure out,” he 
says of stage effects. "But I 3*t.* 
big kick out of them.”

He has been In theater elec­
trical work ever since, starting 
as an assistant at the Winter Gar­
den, working up as the man who 
lighted Max Reinhardt’s exact ver­
sion of 'The Miracle.”  He has 
been handling Music Mail duties 
since the Shoi^ace ofiened in 1A32.

Prior to the Norvu blaze, Braun 
nominates as among his more 
splendid efforts a flrsfworks dis­
play involving 13,000 kunns and 
only he knows how many connec­
tions and switches; and a recently- 
used giant rocket whio' launched 
into j^ c e _  y^ h  garish blastoff 
authority. '  .

only stressed the need for "further 
efforts on the part of the states 
concerned to achieve mutually ac­
ceptable decisions."

They may meet at the 
United Nations in New York In 
late September, but an actual re­
sumption of detailed negotiations 
probably will not occur until much 
later.

The basic elements do not yet 
exist for a compromise, either by 
the foreign ministers or at the 
Elsenhower-Khrushchev summit.

Herter .told the-conference...In
his clqsing speech that the Soviet 
Union is not really interested in 
Improving the situation In Berlin, 
that it only wants to,, get the 
western powers out of tha city. 
The United States, Britain . and 
France are equally determined not 
to withdraw. The stalemate on 
this central issue was not relaxed 
in the least by near agreement on 
subordinate points.

The ministers agreed, for ex­
ample. that the 11,000-man Allied 
force in West Berlin is a symbolic 
force, signifying the IntenUon of 
the West to protect the c i t y .

Bill Rosensohn 
Has Protection 
After Summon

New York, Aiig. 6 (/P)—The 
fear of violence ha.5 been in- 
.jected into the district attor­
ney’s probe of the unsavory 
circumstances surrounding the 
promotion of the P’loyd Pat; 
terson-Ingemar Johansson heavy­
weight championship fight last 
June,

When Bill Rosen.sohn, promoter 
of the bout and until last Mon­
day president of Rosensohn En­
terprises. Inc., left Frank Hogan's 
office yesterday after answering a 
s))bpoena he was accompanied b.v a 
detective he admitted was a body- 
g])ard.

He did not sav whether he liad 
asked for protection or whether it 
was volunteered by the authorities. 
Hogan's office declined to com­
ment.

This note hinting of sinister in­
fluences at work came during a 
day which saw both Rosensohn 
and his erstwhile partner in the 
enterprises, Vincent Velella, an­
swering stibpoenas from the dis- 
trirt attorney's office. There also 
was the anno))ncement by the New 
York Stale Athletic Commission 
that it was starting a f))ll-scale In­
vestigation.

Velella'a attorney, Raphael 
Koenig, said his client had been 
subpoenaed to appear before the 
grand j))ry Friday morning. Rosen- 
sphn said he tentatively was sched­

.Appeared Separately
Velella. whose falling out with 

Rosensohn precipitated the inves­
tigations. and Rosensohn appeared 
separately before Assistant Dis­
trict Atty.

He took a verbal potshot at 
Rosen.sohn when newspaper men 
asked hNm what was wrong with 
Rosensohn:

Rosensohn. when asked if "the 
underworld boys are in the pic- 
liii-r, " replied he did not know, but 
said he signed away his rights In 
the pioniotion because he had to.

Study of .Multiple Births
Oan ^  Puzzling Subject

When people have twins, triplet*, 
quadruplets or quintuplets tt ts 
certainly exciting for ail con­
cerned. though perhaps somewhat 
terrifying o ..le parents.

One of the most interesting re­
cent report*, on multiple birthe 1* 
from New York,/Jity. 'where they 
have recorded the birthe of more 
than th”ee times as many triplets 
so far thl‘- year aa were statisti­
cally expected.

There were 10 sets of triple 
births during 1089 announced by 
March 8. Actually, three sets of 
triplets were expected.

Vital statistic show that triple 
births usually occur once in about
10.000 deliveries. The explanation 
for this phenomenon is not appar­
ent.

In the United States quadru­
plets are bom once in about
570.000 while blrtllS" and once in 
some 237.000 colored births. Tri­
plets in whites occtir once in about 
9,8:31 births and In colored once 
in 8,631.

A Similar situation exists for 
twins, which appear once in 73.8 
colored births and once In 92.4 
white births.

Age of the mother appears to 
be an influence. It seems curious 
thal women under 20 have twins 
only tix times In 1.000, i/hile 
women 36 to 39 have 17 se4* of 
tn1ns for every 1,000 births.

There are two kinds of twins. 
tYaternal Iwuis are the result of 
'fertilization of two eggs. Such 
twins may be of the same or of 
opposite sex.

Except for having identical 
birthdays, they may be as different 
from each other as any other 
brothers or slaters with different 
dates of birth.

'The fertilization of a single egg 
which tater divides results in 
identical twins. Identical twins are 
always of the same sex and are 
r.uich alike in lioth physical and 
mental charactertistics. One twin 
is really the mirror image of the 
other.,,

I There are about one-fourth aa 
many identical twins os there are 
fraternal tv, irj.

Twins cannot claim to foe au- 
pe.ior just because t’.i' are twins.
(Neither are they inferior.) The be­
lief that twins are less fertile than 
persona bom singly is not support­
ed by facts. The mental and phys­
ical development of identicel twins 
is, however, much alike.

Twins and bri.er niuUiplo chil­
dren are often born preniatur,ely. 1 
so they are compaiatively poorly* 
developed a', the lime of birth and 
have a smaller chance of living 
past infancy.

The higher death rate at or soon 
aftar birth, expla.ns why one sees 
fewer twins, triplets, or quadru­
plets around than one would ex­
pect from kno.'vlnj, the frequency 
wMh wh^ch they are bom.

Damage could run into millions.
Authorities, hampered by knock­

ed out communications, waited for 
daylight fo j a full assessment of 
the havoc, eapeciall.v to the sugar 
and pineapple plantations.

The hurricane first struck Kauai 
head on last'night after dealing the 
rest of the islands of the Hawaiian 
chain only glancing blows in the 
previous two days.

By early today, the 'Weather 
Bureau said "the worst is definitely 
over.”

The Island is the northernmost 
of the Hawaiian archipblago and 
the locale of the Movies “ South 
Pacific,” "Beachhead," " P a g a n  
Love Song,”  and others.

It was the only island to feel 
the full force of Hurricane Dot, 
much the same as it bore the brunt 
of the last hurricane to hit Hawaii 
early In December 1957.

! It has !28.000 inhabitants, defense 
officials attributed the lack of cas­
ualties to advance notice and prep­
aration.
