Taipei, Formosa, Aug. 10
(#)—The death toll from the
century’s worst floods on.this
Nationalist Chinese island
rose today to 773 by official
count. Another 241 persons

were listed as missing.

The ofMcial casualty list also re-
ported 1,098 injured and 168,173
homeless. The floods destroyed 15,-
178 houses and damaged 11,880
more, the government réported
Moat of the damage occurred in
imolated communities hit by flash
floods that followed the {sland's
heaviest raina in 62 years.

The torrential rains fell on Cen-
tral and South Formoss Friday as
typhoon Ellen bore down on Japan
atfer bypassing northern Formosa
earlier in the week. But local
weathermen aald the rains on
Formosa resulted from a storm In
the Bouth China Sea, not from
Ellen,

Taipei, the capital gnd home of
most Americans atationed on the
Natlonalist {aland, suffered little
from the atorm. Some low-lying
streets were flooded Friday night,
but there was Jittle damage.

A apokesman for the U.S. com-
mand on Formosa sald there were
no reporis of American casualties,

Elsewhere, the floods wreaked
havoc, sweeping away roads, rail-
way beds and telephone and power
lines,

The Isiand’s main north-south

sable for 70 or 80 miles,

In the Central Formosan town of
Miaoli, 75 persons died and 750
houses were washed away,

Nearly 24% inches of rain fell
in 36 hourn in Taichung, and water
stood six feel deep in places.

At Changhun seven feel of water
covered the railway station.

Five hamlets with a total of
5,000 inhabitants were marooned
near Chiavi, Troops rescued about
1,000 villagers with boats and rub-
ber rafts.

President Chiang Kai-shek told
the army to give all possible help
to the flood victims and instruct-
ed the cabinet to get a relief pro-
gram under way immediately. Gen,
Chow Chih-jou, governor of For-
mosa, made an inspection flight
over the stricken area. and rice
supplies were rushed to the flood
sufferers,

The government estimated there
was enough food on hand to cope
with the. crisis and threatened
severe punishment for anyone
boosting food prices,

Food Commissioner R. C. Li ex-
preased hope that the cropa might
be saved If the waters recede
quickly.

Despite the threats and appeals
to businesas leaders, prices of vege-
tables, fruits and meats rose in
Taipél, which normally gets much
of such foods from South and Cen-
tral Formosa.

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The Honest Course
President Eisenhower's decision

to revise his plans in order to In-
clude & visit to West Germany and
Chancellor Adenauer in his forth-
coming Buropean trip is to be wel-
comed. It In the honest, lln\lghl-'
forward course. The alternative
would have beest an attempt to by-
pass the West German lender and
his obvious opposition both to the
procesas of high direct diplomacy
which in now opening hetween Rus-
sin and America and to its poten-
tinl positive results.

The stakes are so high, In Eisen-
hower's decision to make his cur.
rent effort for peace, as to demand
plain and honest ‘dealing with our
allies. Adenauer must not be al-
Jowed to stand, for any special
reasons of his own, in the way of
any honorable East-West setlle-
ment. Neither. on the other hand,
should he be circumvented. It ia
best thal he hear what the Presi-
dent has in mind directly from the
President, even though the meet-
fng involved may well be the
toughest and most difficult of all
the meetings now in prospect for
Eisenhower

The surfaca assurances Ade-
nauer says he wants, the thinga he
can talk about in public, are all
easy and automatic. The President
does not intend to sell out Berlin,
he does not iIntend to abandon
the democracy of West Germany or
accept the Communism of East
Germany, he does not intend any
surrender of power politics or po-
litical gain to Russia,

These, the things Adenauer will
pretend to he concerned about,
are mot his real worry. His real
worry is that some genuins, two-
way settlement of the German
question might leave his own po-
litieal future unguaranteed. There
need be no question of the man's
sincerity; the situation is merely
one in wiich he easily |dentifies his
personal political fortunes with
what is best for Germany. For that
reason he Is comfortabie, not an-
guithed, in the present partition of
Germany.

Yet the end of that partition is
one of the first and major necessi-
tiea for any peace in the world.
And it will be Eisenhotwer's ironic
and difficult task to sell the poasi-
bility of German reunification to a
German statesman. The irony and
difficulty will be compounded by
the fact that American policy has, |
for a long span of years. encour-
aged Adenauer in policies which
kept the question of reunification
on the shelf, to be taken down only
for occasional lip service.

Nevertheless, if President Eisen-

" hower is now determined to make a

supreme effort toward peace, it in
right and honest that he should
deal with his first great potential

~ roadblock directly, and not try to

detour around it. Such direct hon-
esty may also sprove the best
eourse, simply because Adenauer
cannot directly and openly defend
his real concerns.

Rockefeller ran for governor be-
cause he had & man's instinct to
do 80, not hecause anything had as-
sured him that victory would be
easy. Presumably, he not only had
& man's ambitions, but a man's
beliefs about what could and
nhould.he done In an office like
that of governor. And we doubt
that, when he was elected, any poll
advised him to take the early key
decigion of his state administra-
tion, which was tn fry to balance
the state's budget and pay for
new programsa by ralsing taxes.

His success up to this point
would seem to be one which has
been achleved without reliance up-
on public opinion polls. And our
own continuing public opinlon poll |
still shows that the American pub-
lie is walting and eager for men
who don't act as If they had to
krow what the polls say hefore
they know what they themaelves
think.
