Happy Times

Changes Are Urged to Ease
o Present Retirement Laws
Ramove the limitation on earn-

Many an older person thinks this
change in social security laws
would release showers of dollars
for people 65 and over.

In fact, moclal security officiala
say Lhere has been more pressure
for changing thia “retirement test”
than for altering any other part of
the soclal seourity law

Whal would such a change actu-
ally do?

Alvin M. David, assistant direc-
tor of the Bureau of Old Age an
Survivors Insurance, sald that
aboul one fifth of those who now
receive social security benefits
would gain from easing up on earn-
ed income restrictions. Present
laws limit benefits which can be
pald anyone who earns more than
$1.200 a yenar.

David zaid liberalizing the “'ve-
tirement test” would help -three
groups of people:

About 300,000 people who now
earn between $900 and $1.200 and
who presumably may be curlailing
their. earnings so they can qualify
for full social security benefits

Another 200,000 who earn be-
tween $1,200 and $2.800 and who
now get only partial benefils, de-
pending on how much they earn.

About 14 milon older people
who are atil. working full-time
and who have eamings over $2,800.
No social security benefits are baid
these people or their dependents.

David, who addressed the Uni-
versity of Michigan's annual Con-
ference on Aging, said the biggesat
part of any funds spent to ease the
presenl retirement lawas would go
to this third group.

"With the many unme! needs
among Llhe aged, this doesn’t seem
the best use of funds from the so-
cial insurance program,” he sald.

David reported thal more than
90 per cent of those now working
can look forward Lo getting some
kind of insurance benefits in old
age. In 1952 the figure was less
than 75 per cent.

About half the people now re-
celving aocial security bensfita also
have income from rents, dividends
and interest on savings accounts
and bonda. But only one in 10 social
security benefidlaries gets as much
as 350 a month from these sources,

David said that, while social ge-
curily benefits kept pace with in-
creases in the price level from 1950
t. 1858, they didn't keep up with
wage gainas during these years,

e urged these changes in the
present law:

Increasing the maximum amount
of earnings asubject to social se-
curity.

" Relating benefits of those now
starting to receive social security
to present wage lsvels.

Adjusting benefits of those al-
ready receiving social security

““Many people have no perma-
nent income excepl social secur-
ity,". he said. “We must keep bene-
fit payments in line with the gen-
eral level of the economy."

community as a whole, or to con-
sider that any contribution from
public funds toward this purpose,
which pleases everybody, would
represent a subsidy to one particu-
lar part of our economy which
would be automatic precedent for
gifts of aome kind to other Man-
chester enterprises of various
eatagory.

It will be a poor day for Man-
chester, In fact, if we ever come
to a public philosophy which pre-
tends that Manchester life can be
divided into alien compartments,
which must not be caught lsnding
a hand to one another.

8q let our August heat not be
fncreased by any pretense that
Christmas lighting s not for us
all, and for the whole community,
and all the interests in it.

Two Committees To' Follow

The relationahip between the |
commillees of Lhe Amaearioan Bar
Association and the United States
Supreme Court ia entering the Gil-
bert and Sullivan stage.

The committees of the associa-
tion find it easy to reach a very
proper verdict on the wisdom of
the Bupreme Court, according to
their own apeclial committee in-
terest,

Last February, the Association's
Holise of Delegates received one
verdict on the Supreme Court. This
came from the Association's Com-
mittes on Communist Tactics,
Strategy and Objectivea. It wans a
commitlee heavy with lawyers who
have specialized fn hunting Com-
munists, Tt looked, therefore, with
unfriendly and eritical eye on vari-
ntir Supreme Court decisions which.
held that Communists had been
unfalrly tried or convicted. The
House of Delegates took this re-
port, w.ter'ed some of it down, and
then adopted it, In the midst of
considerable controversy. Since
that time many elements of the
American Bar have regretted this
action,

Now has rome one stroke of re-
dress. Another committee of the
Bar Aasociation has undertaken Ita
appralsal of the aame Supreme
Court decislon. This Is the Com-
mittee on the Bill of Rights. Quite
naturally, ita membérship is dom-
Inated by Iawyers who have proved
themselves enthuniastic watch dog
defenders of the Bill of Righta.

With that point of view in mind,
this committee has an easy time of
It finding that the Supreme Court,
In the decisions in question, was
not meting to expose the United
Btates mercilessly to the wiles and
plots and villainles of the Commu-
nists, but acting to preserve tha
sacred integrity of the Bill of
Rights even during trying timen.

Thus we have, at Iast, the two
contrasting Interesta in full clash
over the role of the Bupreme Court.
The Communist-hunters would, to
tell the truth, sacrifice portiona of
the Bill of Rights, at least tempo-
rarily, In order to get the Com-
munists. They say that we must
keep the Communists from oper-
ating under the protection of the
same Bill of Righta they them-
selves would abolish in & moment,
If their plotling ever succeeded.

The impasgioned defenders of the
Bill of Rights would, to tell the
truth, rather let the Communists
get awey with a few things, and
have a certain freadom of opera-
tion, rather than trespass for one

Treatments include desensitiza-
tion the vear around, Injections at
the time, and drugs. But also there
are many, wha have only partial
relief from treatment, who like to
plan their vacations for the worat
part of the hay fever season and
go to m place where the ragweed
pollen is absant or at least greatly
reduced in quantity.

For this purpose, several places
on the North American Continent
are available. There is for exam-
pie, practically no ragweed in the
Pacific Northwest and Northern
California, and very
Sauthern Callfornia, Arizona and
Naw Mexico,
