Little Rock, Ark., Aug. 17
(#)—A brand new weapon
was unlimbered in the Little
Rock school battle today—
segregated classes in an inte-
grated school.

Schoo! officials  re-scheduled
classes for Ann McLeod, one of 700
white students at Hall High, so
she won't have to sit with any of
the three Negro girls who inte-
graled Hall last week,

Ann's father, Atty, John A, Me-
Leod Jr., invoked a little-noted
state law to get segregated class-
es for his -daughter. School of-
ficials agreed the law, passed with
2 batch of other segregation meas-
ures in the 1058 special legisla-
ture, was valld. The law says. no
student can bhe forced to sit in the
same classroom with & person of
another race,

An sttormey for the National
Ansociation for the Advancement
of Colored People, Wiley Bran-
ton of Pine Bluff, mald the NAACP
would go to court to fight any atl-
tempt to segregate Negro atudents
in class. He said the U.8, Supreme
Court had ruled in an Oklahoma
case that a Negro, once admitied
to an Integrated wchool. could not
be megregated within-the school.

in effect until he was pressured,
by ‘Higher-ups, into abandoning: it.

Burke also said that many of
the Navy's carriers are getting old
and there s critical need for re-
placement., The ASW program in
progressing, the admiral said.

Burke said the coat of the ascond

8425 million.
