titude’

Church Leader Assails
Critics of Nikita’s Visit

Church leaders who have been
outspoken against the visit of So-
viet Premier Khrushchev to the

United States were taken to task
last week by the influentinl mag-
azine “The Lutheran.”

The Rev. Dr. Albert P. Stau-
derman, associate editor, in an
editorial quastioned whether
churchly critios of the visit “Inck
all confidence in the redeeming
and converting power of the Chris-
tian faith.'

*The proposed exchange of visits
batween President Eisenhower and
Premier Khrushehev is an exam-
ple of a more mature attitude” in
international relations, writes the
Rev. Dr. Stauderman..

“If each side can make ils po-
sition clear to the other, there's
a workable chance for an agree-
able ‘decision.
