Millipns of Americana epn- 

tinued their travels today as 
the Labor Day, hroliday en­
tered its first full workless 
day.

A last summer's outing found 
ths highways, buses, air Imes and 
trains crowded with travelers as 
the summer vacation season drew 
to a close.

The National Safety • Council 
estimated that heavy travel on the 
highways might kill 4.40 motorists 
ahd pedestrians during the peak 
driving period beginning at 6 p.m. 
Friday and closing midnight Mon­
day in all time zones.

By comparison, only 307 persons 
died In motor crashes throughout 
the nation in a corresponding 78- 
hour period of a non-holiday week­
end two weeks ago. That weekend 
was surveyed by the - Associated 
Press to reach a figure against 
which to gauge the impact of holl. 
day traffic.

TTie fl^st reported traffic fatal­
ity of the current holiday period 
WM recorded at North Reading, 

,*tas8. late yesterday where a 
woman was killed in an automo­
bile-truck collision.

From the fatality standpoint 
19.41's Labor Day weekend was 
the worst in history. Then 688 per­
sons died in traffic, drownings and 
other accidents such as plane 
crashes, fires and accidents in 
homes and on farms.

The' 19.41 weekend also was the 
worst Labor'Day holiday on record 
for traffic deaths 461.

But Senate Democratic Leader 
Lyndon B. Johnson of Texas in­
tends to meet the Sept. 12 target 
date by keeping the Senate in long 
sessions. He let the tired legisla­
tors go home last night only after 
a working day that stretched over 
almost 14 hours.

At that time the sharply-divid­
ed Senate was working on pro­

» IjOS Angeles Sheriff Peje .Pitch- 
ess—Who ■ has shown the kit to 
Scotland Yard and officers of the 
French ' SUrete—calls it "the 
greatest discovery for law en-* 
forcemeht' since flngerprinting."

It works like those children's 
games—the ones where different 
eyes, 'noses and mouths fit to­
gether to make hifferent faces. 
But in the kit there are 500 slides, 
from which 62 billion faces can be 
created. It takes 5 or 10 minutes 
to make one likeness. .

After a burglahy in a Los Ange­
les suburb, a deputy with the kit 
interviewed an eyewitness who 
had- seen the man. Hia likeness 
was put together, photographed, 
and copies shown around the 
neighborhood to see If anyone else 
had seen the suspect.

Most players use the opening bid 

of tvfo in a suit to show tremen­
dous strength. Many experts use- 
■the two-bid to show a very differ­
ent kind of hand: a hand that Is not 
quits worth a normal opening bid 
but that does contain a strong six- |f 
card suit., What dd these experts 
bid when they are dealt’ the hand 
of tremeildoua strength?

A  player who uses "weak” two- 
bids reaerVea the opening bid of 
two clubs to show great strength. 
Two clubs shows a Strong hand, 
with or without clubs; but two 
spades, two hearts, or two dia­
monds shows a flood suit with leas 
than a normal opening bid.

The weakness response to two 
clube is two diamonds. This usu­
ally gives the opening bidder the 
chance to show his real suit at the 
same level. In the hand'shown to­
day, for example, North has the 
chance to bid two hearts at his 
second turn.

In these situations the respond­
er may have a big advantage. He 
has already shown his weakness, 
and now he may show a long suit. 
In today's hand. South can afford 
to bid three diamonds at his sec­
ond turn.

North la not deceived! He knows 
that South hai a weak hand, but 
he also knows that South has 
leiigth In diamonda. Hence North 
jumps to aix diamonds..He knows 
the contract may be risky If West 
leads a spade, but the risk is a 
good one.

Those who use old-fashioned 
bidding methods might easily miss 
this slam. North would open with 
two hearts, forcing to g a m e .  
South would respond two notrump'' 
to show his weakness. N o r t h  
would bid three hearts, and it 
would be up tq South. Can South 
afford to Md four diamonds, thus 
going past three notnimp? Few 
experts would risk this bid. and 
without it the slam it miaaed.

WiUt the utmost In dallcate tact, 

which, however, still manages to 
work tn the precise principle which 
Is.at stake. United Nations Secre 
tary General t>ag Hammaraklold 
haa paid his official respects to 
the brand of diplomacy which la 
now monopolizing, the world acene, 
with the United Nations on the 
sldeltnes.

To the contrary, the length and 
fervor of their eloquence hss s 
direct and fixed relationship to 
certain' factors entirely outside 
themselves.

The chief facthr which deter­
mines how long and how fervently 
a legislator will talk :.t a public 
hearing Is the size of the crowd 
present.

If there ig nobody present from 
the public, he will walk out of (he 
hearing, nr simply register hi. i- 
self for or sgainst. If it is*s mod­
erate alzed*.crowd, he tVlII give a 
speech moderate in length and 
tone. But if. he finds the Hall of 
the House crammed full then he 
is possessed of a voice and logic 
surprising even to himself.

He is not only at ths mercy of 
the size of the crowd, but at the 
mercy of the nature nf the subject. 
Sometimes U is difficult to decide 
whether a legislator speaking long 
on a subject is doing so because 
he knows it well, or knows It lit­
tle, because he know* vhich side 
he is on, or is tryirtg to find oijl, 
but I he simplest rule is that vari­
ous subject* do stir various Indi­
viduals. Give a legislator his favor­
ite subject before a big hearing 
crowd, and It Is reatly cruel to shut 
him off, almost a* cruel as tt isj 
sometimes, to hear him through.

At hearings, legislators them- 
selves have what seems the nec­
essary advantage of being heard 
first. They are recognized first, \ 
a category by themselves, ■for the 
simple reason that many of them 
have legislative work fo do. includ­
ing the conduct of other commit­
tee hearings Rolng on at the same 
time. If they were not heard first, 
they could hardly manage to be 
heard at all, which poses s 
thought.

The public committee hearing la 
not, of course, the only place the 
legislator can have his say on any 
measure. It is the only torUm 
available to the public. But the 
legislator has the formal forum to 
which he has been elected, the 
House nr the Senate, where he can 
speak on any measure, he chooses 
for as long as he likes. Further­
more, It seems to us that this Is 
the more proper place for him tn 
speak, where It is in his own 
proper role.

If there Is any change that could 
be tried with regard to the con­
duct of legislative committee he r- 
Ings. it might be tn limit the ap­
pearance of legislators to lha an- 
pearance of those who are actuall'y 
authors of or sponsors of the speci­
fic measure being given its hear­
ings. I>et other legislators- ' show 
their stand, and make their 
speeches, in that part in( the legis­
lative process whlch^l* completely 
reserved to legislateirs. and let the 
public have the.fnibllc hearings,

They had It made — the crew­
men thought. r;

But the ship missed Pluto by a 
million miles. An error tn the 
ship's guidance system had-com­
pounded itself until It became Im- 
posMble to reach,the target planet.

.‘this is fiction, of course, at this 
stags o f our - explorations into 
space, hut It could happen If eci- 
entists at the Lincoln laboratories 
of the Massachusetts Institute nf 
Technology are unsuecessful In 
their current radar experiments.

These dedicated men's probes 
into the unknown field of space 
navigation are presently taking 
two forms: A new measuring pro­
cess of spatial distances and a 
guidance system emangUng from 
Earth for space ships 'on Inter­
planetary voyages.

Radar provides the key to both 
experiments, actual testa of which 
were madh in 1958 and again on 
September 1 of this year.

Final Returns Later
The first tests ware successful, 

but months of correlation will be 
necessary tn determine results of 
the second effort.

The basic idea nf the experi­
ments is to bounce" radar, pulses off 
"Venus at that planet’s closest ap­
proach to Earth and time the re­
turning waves to judge the actual 
distance between the planets.

I f  the success of 1958 Is dupli­
cated. the scientists will be able 
to prove that radar instruments 
are fantasticslly acoirate in meas­
uring enormous distances, and 
that the average distance from the 
Earth to the sun —  called the 
astronomical unit —  Is a tho\i- 
sandth of one per cent shorter than 
had been .assumed.

This percentage, although it 
sounds tiny, is enough to place 
the sun 100,000 miles nearer 
Earth, and In the case of Pluto, it 
can amount to a difference of 
4,000,000 miles.

In the 1958 teats, a radar Im­
pulse aimed st Vsnus took 395,5065 
seconds to maks the round trip 
hack to Blarth.

The radar Impulaaa mtaaured 
the dlaUncsa with an error o f leee 
than 100 milee compared to ̂ the 60,- 
000 mile error inherent In compar­
able aatronbmical teleeoople ob> 
aervatione.

These experlmente are net as 
simple or easy aa they may eound. 
By the time a radar pulae haa 
made the round trip over such a 
distance It becomea so weak that it 
la barely distinguishable above tho 
background noise of natural and 
man-msde static, It is necessary 
to use the latest type of amplifier, 
the solid state maser, to- receive 
the signals. .•>'
. In addition, the pulse is trans­
mitted in a carefully planned and 
easily Identified sequence.

The return impulses were picked 
up by an 84-foot diameter eaucer- 
shaped antenna. They were re­
corded snd then scanned by intri­
cate electronic devices to pick out 
the faint sequence pulses from 
background noises. A solid year 
of checking, and recheckin'g the re­
sults was required for highest sp- 
ouracy.

Powerful Aid
This method If it proves sbso- 

lutely relisbls and It Appears Hist 
It will brings to sstronomy a pow­
erful new tool of measurement one 
usable for as fsr ss the impulies 
can reach and still return in read­
able fashion.

The method has done even mors 
for the future space navigator 
than the astronomer enabling him 
to guide a rocket ship accurately 
long after the vessel has left the 
vicinity of the Earth. Radar crews 
on Earth would keep the apses 
ship under constant electronic ob­
servation And transmit correction 
signals to Its crew.

Banks of calculators on Earth 
(far more than could be carried 
on a sky vessel) would combine 
with the riidar to provide a hom­
ing beam similar to those used by 
commercial aircraft today^ Ths 
apace ship would literally fids ths 
beam to such places as Mars snd 
Saturn.

An additional benefit would b* 
paychological: ' The space-bound 
crew' would know that colleagues 
on earth Were In constant touch 
and ready tn offer any possible as- 
alatance at any time.

The experiments were originally 
suggested In 1952, brought hs 
fruition in 1958 and, we hope, sub­
stantiated In 19.59. Their prae- 
Ucal use may nnt be far away.

Hundred dollar bonds, for example, 
are sold for $75 arid redeemed at 
$ 100 .

To realize the present S 1/4 per 
cent interest rate, these bonds are 
now paid off at face value in 8 
.years and 11 months.-The Treasury 
plans to shorten the maturity 
period to 7 years 9 months, which 
would amount to a 3 ,3/4 per cent 
intereat rate because of the short­
ened holding time.

They suggested 
to school hoard members that they 
and their families leave their 
homes and spend the night else­
where.

Police checked cars and homes 
of virtually all public offlcAls and 
others who have been, prominent 
in the integration squabble. Lights 
In all school buildings were turned 
on for the night as a precaution.

There were reports that two 
men were seen running away from

ing objects at them. But no ar 
rests had been made hours after 
the explosions.

Nalley's flremfo helped police 
turn back some "OO segregation­
ists in a march on .Central High 
School on the opening of school 
last, month.

It was at Central High School

Public school integration 

came to Florida for the first 
time today when four Negroes 
entered Miami’s Orchard Villa 
Elementary Scho >1 along with 
several white children. There 
were no incidents. \

.Shortly before the scheduled 
8:30 a.m". opening of the fall term, 
two supporters of racial Segrega­
tion appeared at the school.

The>'’TC,ere J. B. Stoner of At- 
Isnta, Ga., wHo said he is a mem­
ber of the Christian Knights of the 
Ku Klux Klan and ts'^’flghting in­
tegration." The other was Fred 
Hockett of Miami, executive sec­
retary of the Florida White Citi­
zens Council. j '■

When Mrs. C. K. Arnold, s while 
woman, appeared with her tw.o 
children, Hockett told her:

"You don't, have to send .your 
cKildren there. Send them to Alla- 
pattah. ( A while achool about 10 
blocks distant. I

"In know, but how am I going 
to, get them there?" asked Mrs.
Arnold. She then took the children 
on into the 'school.

Theionly other spectators at this 
breaking of the public school seg­
regation barrier were a score of 
newsmen and photographers.

The four Negroes—.Tan Krrol 
Glov,er, 9, and his ■ sister, Irene 
Amanda Glover, 8, .Sherry Mdrie 
.loseph, 6. and Gary Chandler 
Range. 6 —were admitted to the 
school under Florida's pupil as­
signment law. 'Sevenly-thre.e Ne­
groes had applied.

It was Florida’s first t o k e n  
move Ip compl.y with the U.S.
Supreme Court’s integration rul­
ing.

In homes surro\mding the school,
Negroes stood In their y a r d  s 
watching. Although until this 
term it was an all-white school,

■ the neighborhood has become al­
most entirely colored.

Washington, Sept. 8 fiP>—Use of^housing. In those fields, 
federal voting registrars where 
necessary was recommended by 
the Civil Rights Commission to­
day to assure Negroes snd other 
minority groups the right to vote 
for federal officials.-

Southern Senators promptly de­
nounced this and other recom­
mendations as "extreme and 
ahoclcing.'’ and a "program of de­
ceit ’ and distortion.” They said 
they would oppose legislation 
needed to carry It out,

" I t  has become apparent that 
books

Is inadequate to assure that all our 
qualifled citizens shall enjoy the 
right to vote," the commission said 
In a report to President Eisen­
hower and Congrees.

That recommendation was ap­
proved by flve members of the 6- 
man commission. The sixth, .lohn 
S. Battle of Charlottesville, 'Va.. 
dissented, saying present la.ws are 
adequate.

Use of federal registrars. Battle 
added, "would place in the hands 
of the federal government a vital 
part of the election process so 
Jealously guarded and carefully 
resen’ed to the states by, the 
founding, fathers.”

Three of the six members went 
further,- and proposed a constitu­
tional amendment to prevent vot­
ing discrimination.

Youth Accused
