The might th vote 15 given-every
adult Ameriean eitizen. But be-
eaunse it Is such an  important
privilege; the right to vole comes
|ll1(|l'! extensive scrutiny and con-
trol. In Cannecticul] the chiel ad-
miniatrative officer for elections
is the Secretary of Siate One of
the divisions of the office of the
Secretary is the elegtions division, !
which is mupervised by the elec-
tians division attorney. The jobh of
thes elections atlorney in lo carry
oul, under the direction of the
Secretary, the duties of the office |
in adminisiering and supervising
elections. Iy other words when you
vole on Election Day, iL is the re.
sult of s process of control and
supervision which begins at the
State Capitol in Hartford and ends
in the voling boolth in your town,

Among the dutles of the Secre-
tary of State, In regard to elac-
tlons are the following:

First. the Becretary is the ad-
" ministrator of the siate election
laws governing nominaling pro-
cedures, including the primary
law, Second, the Secrelnry serves
in an advisory capacity lo lown
election officials, such s&s muni-
cipal clerks and registrars of vol-
ars. ‘In thia jobh, the Secretarv's
office conducts two Election Offi-
cials Conferences each vear There
conferences, al which the Secre-
tary presides; are held for the pur-
pose of advising and assisting
clarks and registrara. Town attor-
neys and selectmen also attend the
conferences, in order to Keep up
to dale on Lhe Iatest developmenis
in election laws and procedures

Another eleclion duty of the
Secretary is Lhe drafting of forms
used in connection with elections
Such forms as the application for
admission of electors, the applics-
tion for enrollment, nominaling
petitions. primary petitions, and
absentees ballol forms arve pres
scribed by the Secretary of Siale
The Connecticul, Nominaling
Procedure Law, which governa
and codifies the process of nomi-
nating candidatea for state snd
locsl offtices, 18 under the jurisdic-
tion of the Secretary's office. This
law encompasses Lhe primary law.
a fairly recenlt development In
Connecticul elections On the lo-
cal level. a challenge type primary
is In effecl. which permita any
memhber of a party Lo file a petl-
tion for a primary (n opposition to
& part endorsement for an elec-
tive office. It in believed that
this. type of primary systemy en-
courgges parties to put forth their
best candidates or be faced with
the threat of a primary contest.

Affected would be 137,000 New
Jersey residents and 20,000 Con-
necticut residents who are now
rubjact to the New York state in-
come tax. Some experts have es-
timated that non-residents pay 42
per cent-more tax on the same in-
come than that pald by New
Yorkers.

This Is the way a non-resident,
taxed on all income earned in New
York other than interest and divi-
dends, would be able to clalm ex-
emptions, deductionn and other al-
lowancea:

The .out-of-state resident who|
Zets $8.000 in salary or income|
from his business, but who has
no othér income, would be per-|
mitted the ‘same deduclions as n
New York resident

Hut, for example, If _he should
have $1,000 In extra Income fmmI
dividends and Interest (not taxed|
in New York) he would be grant-
ed only -90 per cent of the New
York reaident's deductions.

Thia concession would be met by |
the following step on Connecticut's |
Part: New York firms with Con-
necticut  branches would be per-
mitted Lo withhold taxes due from
New York residents in thelr ‘em-
play In Connectiut. The workera'

New York garnered an estimat-
ed £34 million In 1957 in state ln-'
come taxes paid by non-residents,

New York

The proposed formula would cut
that figure by about $6 million.

Until 1958, non-residents .were
nllowed to claim: as deductions
only exemptions for dependents
and 10 per cent of thelr income or
$500, whichever was less. New
York's new tax withholding ays-
tem this year raised the $500 limi-
tation to $1,000.

The proposed formula would al-
%0 allow out-of-staters deductions
for such Items as real estate taxes,
Interéat on indebtedness, insuy-
ance paymenis, busineas expenses
and similar_ deductions, presently
cinimed by New Yorkers. All such
deductions, however, woild have
to be  claimed on the pro-rated
basis.

The New York state Income tax
Iaw has been the subjeci-of dis-
pute for years.
