Spectacles perched on his but­
ton nose, hands folded across his 
round middle In a Slavic Imita­
tion of Buddha, Khrushchev 
shocked the gentle Burmese and 
the correct Indians. His bald hea'ii 
glistening In the tropical heat, 
Khrushchev hurled threats mnfl 
boasts like thu nd ^ olts.

The two stopped In Afghanistan 
en route home and left the Af­
ghans with a new Soylet loan 
agreement, the first Soviet sally 
into economic aid competition.

Thereafter Khrushchev was on 
the go frequeiitly: To satellite 
Communist countries to deal with 
malcontents, tn Finland, where 
he got little but a cool reception, 
to Britain, where suave British

politicians out-fInsaMd Md «t-|  
raged him. |

ft was nothing any mdrs f o r : 
Khrushchev to make sudden, un-1 
announced trips to Communist, 
capitals for hla own political 
poses; To Pingiie, Warsaw, So- j  
fla, Budapest, Tirana and to Red j 
China's Peiping. I t  was far more 
than 'Junketing. ;

his last, trip to Psiping., 
Khrushchev apparently received { 
a Jolt. He had expressed writllhg- 
neas' in mld-1958 for a Summit 
conference on the dangerous Mid­
dle East crisis-'A fter he returned 
from Pfiping, looking giwy and 
shaken, he reversed himself snd 
rejected the idea of such a meet­
ing.

But Khnishchev hmiheed back 
quickly snd was off to. Poland for 
another whirlwind four, even then 
planning on s  trip to America. If 
Peiping didn't like it, Khrushchev 
didn't seem tn care too much any 
more. He was anxious ,to get the 
show on the rosd sgsln.

The Soviet boss has been simi- 
Isrly indefatigable In trips shout 
his myn vsst country. Wrote an 
admiring Moscow JoiimAlist;

" I t  Is difficult to eetimste how 
many tens of thousands of mllek 
Khnishchev has covered tn recent 
years In his travels thimughout 
. . . the Soviet Union. Wherever 
he went there Was busihessllke 
conversation and problems of both 
local and national character were 
solved,"

But there have been signs that 
even the fabulous energy of the 
Soviet leader has Its limits. He 
has some kind of kidney or liver 
ailment and has eased off notice­
ably on his drinking—even. Indeed, 
attempting a t the same time to 
put all the rest of the Soviet 
Union on the wagon. He has spells 
of weakness and dlzsinsss, and 
sometimes he seams to speak a lit­
tle Incoherently.

Yet Khrushchev seems to be the 
last to want to admit that he's 
been wearing down. He Just wants 
to "go. go, go.

We have just. read, and Intend 

to quote from extensively, a  pre­
diction of the lne\itability of 
World War 1^.

\Mancheater Oiisrdian, and we find 
fta mattw-of-fact appearance of 
cold realism rather refreshing, 
even while it la also repellent. We 
suspect that, In the reaction of 
ordlnap' people to such an arti­
cle...'-there la a tinge of relief, 
alniyt with poaaihle qiitrage. WTiat 
w« human beings' really dread 
moat la imcertalnly, and we gen­
erally hecdtde willing: to have any' 
iitiiallcjn' resolved' tragically, so 
long as It la resolved, and the un- 
certalntv ended. '

An.N'way, here, by . aa "much 
quotation aa we have room for,
1 A. J. P. Taylor’s vein of logic:

“We ail suppose," he a'rites, 
“that the laws of probability will 
he suspended In our favor.. . . .  A 
similar feeling makes it hard to 
lake a rietarhed view about the. 
probabilities of a third world war. 
To the very laat moment we shall 
go on hopjng that it will not hap­
pen. . . . Y’el preparations for war. 
a e being made on a more gigan­
tic arale than ever before: and in 
the past prepaiationa for war 
have nearly lalwaya led to war. 
Not always. There are exceptions

encaa of political ayatapi cauaa 
little-Conflict There la no Com­
munist peril In tha West; and. an 
far- aa one can tell, no 'demo­
cratic' peril fn the Raat. If pro­
found caiiaaSifor conflict wera all 
that matterad, .Rovlat Riiaaia ind 

■tjia ITnitad Rtataa could go on ax- 
iatthg together in the world tor 
centiirlis^ like the empires of 
Rome and China long ago. lln-^ 
fortunately profound conflicti 
are not the same things M 'rea- 
aona for war.' ThC g r e a t f l i r t s  
over the division of Africa, for In­
stance, were all .sa'ttled without 
war. On the ottMr hand, there was 
no- Spacisl .c'aiise of conflict in 
m i 4 qitfta the contrary, most of 
tiie ^S'piites were sStllad, or very 
nearly. The actrial decision' Tor 
'war springs from calculation, not 
from conflict—the calculation: 
"I can win. if I fight now; I ihall 
lose if I fight later.*

^"Kvery war of recent times haa 
started as a fireventlve w t^ w iih  
the possible exception of' the war 
of IB.m. A power haa felt Itself 
slipping and haa tried to get Ha 
blow in before it la too late.

"So Austria tn 1866 and France 
in 1870 tried to ‘orevenf the dan­
ger from Pnisala; so Austria- 
Hungary in 1B14 tried to 'prevent' 
the danger from Serbia, and Ger­
many the danger from Jtuaala. In 
none of these cases waa there a 
profound conflict; merely an over­
mastering apprehension. . . .

"This may seem to run counter 
to the old faith, now revived, in 
the balance of power. A balance of 
power between t«’o power-blocks 
la supposed to preserve peace. This 
is quite wrong historically. Met- 
teriiich and Bismarck were the 
two greatest practitioners of the 
balance of power. What they 
meant by this waa that there 
miiat be an ovens'helming balance 
of power on their aide. This is the 
only secure way to maintain 
peace; one aide must be much- 
stronger then the other. . . .  A 
more or less equal balance be­
tween them leads to war.

"Broadly apeakfng an equal 
balance of this kind exists now. 
For some years’ after the war 
there was an overwhelming bal- 
snce of nuclear power on the 
American side. The American ex­
perts despised Russian science 
and assumed that this preponder­
ance would last. Some people, 
more clear-sighted, warned them 
to undertake a prieventive war in 
1948. The opportunity was missed. 
The Americans were taken by sur­
prise. The Russians caught up with 
them before preventive action 
could be taken. At the moment 
there la probabiy a more or leas 
exact balance. But it will not last.

"It looks at present as though 
the Russians will pull ahead with 
a large supply of Intercontlnen- 
tsl missiles. In this ca.ae they 
ought to bombard the' United 
States some time in 1961. But my' 
guess is that the Riisslacs will re­
peat the American mistake: they 
will underrate the opposing icien- 
tlsU in their turn and will believe 
that they are ahead for good. Of 
course they may prove right, in 
which case there will be no , 
World War III. But It Is more i 
likely, from past experience, that 
the Americans will catch up and 
sctually go ahead. They will not 
only equal the Russians in Inter­
continental miasiles; they will 
surpass the Russians In anti-mis­
sile miraiies. TTils seems the most 
probable moment for World War 
III. It should come around 196.1,"

Thus the prediction. But this 
genial prognosttcator.coiild almost 
hear his gentle readers protesting 
In the name of humanity and of­
fering the theory that "modern 
'••eapons have mad • war impossi­
ble: they are so destructive that 
they will never be used."

"This hope." says he, la thin. 
"Men, particularly' men in power, 
soon get used to whst seemed In- 
concelvahle. Who would have sup-, 
posed that outstanding British 
Uberals, to say-nothing of Lord 
Robert  ̂ Cecil, would cheer^llly 
starve German women and chil­
dren in World W|ir I, or that we 
should all applaud the random 
destruction of Hamburg and Co­
logne in World War FIT Anyone 
in favor of retaining. nuclear 
weapons must be ready to- iiae 
them in some last resort. . . .

"In fact, niilltary experts ■ In 
both countries (and here too) are 
already speculating how war can 
ha carried on after the, first phase 
of heavy piiclear warfare Is over. 
We sre pever entitied to assume 
that men-will dtintiniie to behave 
in the future aa ' they have be­
haved in the past. But -I'f men

; In the clutch, tha Democrattc 
profeaslonala JuM could not bring 
themselvea to cut down the spe­
cific ladders by which they had 
climbed to political cootrol of the 
19.59 session.

The influence of Ribicoff's coat­
tails, inside the Connecticut vot­
ing machine, produced . the elec­
tion of tho.se Democratic legisla­
tors who sdded up to a slim Demo­
cratic control .of the House, there 
wss little factual doubt about th a t 
The fact that aome of theae 
neophyte Democrats were Ideal­
istic enough. Individually, to ad­
vocate abolishing the same Im­
prisonment on the party lever 
which " had elected them did not 
move the party’s hard-boiled pro- 
feaalonals.

Just as the rigid party lever was 
a clear fact In creating Democrat­
ic control of the House, so, also, 
wss the distribution of the pres­
ent House membership among the 
cities and towns.

Of the 279 members, the Demo­
crats originally elected 141, to -138 
for the Republican.s.

Had the election been on the 
basis of one member . per town, 
however. Instead of two members 
for most cities and towns, but only 
one for the smaller towns, the re­
sult would have been entirely dif­
ferent.

Then, on the baala of the votes 
cast, the outcome in November of 
1968 would have been 90 seats for 
Republicans, as against only 79 for 
the Democrats.

Thus, inevitably, when the Dem­
ocrats found themselvea In con­
trol of the 1959 session, they did 
not read merely their own state

Ing the proposed constltiitlonai 
amendment which would have 
elected^ one< member ppr 25,000 
population.

The amendment did not even 
pass thia aeaalon. If it had passed 
this session, it would never have 
passed the next. In short, drafting 
and preaenting It was a complete 
waste of time -except, of course, 
for the angle that It purported to 
deal with the problem of the sire 
of the House even while it evaded 
the issue. The most grotesque as-, 
pect of this proposal waa, of 
course, that it would alter _ the 
famed Connecticut principle' of 
unit repreaentation In one branch 
of the legialatiire, population rep­
reaentation in the other, the aame 
principle on which the Congreas 
Is based, with the role of the Two 
house.* reversed, and end up giv­
ing Connecticut itself two houses 
b(Hh representing population.

But that was not, of coiirae, any 
real o'bjectlve on the part of the 
Constitutional Amendment Com­
mittee, any more than it really ex­
pected its amendments enabling 
10 members of the House to force 
a roll call, or strengthening the 
veto power of the governor, to be­
come part of the Constitution. It 
waa an evaslonary, whimaical enm- 
mltlee.

Whll* Democrat* broke o«t Into 
eiHM pheerln* and applandln^ 
when Speaker -9 a ^  Rayburn (D- 
Tea) announced the veto had been 
ovefriden, most of the Republicans 
remained ailent. - GOP Leader 
Charles Halleck of Indiana who 
led the fljrht to sustain the Presi­
dent, did manage a broad smile.

The House proceeded to vote 
quickly after Eisenhower's veto 
message was read.

In the message, Ki.senhower, 
suggested that Congress enact a ; 
stop-gap measure to continue pub- | 
lie works projects now under way. j

He made it clear he wanted the 
temporary funds instead of an­
other hurried bill before adjourn­
ment. He suggested the second 
measure was worse than the first 
herause It cut fvinds for projejUS' 
already under way.

Ijtle  last month, ^Ssenhower 
vetoed the original money bill on 
the ground it contained 67 PtoJ- 
ecls he had hot Included in his 
budget. He said then and repeated 
today that those projects "will 
ultimately cost . out taxpayfers 
more than >800 million."

Congress failed by a s i n g l e  
House vote to override the first 
veto. But It retained all of the 
new projects, to which Eisenhower 
had objected. In a second bill en­
acted this week. It did reduce the 
total cost below the amount he 
had asked by cutting both old and 
new projects 2'.* per cent each. 
To that. Eisenhower replied to-

^  "This change not only falls to 
meet any of the objections I out­
lined ..  . but In addition could 
have the effect of impending 'or­
derly work on going projects and 
result in an Increase in costs in­
stead of a saving.”

He added, in his brief veto mes- 
sage:

"Becauss the time before . the 
probably adjournment of Con­
gress may be too short to allow 
for deliberate' reconsideration by 
the Congress of luy objections, the 
Congress might well enact a con­
tinuing resolution, effective until 
,Tan. 30, 1060, so that work In 
progress may proceed in an or­
derly way.”

Absenteeism was an Important 
factor in today's vote because 
many members—including quite a 
niimber of Republicans -w ere out 
of town. Some of them were so 
far away they -’ouldn’t, get back 
for today's session. The roving 
members were about evenly dis­
tributed betw'een Democrats and 
Republicans.

An "economy” feature could be 
another decisive factor. The new 
>1,185,309,003 bill is >97.166 below 
the President's . budget requests, 
while the first measure was >30,- 
071.549 over the budget.

The bill provides money for sev- 
aral hundred river and harbor, 
flood control and reclamation proj- 
sets.

Those Republicans who private­
ly predicted passage over the veto 
noted that some GOP members 
who voted to sustain last week's 
veto have been severely criticized 
by their constituents and welcome 
an opportunity to "get off the 
hook.”

On the face of the vote by which 
the House originally passed the 

- new public works bill, a veto could 
he- overridden easily. The vote 
was 302-93 in the House and 73-15 
in the Senate.

But the first bill had about the 
same top-heavy backing and the 
veto stuck.. Many members just 
won't vote to override a veto de­
spite the fact they supported a 
bill In the first place.

The Hopse vote last week was 
274-138 for overriding, with 11 Re­
publicans deserting the President 
and only six Democrats support­
ing him.

Eisenhower vetoed the measure 
shortly after It reached him. The 
quiedt action. Republican leaders 
said, was taken in the hope that 
Congress would have time to enact 
a stop-gap public . works bill be­
fore adjournment If the veto Is 
sustained. ' t

.Sen. Mike Mansfield (D-Monti, 
the assistant majority leader, took 
sharp Issue In a Senate speech to­
day wjth Elsenhower's opposition 
to new starts.

About 15 letters protesting the 
move have come from some of the 
affected towns, a PUC spokesman 
aaid, but none has come from Man­
chester which has been without an 
express branch office since Aug.
19.

The hearing has been set for the 
purpose of assisting the commis­
sion in its investigation of the 
matter.

The majority of the protests 
come, from towns south of' Hart­
ford, mainly New Canaan, Bristol,
New Britain and Naugatuck.

Railway Express has already 
closed some offices and plans to 
close others. The move will, the 
agenc.v feels, render better service 
to customers and allow’ the agency 
to keep tighter control of its op­
erations.

Eber E. Brown, general agent 
for Railway Express in Hartford, 
said Manchester, for an examplfq 
will benefit, in that roughly 40 per 
cent of Incoming freight will re'/h 
Manchester addresses one day 
earlier than when the branch office 
was open here. Railway Express 
maintained Ita office in the New 
Haven Railroad station at Depot 
Sq.

Agency employes ,who used to 
work in the Manchester office have 
been transferred to Hartford, ex- Chamber of Commerce officials.

Chester then delivered. The truck 
seldom returned from Manchester 
before 10 a.m.. Brown said. One 
delivery was made each day.

Under the-new system, f l ig h t  is 
sorted Iri Hartford and delivered 
direct from that office beginning 
about 9:30. Manchester customers,

\  the p r o p e r t y ,  on which the
church now holds an option, ran 
Into a snag a few \yeeks ago, how­
ever, when the ^ n in g  Board of 
Appeals burned down the church’s 
request for a variance needed to 
begin the project,

'The variance was necessary as 
only 53 feet of the property fronts 
on Hackmatack St. while zoning 
requirements for the A A zone 
In which it Is located calls for 120 
feet.

The Irregularly shaped property, 
which Is now owned by Edwin and 
Gladys Meyer of Hartford, goes 
hack approximately 325 feet 
from the street and then continues 
onward, vs’ldenlng In three section 
pntll It is 1,015 feet wide on Um 
rear property line. A portion oMhe 
property Is also in a Rural/Res- 
Idence Zone.

The purpose of thp /Informal 
meeting last night was to study 
the plan for the ^ a  prepared 
by the a rch ltg c^a l firm of 
Brudieri and Manjtey, and to work 

. put details regarding a roadway 
 ̂ Into the property. The final plans 

‘ Will then be presented formally to 
the Town Planning Commission 
when the church seeks permission 
to subdivide the land, Thia would 
seiwe much the same purpose as If 
the variance had been granted but, 
«t the same time, adds complica­
tions because of the regulation* 
governing proposed subdivisions.

Originally, the building commit­
tee proposed to run a private road 
into the property to the church, 
which would be located on a rise 
several hundred feet back from 
Hackmatack St.

An alternate plan for the area 
was phesented to the Rev. EJnar 
Rask, paator, and the three-mem­
ber church committee by Martin 
Alvord, TPC chairman, and Town 
Planning Engineer Edward J. 
Rybezyk.

Alvord explained th a t the plan­
ning commission would require a

plans for the area failed to ma­
terialize, the rear eection could 
possibly be sold for house lots 
later on.

Alvord emphasized that he was

ch would eee^the development businees," but 
thought provision ehmild be made 
so that roads could be btiilt in the 
area if the church ever did decide 
to sell a portion of the land. Yhe 
property in the rear of the church 
land nriight be developed at some 
future time and the TPC had to 
consider this possibilUy also, he 
pointed out. '

During the discussion, several 
proposed road routes were present­
ed and then discarded as objec­
tions were raised by '.the church 
members because they would "cut 
up" the property too much. Cut­
outs of the buildings were also 
moved to various locations on the 
plot plan as the two groups a t­
tempted to find sites suitable to 
both.

The church members also liblnt- 
ed out that their buildings would 
be located a considerable distance 
from the' street and-would not 
interfere with the otbhr residence* 
in the neighborho5>d.
. Under the tentative plan finally 

'arrived at, th^proposed roadway 
would extemr from Hackmatack 
St. about 360 feet into the 63-foot 
wide poriJon of the property and | 
then nagke a right angle turn and 
proregn another 80 feet. If found 
neceuary, this road could later 

'extended.
The church building committee 

will now investigate to see If it Is 
economically feasible to build a 
roadway acceptable to town stand­
ards. Fears were expressed that 
the cost might be prohibitive.

Alvord told the committee he 
felt such a center as the church 
proposed to build would be a defi­
nite asset to the community, byt 
at the same time, the "practical 
aspects regarding the future de­
velopment of the area could not he 
ignored."

.Several membepd of the Zoning 
Board, which had viewed the area, 
also spoke highly at the time of 
the church's plan for developing 
the property.

Polio Cllnlca

To jhe Editor,
TTie Manchester' Taxpayers 

League does not think that the 
latest plan of the Advisory Board 
of Health, in regard to polio Im­
munization, is the anawer to Man­
chester's problem. ” -

The Board's plan still has two 
major drawbacks, the cost of be­
ing immunized in a doctor’s of­
fice and the stigma attached to a 
free clinic. Manchester has over 
10,000 people under 40 years of 
age who have not had polio ahota 
and aa long-as a group as large 
as this is not Innoculated Man­
chester is expo.sed to the danger 
of a polio epidemic. Due. to recent 
legislation and rulings of various 
boards, it is generally recognized 
that polio Immunization ia a pub­
lic health matter, therefore every 
effort ahould be made by the com­
munity to see to it that people 
needing, the "shots” receive them 
as cheaply and aa conveniently as 
possible.

The League has made 4' study as 
to-how the surrounding areas have 
met and conquered the polio im­
munization problem. The consen­
sus is that an immunization pro­
gram' will be succe.ssful, only. If H 
la made as convenient as po.a.sihle 
and *a top notch aclling program 
is Instituted. The following is an 
nutlina as to how other areairhave 
conducted aiicceasful pollq clinics. 
(A ) The fee of one dollar per 
shot ia charged, thia makes the 
program self-liquidating and re­
moves the stigma of charity. (B ) 
The clinica are held in school dis­
tricts making ii.se of the medical 
facilities o f, the schools. tCI 
Clinics are held between the hours 
of 6 p.m. to 9 .p.m. (D ) A high 
level publicity campaign Is car­
ried on before and during the time 
the clinics are In progrres.s. Local 
news media, cooperate as a public 
service. (E ) Records of shots are 
ma.de out In duplicate, one for the' 
recipient and one for the Board of 
Health. The State Board of Health 
and the polio Foundation are more 
than willing to cooperate In set­
ting' up such a program.

'ITie giving of polio shots Is not 
generally recognized as "medical 
treatment” in a pure sen.se and can 
he administered by trained tech­
nicians, therefore it Is difficult to 
reconcile the Advl.sory Board of 
Health’s objection to a clinic on 
the grounds "that the best medi­
cine is practised in the doctor’s 
office.”
- The records of the polio clinics 
would - be kept in the office 
of the Board of Health and 
would be available to all Inter- 
eated parties. This facet of the 
program eliminates the Board'.s 
other major objection, lack of 
adequate records.

The program as outlined above 
has been so widely accepted that 
It would be difficult to accept the 
Advisory Board of Healths' re­
fusal to "go along" with such a 
program. Support of the program 
would have a beneficial effect on 
public relations. PTA, civic and 
service groups ahould support a 
polio program, as no one is entire­
ly Immuned from polio, especially 
under epidemic conditions.

Flrat. they have noticed that 
a white aauce made with non-fat 
dry milk (In dry form> and aUnd- 
ard proportlont o f fa t ‘ and flour 
la uaualiy thicker than one made 
with regular fluid milk. What 
proportions are recommended for  ̂
a thinner sauce?

Heme economlats and nutri­
tionists at Cornell University's- 
New York State College of Apri- 
nilture and Home Economics have 
the answer. They say that for 
a thin aauce use- 1-4 cup of the 
dry- milk and 1 cup of water, end 
use 1 tablespoon each of fat and 
flour; for a medium sauce in­
crease both fat and flour to iVj 
tablespoons; and for a thick sauce 
use 2 tabloepoons of the fat and 
2V» tablespoons of the flour. As 
seasoning for alt three, use 1-4 
teaspoon salt- and 1-R , teaspoon 
pepper.

The other question that has 
come, up: When nonfat dry milk 
la used In bread-maklns;. Is it ner-i 
easar>' to raliquefy and scald it.
The Cornell pisople say no, the 
dry milk is sifted with the flour.
They add, "Finished loaves have 
(rood volume and texture, and are 
nicely browned on top."

Mothers who often make meat 
loaf for their families want to 
step up nutrients in the dish.
One way to do this is to add non­
fat dry milk. In the following 
recipe the large amount of onion 
helps to give the loaf a moist 
texture and savory flavor; It also 
cuts well.

Swedish Meat Ring
Ingredients: cups finely

chopped onion. II tablespoons but­
ter or margarine, 3 pounds ground 
lean beef, %i cup nonfat dry milk,
Vi cup dry bread crumbs, 2 eggs,

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Swedish meat ring, made with nonfat dry milk, is packed with ex- 
tra nutrients.

1 clove garlic, (minced), 3 tea­
spoons salt, 1 teaspoon dry mus­
tard, V4 teaspoon pepper, 1 tea­
spoon nutmeg, 14 teaspoons Wor­
cestershire sauce.

Method: Cook the onion until 
transparent in the butter. Mix 
lightly with remaining ingi«di- 
ents. Press flrmly Into a 5-cup 
ring mold; Bake in a moderate

(350 degrees) oven 30 minutes 
or until cooked through. Allow 
to stand about 5 minutes. Loosen 
edges and Invert on’ flat surface, 
J;hen transfer to serving patter. 
(This keeps serving platter free 
of fat from the loaf.) Center of | 
ring may be filled wip» creamy 
mashed potatoes. Makes 8 serv­
ings.
