’The School Building Committee 
began its study after it was ap­
pointed at a town meeting April 
20, also held in the skating rink.

In Airliner Crash

The plane plunged Into a pine 
forest two miles from Bordeaux- 
Merignac Airport just before mid­
night after making a shaky take­
off:

The pilot appeared to be hav­
ing difficulty gaining altitude on 
leaving the runway.

"We could hear the engines 
coughing,’ ’ said a spectator at the 
airport. "The pilot seemed to be 
fighting for conltol. He made 
several attempts to get the plane’s 
nose up but the plane just wob­
bled. It hooked the tops of trees 
and then plowed Into the gro.und.

"There was a tremendous roar 
when the plane blew up. We could 
see two Immense balls of fire.”

Many relatives and friends of 
passengers watching the takeoff 
saw the crash and hysterically 
broke through guard rails in an 
effort to rush to the ecene.

Fire engines and rescue trucks 
had to whack through about a 
mile of scrub and small trees to 
get to the wreckage, which was 
scattered over a quarter-mile area. 
By the time they reached the 
scene the main part of the plane 
was a smoking hulk.

But some early witnesses who 
reached the. plane said they could 
see some of the passengers trying 
to get out of the craft .before the 
exoloaion.

Several of the survivors were 
found some yards from the crash 
scene, apparently thrown clear by 
the impact of the crash.

The seasonal pattern called for 
a normal increase on Oct. 1 In the 
price paid by dealer* to farmers 
of half a cent per quart, or 22 
cents per 100 pounds of milk. This 
would have brought th* farm price 
to $7.05 per hundredweight, high­
est in history. But the commodity 
and feedstuff price drop canceled 
it out.

Or If she had enough, she may 
have preferred to keep them work­
ing on more immediate problem* 
of building the new China and 
training great number* o f new 
young icientists Emd technologist*.

A bomb progTEun al«o would 
have called for diverting vast aum* 
of money and much Induatrial 
effort into mining and refining 
uranium—which China la believed 
to have—^building a nucleus reac­
tor to turn uranium into pluton­
ium, going through numerous 
complex steps to make bomb'ma­
terial.

Most scientists feel China lack­
ed enough scientists and general 
over-all induatrial ability then to 
push for bombs, especially at coat 
of neglecting other technological 
efforts.

“ If they thought the prize 
tempting pnough, though, I think 
they could have done It by now or 
soon,” said one expert.

Most think China could get un- 
underway with bomb projects now.

Russia has given cihina at least 
one nuclear reactor and a cyclo­
tron or atom-smasher for nuclear 
research. But American inform­
ants doubt Russia la doing -much 
directly to help the (jhinese create 
nuclear weapon*.

"Moat of u* think Russia is 
stalling on building up (China’s

atomic power," one said. Another 
sees the Ruaslana “ pldying a 
wary gams, uncertidn jUst how 
far Riisaian-Chinese friendsh1p,yvill 
develop.”

Chin*' ia beginning to reap the 
harvest of new scientists, and 
many Chines* students are study­
ing in {tuasia.

“There's just no doubt the Chi­
nese are working their heads off 
to develop scientific strength," 
says one acientist who observed 
(Chinese students In Russia.
. "The scientific gossip is that the 

Chinese are working with great 
zeal and utter devotion. They feel 
a tremehdoiis sense of mission, 
more than the Russians at this 
point.

"Their zeal has even some Rus­
sians looking Mkance at them. 
One Soviet scientist told me: ,‘We 
understand you Americans, but we 
don’t understand the Chinese.’ ”

On a hospital stretcher, in a low, 
feeble voice, Bandaruslke said:

"I appeal to thS '^ople of my 
^untry  to be restrained snd pa­
tient at this time. With the as­
sistance of my doctors I shall 
make every endeavor to be able to 
continue such sen'lce* as I am 
able to render my people.

“A foolish man dressed In the 
robe of a bhikku (monki fired 
some shots at me at my bungalow. 
I appeal to all to ahow compassion 
on this man and not to wreak 
vengeance on him."

In a statement issued from the 
operating room Bandsransike 
said;

Rock Hound 
Now Showing 

Rare Display
"The rbffee pot la always on the 

stove!" 4
Thla saying had developed Into 

one of the mottoes of s "rock 
hound" at MHS, Mr. William 
Moreau, math teacher.

Mr. Moreau, who has bee ’ col­
lecting rocha for five years, has 
built up a tremendous varied col­
lection, most of which la now on 
display In the high actaool li­
brary. Many students who have al­
ready examined this collection 
have marveled over the fascination 
a.id beauty of ao ,e < f those rocks.

Mo-sl rock '■ollecting takes place 
on the face of the earth where 
95'7r of the minerals are obtained. 
Thla rock exhibit is unusual In 
that fluorspar was collected 900 
feet below the earth's surface.

Five hundred dollars was offered 
to Mr. Moreau for thla rare and 
unusual fluorspar which is on dis­
play. Thla "big black mess of 
junk," aa Mr. Moreau puts It, la 
covered with purple cubic crystals.

Golden Dog Tooth Rocks, Herki­
mer diamonds. F(x»ls Gold from 
New >^exiro, a real amethyst 
from Nova Scotia, and a aurprlae 
package—a Geode— are a few of 
the rocks in the exhibit.

In setting up and labeling the 
display Bonnie Moore, 61, a li­
brary page, also included some of 
the petrified wood collected by Mr. 
Paul Phlnne;, acience teacher at 
M ils , on the Phlnne--Hunt tour 
to California last’summer.

Mr. Moreau caught "rock pox" 
at a  rock and mineral ahop in No­
va Scotia, where he was amased at 
the beauty of the atones. Since 
then he has. covered everj state 
on the eaatern seaboard, met 
"thouaanda!" of people, and col­
lected hundreds of rocHs-

"The coffee pot on the stove" 
—which means that a rock hound 
la always welcome at the home of 
another rock hbund—holds true In 
every state, and has made Mr. 
Moreau'a and other rock hounds’ 
trips out-of-state esaier and more 
enjoyable.

Hia second trip -wa*. to Lynd- 
hurst, Ontario, where he collected 
quartz rryatals. Theae were re­
moved from vouga, 'which are huge 
holes in solid rock. When blowm 
open, they look like great citiea of 
glaae, lined with quartz cryatala. 
(Chemiata are now experimenting 
In using theae crystals for wireless 
seeing telephones).

Mr. Moreau became ao enthused 
about hlB new hobby that he 
started collecting minerals in Con­
necticut. He ' found, much to hla 
surprise, that Connecticut la the 
state having the moat mlnerala to 
be collected in the world and that 
It la annually visited by thouaanda 
of rock collectors.

Ohio, Illinoia and Indiana were 
the scene of Mr. Moreau'a rock col­
lecting Isiat summer. He visited the 
Alcoa Mine in Roslclare, 111, and 
was taken on a Cook’s tour 
through the mine ahafts, which ex­
tended 900 feet below the earth's 
surface. The "frightening" elevator 
was a bucket attached to a 900 
foot cable.

During the winter months, the 
rocks are all. aasen()bled, cleaned, 
labeled and organised.

Mr. Moreau la planning a trip to 
Franklin, N. J., to search for . fluo­
rescent rocks. ■“

Every day after that, for the 
next seven weeks, Mr. Sylvia set 
up his easel in the middle of the 
exhibit and painted what he con­
sidered to be typical of this region. 
While he waa painting his picture, 
he received many comments from 
the throng that consL*ntly flowed, 
by. He was even given an offer of 
3500 for the painting he was doing, 
which he accepted. He then pro­
ceeded to paint another one, which 
he presented to Mr. Rogers as a 
token of his gratitude.

For the next 15-odd years, the

Taxpayers Unit Asks 
Vote Jon Consolidation

"nie Rockville-Vemon TaxpayeratMonday and hot lunchea wHl be
Aaan., advocate of aeparatlon of 
the city and town, haa aaked for a 
referendum on the iaaue at the 
December city election.

The request waa made in a. let­
ter from Fred L, Ertel, RVTA 
president, to a t y  Council Presi; 
dent Luther Trouton, who will like­
ly present the request to the City 
Council Monday night.

Eftel said the RVTA has 5.50 to 
600 members and the majority of 
them favor separation of Rockville 
and Vernon. The decision to ask 
for a referendum waa made by the 
executive committee,, of which Wil­
ton Flamm, Lester Nagy, Fred­
erick Harding and Ertel are mem­
bera, among others.

A study committee appointed 
last November -at the request of 
the RVTA "did not determine 
enough one way or the other to 
make a report" on the question, 
Ertel said today.

The committee, appointed by 
Mayor Herman G. Olson, consti­
tuted a revival of the 2-dlatrict 
committee which two years earlier 
complied a report advocating sep­
aration of the school system into 
two districts.

Some members of the study 
committee and of the RVTA who 
formerly favored separation now 
favor consolidation, Ertel said.

The RVTA would like to get the 
aentlment'of the people on the con­
solidation - separation - statue quo 
question. If the city voters favor 
consolidation, "then there’s nothing 
we can do,” Ertel stated. But the 
RVTA will campaign for separa­
tion, he added.

Separation or consolidation of 
the town and city has been dis­
cussed for. some 50 years. Current­
ly a Consolidation and Charter 
Commission, authorized by a town 
meeting, 1# drafting a consolida­
tion charter that must obtain a 
majority vote in the city and in 
the rural area to be adopted. May­
or Olson Is a member of the com­
mission.

Hietory of Cfinrclr
C o l u m b i a  Congregational 

Church, originally called the Sec­
ond Eccleataatical Society of Leba­
non, or Lebanon North Parish, waa 
incorporated by an act of the Gen­
eral Assembly .of the Colony of 
Connecticut a t its session In May 
1776. A total of 24 "inhabitanta of 
a place called the Crank" who de­
sired a place of worship nearer 
their own settlement than Leba­
non proper petitioned for this act. 
The first church building is sup­
posed to have been erected in the 
aummer of 1724. It was soon out­
grown and was replaced by a 
larger one in 1754 which record* 
say cost $14,860 without bell and 
steeple. This was accomplished by 
I'lO taxpayers. The present church 
building was erected in 1832, using 
much of the lumber from the pld 
building.

Although several remodeling 
and repairing Job* were done 
through the jrears Intervening, th* 
building Itself he* seen a change 
in th* line* of its exterior. Its 
steeple waa demolished In 1666 
and again In the Hurricane of 1988 
but each time was rebuilt.

The church has had 24 minis­
ter#. the first the Rev. Ramiie) 
Smith, a native of OlitftanbOry, 
one of three members of. the class 
of 1718 at Yale Collar*- Koet fa­
mous of all Its pastors, however, 
waa the Rev. ..ftleaser Wheelock, 
D.D. who served from 1735-17'70. 
During hia slay here Dr. Wheelock 
founded the hletoric Moor’s Indian 
School which was moved In 1770 
to Hanover, N. H„ and later be­
came Dartmouth College.

The Rev. Frederick Avery, 10th 
pastor, aeFved 45 years from 1850 
to 1895. He was fondly called "F a ­
ther Avery” snd la remembered by 
some of the members still living. 
He, too, was a Yale man aa were 
many of the earlier ministera. 
Other prominent men who have 
served here were Dr. George 8. 
Brookes of Rockville, who waa 
terim minister from 1947 to 1952; 
and Dr. Henry Russell Stafford, 

resident emeritus of Hartford 
leological Seminary Foundation 

and now Moderator of the Inter­
national Congregational Confer­
ence, a'n jnterlm mlnlater prior to 
the arrivarof^he present mlnlater, 
the Rev. Mr. Evi|na, who la also 
a Yale graduate.

Khnishrhev had called off hi* 
own part In a lour of the Nation­
al Inatlltilea of Health In favor of 
the preparation aeaaiona.

Aa the conferenrea conflotted, 
the White Hou.ae annotinced that 
Eisenhower and hla giieat had de­
cided to po hy helicopter rather 
than hy aiitoniohile to Camp 
David, .Md. the prealdential re­
treat in the Catoctln Mountalna 
where they will meet until Sun­
day.

The White Hoti.ae aald Riaen- 
hower asked Khniahchev to state 
hla preference and the premier 
chose the whirlybird.

They planned to fly together, 
takinfi off from the White House 
grounds at’ .1:15 p.m. on the 45- 
mlnute trip of about 65 miles. Also 
assigned to their craft were two 
Interpreter*; .Tame* -I. Rowley, 

'chief of the White House "ecret 
Service detail; a Russian security 
man; and Capt. E. P. Aurand. 
Eisenhower's naval aide. Three 
more helicopters were ordered for 
other officials and security agents.

There was a little stir at Rla - 
Hoiise when Wiley Buchanan. Stale 
Department proiocol officer, en­
tered about 9;20 a.m. But It turned 
out Buchanan was carrying noth­
ing weightier than a photograph of 
Khnishchev taken In San Fran­
cisco with Hjirt Smith, owner of the 
Mark Hopkms Hotel where the 
Soviet party stayed on the cross­
country tour.

Khrushchev ended hi* United 
Slates tour with the same note of 
persistent challenge he sounded at 
the outset; The burden of proof of 
rood intentions Is upon the United 
States.

This was his theme at the final 
non-diplomallc gathering of hi* 
tour, a dinner in Washington at­
tended by a group of leading U.S. 
hnainesamen last night. The din­
ner. given by Eric RIdder. publish­
er of the New York .lournal of 
Commerre. was private. Those 
present quoted Khrushchev as say­
ing;

"If the United States renounces 
disarmament, one would doubt It* 
iincerity. It  would not appear to 
he mature."

This, for Khrushchev, la dhe 
test of American intentions. An­
other. he made plain, will be will­
ingness of the United States to sell 
the USSR anything or everything, 
regardless of any item's possible 
usefulness for building a war ma­
chine. He put it this way:

"We want to live in peace with 
you. We want to trade with you. 
becatiae we believe trade la a lit­
mus paper (chemical testi to In­
dicate whether you w'ant to live 
with u s"

Khrushchev, in contrast^ to hi* 
performances at some others of 
hi* stops across the country, re­
mained serene and u n r u f f l e d  
throughout the dinner, attended I 
by two dor.en of the counr.v's top 
business executives. At least some j 
of the guests, however, came away | 
unfavorably impressed by the 
world Communist boss's attitude.

"He'a Interested in peace at no 
price, on hi* terms." commented 
MaJ Oen.' David Samoff, board 
Chairman of Radio Corp. of Amer­
ica. He added he noteil no funda­
mental change in Khrushchev's 
attitude since his arrival in this 
country.

"He w'ants to trade, but on his 
terms," said Charles H. Percy, 
president of Bell and Howell Co.

"A* I aee it. It's completely a one­
way sireet."

■TTiere have been 11 days of spec­
tacular touring, hl-Jlnks, 'arguing, 
cajoling, corn-inspecting, baby- 
kissing and other related activltlas. 
But this wekend is the pa.yoff, the 
quiet, down-to-earth climax to a 
hf.herto diverting show.

The world Communist boa* bar- 
reler* hark Into the nation's capi­
tal from Pittsburgh *till a study 
in human energy, ready to take 
on all comers at a reception he 
gave at the Soviet embassy.

With little time for rest sfter 
his whirlwind tour of Pittsburgh, 
he was garrulous and argumenta­
tive as ever.

Vice President Richard M. Nix­
on, a guest at the reception, in­
quired about the premier's health.

"Fine," snorted Khrushchev^ 
"Did you think I had succumbed?"

"No," replied Nixon, "you have 
too much energy for that."

Khrushchev promptly an­
nounced he had plenty of energy In 
reserve. Illustrating this remark 
by patting an' ample middle forti­
fied by the enormous meals which 
have become legend during hla 
American trip.

How was the Iowa corn? Asked 
Nixon, referring to a wild and 
wooly day with the Khrushchevs 
Wednesday at an Iowa farm.

"Very good." conceded Khrush­
chev, but he added quickly:

"Of course, we have corn like 
that, too. You must not think you 
have better corn than an.vone."

Khrushchev arrived bark in 
Washington-after a quick stop at 
Pittsburgh: where he toured the 
Me.sta Machinery Co., in one of his 
happier moods. He swapped quips 
with worker* and gave one a wrist 
watch In exchange for a cigar.

He also repeated his contention 
that the United .Stales, not the So­
viet Union, was the sinner respon­
sible for the state of world politics.

"The political Cold War ia com­
ing from you, not from us," In- 
slted the Communist chief. "We 
are not afraid of the cold, but we 
would like.more favorable winds to 
blow."

Back In Washington. Khrush­
chev found the public reception a 
little leas chilly than on the day 
of hla arrival Sept. 15. But along 
Pennsylvania Avenue, moat of the 
thousands waiting .for a glimpse of 
the returning tourist were just as 
silent as the crowds had been on 
the. first day. Some waved, and the 
premier happily waved back.

All over I he world, family rela­

That's 
the experienced opinion of Mau­
rice Pate, for 12 .vesr* executive 
director of the Ilnlted Nations 
Childrens Fund.

"In the course of visiting fami­
lies In 81 coiintrlea, I  have been 
made vividly aware that better 
meals build better famllle*," he 
said In hla office in the U.N. build­
ing In New York.

"It I* also true that better fami­
lies build better communities, and 
that better communities will 
mean. In the end, a better and 
safer world for our families to 
live In." he added.

He reminded us that four out 
of ffve persons - In a world of 
2.800.000.00(1 people - will never 
have what an American or Cana­
dian family call* a good, square 
meal. This Is difficult to realize 
until you actually see It with your 
own eyes. In many I-*tln-Amerl- 
ran countries children are weaned 
from a mother's falling milk to a 
diet of tortillas and dried beans. 
A* a re.sult, they have stunted 
little bodies whose retarded growth 
can never be made up. In parts of 
Asia, the consumption of animal 
pr'dtein is about one-eighth of that 
In the United States.

"First, we distribute surplus 
milk from the United Stales and 
Canada to children and Piothera 
who need It most (In 19.58, we 
reached more than 5 million of 
them in 70 countries). Second, we 
help communities to nrocea* milk 
from local sources. For example, 
we provided India with the world's 
flrat processing facllltlea for buf­
falo milk powder. All of Central 
America’s dry milk factories to­
da.v have been equipped 
ir m c E F ,"  he aald.

"Al.so UNICEF’* efforts in 
nutrition education la most ef­
fective at the village level, where 
practical demonatrationa In school 
and family gardens, In flab culture, 
the raising of pigs, rabbits and 
chickens, and home canning and 
food storage are continuing proj­
ect*. These are thing* that father* 
and mothers and children can do 
fogether.”

He added that as these people 
work together, they learn together 
of the new foods that will make 
them strong and prevent aickneaa.

"Of cour.se, adapting peoples to 
new foods la less simple than it 
aeema," he continued. "Old, even 
ancient, dietary taboos still re­
main. Adherence to tradition and 
known taate la as natural in eat­
ing aa In any other family activ- 
lt,v. The nbeds of comrnunitiea can­
not be considered independently 
of famil.v and social environments. 
Therefore, social surveys are 
another Important facet of 
UNICEF's work.

"Nevertheless, hunger-sickness 
is rarnpant-among people all oven 
the world who do not know whv 
they are atek! But even if they 
don't know the answer, health and 
nutrition experts do. That is whv 
we. In. co-operation with the Food 
and Agriculture Organization and 
the World Health Organization 
(WHO) are sharing responsibility 
for taking.practical steps to heal 
the world's hunger' ilia. We are

convinced that better meals make 
not only better families, but that 
better nutrition can make a better 
world, free of hunger-sickness," 
Pale concluded.

Proper Handling of Infant*
I* Important to latter Life

There Is probably nothing 
hound with tradition and prej- 
udice as the care of bablea. Any­
one and everyone offer* free 
advice on how the baby should 
be fed. clothed and how it should 
be trained.

Moat of thia advice ia worth 
what is paid for it—exactly noth­
ing. It la given with the beat in­
tentions. but usually comes from 
a strange mixture of what grand­
mother did, or what somebody’s 
neighbor or aiint - said. •

A few years ago, the late Dr. 
C. Ander.*on Aldrich and Mrs. 
Aldrich wrote a bo6k called "B a ­
blea are Human Beings” which I 
hope ia still in print. The main 
theme ia that babies should not 
be treated alike, because their In­
dividual personalities would have 
little chance .to develop.

A* the Aldrlchea’ point nut, ba­
bies are different even at birth. In 
a hospital nilraery for newborns, 
a great difference between one 
baby and another in appearance 
and behavior can be n o t i c e d .  
Every mother Instinctively recog­
nizes that her baby ia "different,”

One question . .which the Al- 
drichea discuss Is about fondling 
or loving babies. Conscientious 
mothers often ask wMether fon­
dling is proper. For some rea.snn 
they sometimes feel that It may 
be wrqng for babies to be rocked, 
hugged or mothered, and that the 
infant in  ordeqjto be healthy must 
be raised a* practically "untouch­
ed by human hands.*’

■ It la not good, of •'course, for a 
baby to have excessive fondling 
by friend.* and relatives. Like 
everything, else, this matter can 
be ovferdone. as more people who 
come in close contact with the 
baby there is a  greater chaneb 
of giving the infant some Infec­
tion. To feel that a mother and 
father should not give the infant 
physical, affection, however, Is to 
inflict unintended cruelty.

Everyone thrives on some af­
fection and probably infants most 
of all. Of course, it js good to 
fondle babies — good for the baby 
and good for the parents. This 
does not mean bouncing a baby 
around roughly or exposing It un­
necessarily to Colds or other in­
fections.

Two principles should govern: 
treat a baby as you would like 
to be treated If you were young 
and helpless; and remember that 
signs of affection are appreciated 
even before a child can talk. The 
reward* of proper handling in in­
fancy will be reaped when the 
child geU older.

The first hearing Sept. 15 drew 
opposition from 28 prospectlv* 
users, who were represented by 
Atty. Herbert Phelon of Manches­
ter. ' The opposition contended 
that the rate of $1 per 1,0(X> gal­
lons wa* too high. The PUC asked 
the -water company to present ad­
ditional figures at the second hear­
ing, to support their proposal*.

New rate* to . be propoeed by 
Barney Moses, owner of th* com­
pany, ere: $6 for the first 4,000 
gallons; 80 cents per thousand 
gallons for the next 6,000 gallons; 
60 cent* per ,thousand for the next 
15,000 gsllohs; and 50 cents per 
thousand for any additional usage.

Moses said the new rates are 
lower for the average user than 
the rates his firm first proposed. 
The PUC >Iaims, that an average 
family uses 12;000 gallons per 
quarter, Moses said. Th* new 
water company expects to serve 
300 to 400 homes off Rt. 30, from 
a gravel-packed lyell.

The hearing will be held at the 
PUC office In the State Office 
Building, Hartford, and will be 
open to the public.

The lights in Mr*. F. B.’s home 
bum until 1 or,2 ».m.

Rising time for this 65-year-oId 
widow Is never before noon, often 
one or two hours lst^^

Mrs. F. R. starts out to'do her 
daily marketing at her neighbpr- 
h'ood store s  few minutes before 
closing time. .

Since she has had breakfast at 
2 p.m., she doesn't want dinner -  
or is it lunch?—until 7 or 8. At 
2 a.m., after watching the late 
movie on TV and reading a bit, 
she is ready for a snack,

Mrs. F. R. complains about be­
ing lonely. Two of her children are 
dead. The third iWes with his 
family in another city.

When neighbors, who must be 
up at 7 to get to their jobs, Invite 
Mrs. F . R. to an .early movie, she 
rarely accepts. Their departure 
hour Juart doesn't flt Into her sched­
ule. .

Mrs. F. R. is an extreme ex­
ample of an older person who has 
cut herself off from reality, who 
has built for herself a life that 
shut* her awtiy, almost complete­
ly, from the rest of the world. 
Something, incidentally, that is 
surprisingly easy to do.

Mrs. F. R. is proud of the fact 
that she can do all her own house­
work, snd that she walks miles 
dally. She sold the family car soon 
after her husband's death. Often 
her lonely walks are after dark.

She alters her schedule only on 
Sunday, to attend a nearby church. 
But at churim she returns greet­
ings. then scurries off. She ha* 
never attended a meeting of the 
church women’* association or 
adult Bible class. She has never 
gone to a monthly church supper.

When. On rare occasions, Mrs. 
F. R. doe* visit a neighbor, she 
talks mostly of the past. In her 
attic, carefully put away In boxes, 
are the now old-fashioned clothes 
of her dSughter, who died when 
she was eight years old.

"I couldn’t bear to give them 
away when they were still in 
style." said Mrs, F. R. "Now I 
don’t know .what lo do with them. 
Once a year, I get them out of the 
boxes, wash them and iron them."

Mr*. F. R. is a handsome wom­
an. She once worked In a doctor’s 
ofllce. She doesn't have a big 
wardrobe,' but the clnthe*. she owns 
are well made and in good taste.

(Thances are, if Mrs. F. R. went 
Job hunting, she 'could land her­
self a position as a receptionist or 
a saleswoman.

If she doesn't need the extra 
cash, she could find dozens of vol­
unteer jobs waiting for an older 
woman with time on her hands.
, But Mrs. F. R. prefers to go on, 
proving sadly that, particularly 
with older people, isolationism 
doesn't pay off.

Pitcher Innocent 
In Bribe Attempt

Philadelphia, Sept. 26 {fPy 
Baseball Commisaioner Ford 
F r i c k  today commended 
pitcher Humberto Robinson 
of the Philadelphia Phillies 
for reporting an attempted 
bribe.

"RoUnson acted Immediately in 
reporting the bribe attempt,” 
Frick said in New York. "He ia 
innocent of any wrongdoing be- 
eauae of his prompt action.” 

Acaadal Recalled
The incident, recalled the Chi­

cago White Sox scandal of 1919 
in which eight of the so-called 
"Black Sox” were banned from 
baseball for life for accepting 
bribes to throw games against the 
Cincinnati Reds in the World 
Series.

Robinson's action was the first 
report of a bribe since 1944 when 
Emil (Dutch) Leonard of the 
Washington Senktors told of being 
contacted by gamblers. Other un-

.^siiccessful bribe attempts were 
made in 1922 and 1924, the latter 
reported by Heinle Sand, also of 
the Phillies.

Robinson testified in -Municipal 
Court yesterday that a cafe owmer 
placed $200 or $800 on the sink 
as a down payment while Robin­
son was washing!

"It fell In the water,” Robinson 
told Judge Sydney Hoffman. "I 
told him to take it out. He took 
It out.”

"Did It anger you?’' Robinson 
was asked.

"Sure it did. I told him no. I said 
It was my profession and I would 
lose my job forever and I can't do 
It.”

R o b i n s o n  said that Harold 
Friedman, 42, came to his hotel 
room Tuesday and offered him $1.- 
500 to throw the second game of a 
twl-night doubleheader that night 
against Cincinnati.

FriiMiman wanted to bet $3,000 
to $4,000 on the game, the pitcher 
testified.
