President Etsenhower today called
for the creation of $1 billion In-
ternational Development Associa-
tion to extend eaay payvment loans
to underdeveloped nations,

The association would be a sub-
sidiary of the world bank.

Eisenhower made his suggestion
in a brief address of welcome Lo
the governing boards of the bank
and the International Monetary
FUAD opening thelr annual maets
ting here. He told the finance min-
iatera of 68 nalions:

“In our view, no olther mschan-
ism can perform this task for the
free world as well as the Inter-
national Developnment - Assocla-
tion "

The U.8. governor of the bank
and fund, Secretary of the Treas-
ury Robert B. Anderson, has for-
mally proposed crealing the asso-
ciation, a global lending institu- |
tion.

A Worthwhile Visit

The first general reaction to the
departure last night of Premier
Khrushehev would seem to be one
of general relief—relief that he
had been able to spend 13 days in
this country without any really
ugly incidents marring the trip,
and reliet that he Jeft in apparent
good spirits.

Furthermore, Wwe would say, in
these firat few hours following his
departure, that the premier's visit
did some good. It's true of course,
that the United SBtates and Soviet
positions on vital Issues, Including
Berlin and Germany, remain un-
changed. And whilg- Khrushchev
did spell out his country’a willing-
ness to submit to inspection in
oonnection with his sweeping din-
armament proposal, it remains to
be seen just what that would menn
in application.

However, agreemaent was reached
on the desirability of continued
ialks on these lssues, and under-
ptandings aimed at eaning ten-
sions were apparently reached
Certainly the postponement of
Prenident Bisenhower's trip to the
Soviet Union until next spring rep-
pesents & happy augury. Not mere-
1y because it permits the status

quo to remaln unchanged that

much longer, but because it indl-
eates that Khrushchev—regard-
loas of the reason he gave for the
poatponement—Iis willing to meet
one of the Western demands for
continued talks; namely, that he
put away that pistol he's had
pointed at Western forces In Ber-
Hn since his ultimatum of last
November.
One other salutary effect of the
vigit was itz educational value for
both the premier and the Ameri-
can people. The Boviet leader
has now had an opportunity to
see the great wealth and material
well-being of this country, and to
gee for himself that the American
people are content and united.
And, as for us, we have seen
that Khruahchev, though not wear-
ing horns, Is a tough, shrewd ad-
yversary, Furthermore, while there
is little danger that he converted
anyone in this country to commu-
nimm—his final television speech
extolling the communist system
was so najve as to be almost
laughable—he succeeded In re-
~ minding us that the Soviet union
does represent a challenge—not
militarily, perhaps, but economi-
eally and ideclogically.
It Is on these grounds that
Ehrushchev wants to challenge us
in a competition for the minds and
hearts'of the peoples of the world.
And If we want to protect our-
selves against communism, It is
not to our arms that we have to
look so much aa to our democratie
institutions and economie. atrength.
Whenever anyone In this country
is denied the rights Lo which he Is
entitled because of his color, as
long as the legilimate needs of
people here are ignored by the
government, svery- time foreign
&id is made dependent on the re-
eipient nation's anti-communist at.
titudes, or lack of them—aon these
oecagions we lose ground to com-
munism. We have always known
that our democratic system with
. Its concern for freedom and indi-

wviduml Hberty, is beat. Perhaps now
we know that we have to go on
proving it.

And yel, one of the Dbitterest
clashes al the convention was
touched off by the fact that some
unions in good standing In the fed-
eration wlill have ocolor bars in
their charters, Negro delegates to
the convention submitted and bit-
tarly fought for ‘m resolution call-
ing for the expulsion of two of
them-—the Brotherhood of Rall-
rond Tralnmen and the Hrother-
hood of Locomotive Engine Masn
—If they did not rid themselves of
Jim Crowism within six months.

Both unions had pledged two
years ago to comply with the fed-
eration’s riles on discrimination,
Neveartheless, the Negroea' resolu-
tion was overwhelmingly defeated.
And in its plaee, the convention
voted a resolution eliminating any

federation’s top landership to work
with the two unions to obtain com-
plisnce “at the earliest poasible
date.”

In defenss of .the federation’s
stand, President George Meany
urged moderation as the hest and
surest way to end negregation. He
pointed out that the numhber of
unions stil)l having. color bars In
their charters had dropped from
twenly to three in the last twenty
years and predicled that this
slaady progreas would end if a
deadline were met., The only re-
sult would be to strengthen the
hand of the racial extremists, he
aaid, .

Meany is undoubtedly sincers In
his views. And he was backed by
the presidents of the twn unions
under attack, both of whom re-
newed their pledges to work for
the slimination of the color bars
In their charters.

However, the moderation Meany
urged in the same sort of argu-
ment which, when put forward by
the Boutherner as a defense of his
go-alow approach in the matter of
school desogregation, has been at-
tacked by the Iahor federation, In
gshort, the federation's fight was
another exampla of how the solu-
tion to the problem of racial aeg-
regation Is always easier tn come
by when the prohiem helongs to
someone slse,
