He took the magic coin out of 
his pocket, decided to let hearts 
be heads and diamonds tails, and 
t o s ^  the coin up to the celling. 
As the coin came* down, 'W»st 
waited with a cynical look on his 
face. He didn’t believe in magic, 
and beeldes he knew that both 
finesses were going to lose.

Coin Is Lost 
The coin bounced out of the 

window and rolled down a nearby 
sewer. A great loss to South 
and also to the scientists at Duke 
University, who were planning 
to teat the coin.

Fortunately our hero knew what 
to make of this unexpected acci­
dent. "This must be a warning 
not to take either finesse,” he 
decided.

And he was quite right. In­
stead, he took the ace of clubs and 
led another club to let West take 
his tricks. This taught West not 
to be so cynical, for after he had 
taken' two clubs'he had to 
hearts or diamonds, and either 
lead would give South a free 
finesse for his ninth trick.

At the Salem Cosuit Guard Air 
Station, several hundred amateur 
and professional observer* on the 
ground were disappointedwere disappointed when 
the rain and clouds cut off their 
riew.

In Boston, ground observers 
noted that the dawn light dark­
ened at ‘ the moment of total 
eclipse.

The total eclipse was to have 
been visible only In northeast 
Maasachuaetts and a strip of low­
er New Hampshire.

And It wag' In that area, the 
Weather Bureau reported, that the 
overcast was heaviest at the time 
of the eclipse.

The rest of the northeast, from 
Greenland to Florida and as far 
west as Michigan, saw varying de­
grees' of a partial eclipse.

Official viewers, scientific pho­
tographers and newsmen flew 
above the clouds in plane* to see 
the eclipse, the first In New Eng­
land in 27 years.

Thousands flocked to the water­
front, to high elevations, and even 
to rooftops but the storm clouds 
blocked their view.

Scientists of the Air Force 
Clambridge Research Laboratory 
flew 40,000 feet to make iono­
sphere studies.

Dr. J. Allen Hynek, associate di­
rector of Smithsonian Astrophysl- 
cal Observatory went up in a Na­
tional Guard jet to make still pic­
tures and movies.

A dozen members of the De 
troit Astronomical Society camped 
out on 2,000-foot Mt. Wachusett in 
central Massachusetts so aa not to 
miss the big show.

It will be a long wait for the 
next total solar eclipse. They oc­
cur In the same place about once 
every three decades.

Ultty ended two' mlnutea and elx 
seconds later, at 11:45:03.

The eclipse could b e  seen 
through holes in the clotids both 
here and on Mt. Jandia, Fuerte- 
ventura Island, whejje most of the 
American. British, Dutch, Ger­
man and Spanish scientists had in­
stalled their Instruments.

Just before totality an Ameri­
can F-IOIB jet fighter took off 
from the airport at Santa Cruz de 
Tenerife to photograph the eclipse 
from more than 50,(io0 feet alti­
tude. It followed along the fiO' 
mlle-wlde ^ tch  of the total 
eclipse at twice the speed of 
sound.

The lighthouse on Jandia Point, 
the southern tip of Fuerteventura, 
was almost in the exact center of 
the band of totality. Many observ­
ers studied the sun from there.

The great apectograjJh of the 
American expedition, however, 
was on Mt. Jandia. It was used 
throughout' the eclipse to study 
the solar heliograph, lU composi­
tion, temperature and the maxi­
mum distances of the solar Iono­
sphere.

The youngest astronomer here, 
17-year-old Timothy Wyngaard of 
Madison. Wis., concentrated on 
study of the sun’s- chromosphere. 
Timothy’s trip here was a prize 
for his work In astroftomy at the 
Madison High School.

Not all the scientists were on 
Fuertdventura., An English expe­
dition of bird watchers, headed by 
Noble Rolllil of the Glanton, North 
Cumberland, bird study station, 
studied the effect of, the eclipse 
on the habits of birds near Las 
Palmas.

Camp David To Peiping
n  may bo lo o . early to start 

talking about a "new" Khruahehev, 
a man dedicated to the advance­
ment of peace and convinced that 
all obataclea to tha pe«eful exist­
ence on one planet of the United 
States and the U.S.S.R. have been 
brushed aside. But the Khrushchev 
who arrived te Peiping, freah from 
his Camp David talka with Presi 
dent Elaenhower, brought a birth­
day message to the Oommunlat 
Chtneee on their regtme'e 10th an- 
nlvenary that counseled peece.

MorMnwr. many of hM Peiping 
re marks, when stripped of Com­
munist rhetoric, bore e etrlklng re- 
eemblance to the theme he devel- 
opend and elaborated on In Me tour 
of this country: The Oommunlet 
states do not want war. They want 
peace eo that they can build their 
economies. Whet’e more, history la 
on their aide, anyway, since Oom- 
muniam la bound te win Over 
••eenlle" capitellem.

And, te a passage whose point 
was probably not lost on hla hosts. 
Khrushchev esld that while the 
Communist nstJona hsv# the force 
to repel any "Imperllallet" aggres- 
alon, the Cormnuniet eiatce should 
not use that, force to teat the aU- 
blUty el the capltaUat ayetern. 
"This would be wrong." he said. 
"The peoples would never under­
stand and would never support 
those who took Into their heads to 
act In thla way. W# have always 
been against predatory war.

“Even such a noble and progree- 
alve system aa soclahem cannot be 
Imposed by force af arms against 
the wBl of th# people. This is why 
the SeelaUst countries, pursuing 
their coneiatent peace policy con­
centrates OB peaceful construc­
tion and by their example of So 
clallst eonstrucUan Inflame the 
hearts of the peoples end make 
then follow their lead."

New AF First Aid Program 
Could Save Civilian Lives

Ounter Air Force Beae, Ate. — 
(NEA) — Air Force doctors here 
have developed a  new first aid 
eburee called Buddy Care that 
could bo used to build your fam­
ily into an emergency medical 
team In preparation for, a  nuclear 
attack.

The unusual training program, 
wMcb enables non-medical per­
sonnel to teach other l a y m a n  
how to treat atomic blast injuries, 
haa been adopted by all the armed 
■ervicee. The Department <rf De­
fense plana to extend it to the 
nation’s two and a  half mlUlmi en 
listed men and officers. ,

Buddy Care te also expected to 
apark considerable interest among 
civilian' doctors due to the em- 
phaMa pteced on civil defense at 
this year’a (Conference' of State 
Govemora In Puerto Rico. The 
conference adopted New York 
Gov. Nelson Rockefeller’s plan for 
constructing household bomb ehel- 
tere, regar<l«4 as an Important 
step in reducing fatalities in any 
nuclear war.

Many physicians bsHeva that 
adapting a program to convert 
large numbers of dtlzena Into 
emergency medic# would cut the 
death rate even further. . Says 
Dr. David E. Price, chief of th# 
U.8. Public Helath Service’s Bu 
reau of State Services:

Impreeeed' with Idea 
•We’re veiy much impressed 

with the Idea of people being 
able to take care of themeelvee, 
their friend# and their neighbors 
In the event of a nuclear attack.” 

The Buddy Care syitem la cen­
tered around two special pack­
ages. The first contains materials 
to teach a man how to treat In- 
Juriea that could be caused by . an 
atomic blast, except r a d i a t i o n  
elcknese. Thle is too difficult for 
anyone to handle except experi­
enced physicians.

These kite will be issued to 
military training officers and non- 
coms who will study the subject 
matter and then teach It to other 
personnel. It takes about 28 hours 
to teach the entire course. Periodic 
refresher courses also will be pro­
vided. , ■ „

\ The second package conUlns all 
\ necessary drugs, bandages Md 
' aurgical equipment for treating 
dOO patients.
\ The medical supply kite cost 
143.8 apiece. I t would cost millions 
of dollars to provide them for the 
en'tlre population.’ Civil defense 
strategists have made no move to 
take this step.

The supply kite will be stored In 
varldiis locations on each military 
Installation. All personnel will 
know where the kits are stored so 
they can be opened at once In case 
of sn emergency.

The importance of Immediate 
treatment Is emphasized by the 
training program’s Inventor, Lt. 
Col. James H. Moore, chief of non­
resident training division of Gun­
ter's School of Aviation' Medicine.

Oruelal Period
"The first few hours after a n\i- 

clesr explosion is the most crucial 
period for cas\ialtles,” he explains 
"Unless there’s adequate first aid 
that’s the period when the most 
Injured people will die.”

.Tust as Important to Col. Moore 
Is Buddy Care’s Instruction on 
how to maintain adequate health 
in a devastated area in the face 
of food shorUgea and a break­
down of sanitation facilities.

''These are the conditions under 
which disease spreads and quick­
ly grows into epidemics,” he says. 
Disease haa always caused more 
deaths In war than the Instru­
ments of battle.”

Both mlliUry and civilian doc­
tors feel the most impressive 
thing shout Buddy Care is that it 
provides the answer to a major

Then 
he sells the pictures to the news­
paper. A shot of last summer’s 
flood on E. Middle Tpke. was pub­
lished by both The Herald and the 
Courant.

David specializes in accidents 
mainly because they pay better.
A picture of an accident involving 
physical injury will pay more than 
a view of a regular accident. The 
worst accident he had ever shot 
was one in which the car flipped 
over, although the occupants es­
c a p e  with relaUvely little injury.

Although David has been photo* 
graphing accldenta for laaa’thah *  
year, the legal aspect of hla hobby 
has not escaped him. Lawyera wUl 
purchase the pictures if  they hsve 
a bearing on the case, i.e. a  pic­
ture showing the position Of the 
brakes. David’s  pictures could de­
cide a case, for there aren’t  many 
accident photographers in town.

Not any picture will suffice, and 
i t  takes ingenuity to decide the 
correct angle of each view. One 
mistake that David admits to, was 
the failure to photograph a picture 
of an obstructed stop algn which 
the driver couldn’t see so that he 
entered the street without ^slop­
ping.

David plans to make photog­
raphy hla career and plans to Join 
the photography club. Having his 
own darkroom, he-has been pro­
cessing his own film for four 
years. The actual photographing 
of accideiiU was not begun until 
eight wortths ago, due to hU ac- 
quiaitlbn of some necessary equip­
ment.

The only advice he has to offer 
those w ho would like to photo, 
graph accidents is to stay out of 
the way of the police.

Epiil J. Bllotta, Fenn vice presi­
dent and general manager, said 
that the changes Involve basic lan­
guage changes in the contract 
which ia .eaaentially the asm* aa in 
the mid-1940a. Such language in­
volves working conditions and 
'atipulations which do not fit much 
of the company’s present day ac- 
tivitiea, he said.

Other articlea need to be "clari­
fied ao they are plainly understood 
by both sides,”  he explained.

The talks, which began Sept. 9, 
do not involve wages. The fourth 
meeting between the company and 
union ia scheduled to take place 
Monday. The contract language 
changes proposed by the company 
have not yet been discuaaed by 
the parties, Bllotta pointed nut.

More than 2,000 production 
workers of the Bridgeport Braes 
Co. went on strike shortly before 
9 a.m. today after rejecting a com- 
pan.v contract offer.

The vote for an immediate 
■trike was taken during a meet­
ing attended by nearly 1,000 em­
ployes at Sokol Hal], Union presi­
dent Samuel Voipe was .instructed 
by members of Local 24411, Fed­
eral Labor Union, to request that 
the company resume negotiatione 
as aoon as possible.

The old contract expired at mid­
night last night. Negotiations 
broke off shortly after midnight 
with both parties far apart on 
numerous issues including wages. 
The company’s offer of a 2-year 
contract with a total wage pack­
age of 12^ cents was-rejected by 
the union which is seeking a eeven- 
cent increase for day workers, and 
a flve-cent increase for incentive 
workers with a wage reopener in 
the contract after the first year.- 
Seven union officials sre also seek' 
ing a full 40-hour week’s pay for 
time devoted to union builneaa.

The strike is the second in the 
history of the company which has

been operating for more than 100 
years. The company also operates 
plants In Norwalk, Conn., Mtchl 
gan, Georgia, Indiana, New Jersey, 
California and Canada.

^  atart out of a morning and 
that paint bucket weighs six 
pounds. A t quitting time it 
weighs 50.

"Painting fence* is the moat al­
mighty boring job there la.

" I  reckon I've painted . .  lordy, 
lordy . . .  I  reckon close on a thou- 

. sand mile of fences.
“ I  try to keep my mind off what 

I’m doliyf—commence to figuring 
how I  cin  get off work to go fish­
ing. mainly.

"Why, I  don’t even look at the 
fence I ’m  painting.

“ I  know rhy atroke, I  know my 
brush and I know where my paint 
bucket is. I  can look at the sky 
the whole time and not miss a lick. 

" It ’s the last strbke that counts.
"1 get enough paint on the 

board, then jam my brush plum up 
sgajnst the batt and give a good 
swipe all the way down the board.

"The batt is the board that runs 
up and down. A  post is set every 
eight feet. The fence rail* are 16 
feet long, and the batts are nailed 
to the rails opposite every post. 
Makes It look ̂  nice.

“All the fences In these parte— 
on the horse farms—aVe four-rail 
fence*. The space between the top 
snd second rail is nine Inches: be­
tween the second and third seven 
Inches, and betWeen the third and 
bottom six Inches. |

"It  takes a gallon of paint to, 
each panel. Every 16 feet of fence 
is a panel.

"One time me and Lucien Brad­
shaw wanted to go Ashing if I got 
through early enough. I painted 
40 panels and got through by half 
past two. That’s going some.

" I ’d far rather build fences than 
paint them. Time seems to go fas­
ter. It ’s slower work, but it goes 
faster.

"1 can build a mighty straight 
fence.

" I  jvist line It up by eye keep 
walking backwards and setting 
posts. I  know where to start and 
where to wind up, and I won’t miss 
it four Inches one end of the fence 
to the other."

Lucien Bradshaw, the grounds 
foreman at Calumet Farm where 
Kirby was working, explained the 
puzzling variation In the spacing 
between the fence rails.

The bottom space is narrow 
so horses can't get their heads 
through to eat grass (greener, 
obviously, on the other sidet, and 
get stuck.
■ Bradshaw also observed Calu­

met Farm has 23 miles of fences, 
that It costs $8.40 per panel to 
build and paint them with the 
heavy fence paint, and that the 
fences are painted every three 
years.

" I ’ve’ painted every mile of 
them,”  says Dewey Kirby.

Workmen and conetructlon men in 
Manchester have offered . their 
time and labor to the building’s 
construction.

The assoejaiion had its founding 
In times when organised recrea­
tion for small and large fry was 
seriously lacking. Its aim was, 
first, to make this recreation 
available and, later, to make it 
available to children who would 
have been otherwise foot loose and 
fancy free. In present times, when 
Juvenile delinquency is an unwel­
come term, members of the asso­
ciation state H ia their desire to 
combat, through athletics and 
Other activities, the atmosphere of 
Idleness and boredom which helps 
generate it.

The career o f the Junior A  A cor 

rectlv begins in 1929 with the 
opening by a few interested towns- 
f^ p le  of a microscopic bank ac­
count labeled Bat and Ball Fund 
at the former Manchester Trust 
Co. Among its first contributors 
were the late Albert B. Foy, Man­
chester’s first full-time fire chief;

. Fire Chief; the Ute Judge Ray 
xnond Johnson and Samuel Mas'

But the 11.8. Supreme Court 
held in 1S67 that Du Pont holdings 
In OM tended to violate antitniet 
laws and directed Judge La Buy to 
work out a remedy.

It  has been one of the biggest 
antitrust eases In the nstlmf's his­
tory.

Release of the decision Is timed 
to come after all American stock 
exchanges are closed for the week­
end.

For Judge La Buy, 70, the Du 
Pont case has been the dominant 
matter of hie 38-year career on 
the bench. He was elected to the 
Illinois Circuit Court after 3t 
years practicing Jaw. In 1944, 
President Franklin D. Roosevelt 
named La Buy, a Democrat, to the 
federal bench.

Judge La Buy heard the suit 
without a Jury during 102 days of 
testimony in 1953 when k record 
of 3^  million words waa arfiaseed

In hit decision dismissing the 
civil eetlon, Judge La Buy aaid the 
government failed to prove con­
spiracy, monopoly or restraint of 
trade In Du Pnnt'e business relS' 
tionships. He also suggested the 
ground upon which the Supreme 
Court revereed hie finding—influ­
ence through etock ownership.

He aocepted calmly the Supreme 
Court’s revereal-and order to work

out a atock dlepeeal plan, and 
then, on hie own motioa appotntM 
two lawyers ad friends of the 
court to represent Interests ef the 
Individual elockhoMsle.

HJa sole dlscreUon governs to­
day’s ruling—a decision compar­
able in the economic world to any 
of the biggest buslnees deals ever 
made 'by a Ford, a Morgan or s 
Ilocktfeller.

The formula can be Judge La 
Buy’s acceptance c f plans pro­
posed by government, Du Pont or 
stockholders; a compromise of 
these, or hie own.

Royal McBee Wins 
Patent Suit Award

British Males Whistle

Hartford. Oct. 8 (J”) — The 
Roygl McBee Oorp. hoe been 
awarded nearly a third of a mil­
lion dollars for an- infringement 
on one of its patented typewriter 
devices by the Smith-Corona, Inc., 
another typewriter manufacturer.

Judge J. Joseph Smith of the 
U.S; District Court ruled in 1966 
that Smith-Corona’s - automatic 
margin setting device was actually 
the one patented fo f Royal type­
writers. He appointed Atty. Ed­
ward Seltzer of Hartford to act 
as special, master -and deterinine 
how much Royal McBee Was owed 
In royalties.

Yesterday Judge S m i t h  ap­
proved a federal court special 
master's award of $299,504. Seltz­
e r figured the royalties due at 
$1.09 apiece for 274,775 machines 
turned out by Smith-Corona dur­
ing trie infringement period.

Three Force 
Cuba Airliner 
Fly to Mianii

Miami. Fla., Oct. 3 id*) — Using' 
live hand grenade* and a .45 cali­
ber automatic pistol, three Oi- 
bans hijacked a Cubans Airlines 
plane last night and forced the 
pilot to fly to Miami.

The Cubans--a frither, his 16- 
y«ar-old daughter and another 
man—were turned over to immi­
gration authorities police who 
accepted their surrender in the 
cockpit of the 4-engine Viscount 
turbo-prop airliner.

Police identified the trio as 
Esteban Betancourt, 47. his daugh­
ter, Gloria. 16, and Osvaldo Hen-' 
nandez, 28.

They aurrendered without re­
sistance and-'asked for political 
asylum. Immigration authorities 
said they agreed to withhold in­
formation on- the Cubans at their 
request. ‘

It was not learned If they were 
fugitives of tlie Fidel Castro gov­
ernment. The plane was to return 
to Cuba.

Police gave these details:
The plane w«a en rout'e from Ha­

vana to Santiago, Cuba with 56 
passengera and a crew of four 
when, the gi-eriade-to.tlng trio en­
tered the cabin.

They pointed the pistol at the 
crew. On* of them held a grenade 
rear the throat of th i plana com­
mander.
