This spectacle engages the imag-
ination of the nation’s women, who
are playing a notabje role In his
early popularity. It engagea Lthe
doubt of some of the nation's men,
whoase primitive instincts look for
welght and subatance and proven
exparience,

Perhaps, "as. the Kennedy camp
hopes, n glamorous primary vie-
tory or two will give this slight,
boyish figure the appearance of
substance and weight, We would
guess, however, that the flesh
Kennedy really needs must be
that of policy seriousness and;
policy rightness, and that such
policy, If {t ia successfully evolved,
musl have some of the freshness
and originality of his appearance
without ever seeming youthful or
amateurish or risky.

There have héen aspects of his

public performance to date which
indicale that he has at Jeast a
tentative courage and convietion
and originality. But If we were
managing his candidacy we would
want there to be forthcoming
demonstrations - of such qualities,
and we would avoid, as if it were
the one important peril, the busi-
ness of trving, to have him mere-
Iy pose. seem all good thinzs to
all good people, and offend no-
body.
The possible Ribicoff influence
on the Kennedy strategyv will be
watched with interest. But if it s
than one aslight, lithe handsome
figure showing another how: to
make hearts flutter. In politics,
you have to be against sin, too.
