I  wish they could get a closer look at to­
day’s professional insurance man.

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GQP Sweeps Election; 
Risley, Butler Winners

Vernon Republicans won back 
the top town poet of flrat select­
man In yeaterday's t o ^  election 
and reseated their candidates in 
all other town posts.

George E. Risley polled 1,833 
votes over former F irst Selectman 
Edgar H. Wilson, Democrat, who 
polled 1,508. Rlsley'a margin of 
488 votes over his opponent was 
reflected partly in hts being 
backed by the Independent Party.

Wilson, elected first selectman 
In 1957, was relegated to  third se 
lectman; a post he held for two 
previous terms.

Mrs. Mary Pfau, Democrat, the 
first woman candidate for select­
man, polled the lowest number of 
votes among the selectman can­
didates and did not get on the 
Board.

Other Democrats besides Wilson 
who won seats by virtue of pre­
vious. minority representation on 
certain boards, were Herbert J. 
Hannabury on the Board of Fi­
nance, and Harvey X.. Yonce on 
the Board of Education.

Mrs. Pfau and Seymour E. Lnv- 
itt, the two Democratic candi­
dates tha t won places on the tick­
e t through a  primary, were not 
elected. Lavitt was running for the 
Board of Education. Yonce was 
also a  candidate of the younger 

* element of the Democratic P arty  
tha t forced the primary, but he 
was favored by the older majority 
group as well.

Butter Tops PoU 
Town Clerk H enry Butler was 

top vote getter a  distinction he 
earned In the town election two 
years ago also. His p l u r a l i t y  
yesterday was nearly double tha t 
of two years ago. He received a 
total of 2,05« votes, 750 more 
than hts opponent.

Edward R. Llpka, Democratic 
cartdidate for town desk, received 
the least number of vote* on .the 
ballot — 1,300. Atty. R o b e r t  F. 
Kahan, elected to the Board of 
Eudeation. was second highest vote 
getter with 1,946. Lavitt, running 
for the same Board, was second 
to the lowest vote getter with 
1,416.

In the contest for constables, 
Michael C. lacobucci, D, received 
the feweet, votes and thus was the 
only one not elected.

Edmund F. Dwyer, R. received 
the moat votes among the con­
stables, 1,926. Other* elected with 
Dwyer were: John E. Lehan, D. 
1,466, Erwin Tuxbury, D, 1,496, 
Scott Wells, D, 1.477. A rture Geno- 
veel, R, 1,870, George L. Massey, 
R, 1,877, and John Williams, R, 
1,896.

The Independent P arly  candi­
dates polled from a low of 120 for 
Mr*. Fitzpatrick,' to a high of 140 
for Raymond C. Weston, Board of 
Finance candidate.

A total of 3,512 votes were 
cast, 2,287 In the city out of a pos­
sible 4,806, and 1,245 In the rural 
d istrict out of a possible 2,782.

Profes­
sional policemen, such as Schen­
del and Chameroy, are (jonductlng 
the course*.

Dr. Genua, a professor a t the 
SU te Teacher* College in West- 
field, Mass., instructs one of the 
laboratory courses. The Institute, 
which is an Independent organiza­
tion, wae the fleet such s c h o o l  
established In New England.
