No Winner In Sight

1If It were & trus tast of strength,
tn which one side had some realis-
tie chance of bending the other to
its will., there might at least be
pome brutal kind of common sense
in the steel strike altuation.

But, in 80 days, neither labor or
management has succeeded In put-
ting any visihle kind of pressure
on the other. Rather, the only
change that time and obstinacy
have brought would seem to be a
strengthening of resolves on either
side.

The only real pressure created
by the situstion has not been on
steel mansgement, or on steel la-
Por, but on the nation's sconomy,
and therefore, secondarily, on the
nation's political process. .

Not so much because they are
hurting each other, but because
they are at last beginning te hurt
the natien, President Eisenhower
bas finally moved to the Taft-Hart-
Jey fact-finding and injunction

¢ process.

That process, in its full opera-
tion, is agaln no settlement, but
marely & postponement of the is-
suss involved, a postponement
predicated on the hope that time
will help soften hard bargaining
positions, '
* With this tha prospect, one can
applaud the expressed intention of
the President's fact-finding board,
which is to make une last effort at
8 negotiated mettilement, which is
what must result eventually, be-
fore it proceeds toward the injunc-
tiotr procesa.
