The parent doesn't criticize his
son's or daughter's cholce . of
friends, He may be more enthu-
astic about some than about oth-
ers, but he keeps his criticisms to
himself. | .

The parent doean't try to make
life eanier for the grown child by

nancial or otherwise. He standa
ready to help, if he can, In & crisis,
but he doean’'t feel the child who
is grown and on hin own has to
have his constanf help.

The parent, In short, stops pct-
ing like & parent.and begins to be-
have like a friend.

Set Expense Record

What may ba the most costly
single-year capital' improvements
program in town history is being
undertaken by the Board of Direc-
tors, -

A report by General Manager
Richard Hut’{n suys the Board
will have spent $357,749 by June
3, according to its present pro-
Eramming. Soms ,000 was
spent last yesr,

8o far, the Board has either
spent or committed $257,749, and
expects to spend another $100,000
on paving to bring the total to
what Martin haa® called "a nize-
able sum for capital improvements
in any year.”

Yet, the Board is being pressed
from all sidea to spend sven more.
It may put a bond issue up for vote
in 1060.

Expenditures, allocations, and
commitments so far include $18,-
255 for drainage at Schaller Rd,
and Bolton St.; $34,250 at Robert-
son Park; $45,000 for a swimming
pool at the Verplanck School; $33,-
425 for Center St storm sewers;
$35,200 for achool renovations:
$1,206.53 at the North End junior
high school; $60000 for & storm
sewer for the Junlor High site;
and $16,000 for a storm sewer to
relieve Leonard 8L

All these, plus paving, are ex-
pected to be covered by available
funds exceeding programmed ex-
penditures by the narrow margin
of $485.

But despite the size of this 1.
year program, it is seen as plece-
meal and as catch-as-gatch-can by
many.

School Board Critieal |

The sharpest critic of the Di-
rectars on this score is the Board
of Education.

And Martin him#elf has strong-
ly recommended a planned 6-year
approach, rather than a year-by-
year one, of meeting general gov-
ernment  capital improvement
needsa. His 6-year $2,333,000 pro-
gram would be financed by one or
more bond issues, an extra mill on
the tax rate for six years; and
othar revenues. ’

Also, he has recommended a 8-
year $455,000 plan for fire depart-
maent improvements to be financed
by bonds, sale of town-owned
proparty, and an extra two-tenths
of & mill on the fire district tax
rate for five years. The fire plan
would provide three new stations
and " $75,000 In apparatus, It Is
based on a report by the Board
of Fire Underwriters which sald
the town department {s inadequate
because of ita layout,

The general government pro-
gram would proyide projects long
requested by town departments
and agencies. Over six years, these
would Include a Highway Division
garage, $75,000; an addition to the
Mary Cheney Library, $250,000;
improvemgnt to municipal build-

. $30,000; storm sewern, $300,-

; paving (including State aid)
$800,000; highway extensions and
widenings, $150,000; aserial sur-
vey, $350,000; voting machines,
$28.000; cemeteries, $35,000; Rob-
ertson Park, $40,000; swimming
pools, $180,000; equipment, $25,-
000; and school improvements,
$570,000.

The Board's program this year
has already cut Into some of
these hoped-for expenditures.
However, Martin had wanted the
money available this year to be
meshed Into his overall program
for the best financial average.

Water Storage Problem

Another question facing the
Board this year {s the engineering
report which sald the town's.water
distribution system hasn’'t enough
ftarage capacity on the line to
meet fire protection and peak ton-
sumer demands. The report recom-
mended immediate expenditure of
$70,000 and a start on planning
for $362,000 more to bring the
syatem up to standard. Ideally,
$1,471,300 should be spent (n° com-
ing vears' to provide good service
as the town grows,; the report
said. _

Pembly of the Uni‘ed Nations, the
gsusl American leadership of
yoting on an East-West issue fal-
tared. It faltersd on an lssue which
has previouslv revealed a progres-
sive American weakness over the
yeary. It faltered because the ia-
wue in queation is one on which our
position itself is weak,

-Batk in 1948, whea the plans for
the first setting up of the United
Nations organization wers being
made, the hig powers made an in-
formal agresment among them-
selves for the allotment of the non-
permanent seats on the Becutiky
Counecil, The British Commeon-
wealth of Nations was always to
have one peat, in addition to Brit-
ain's own permansnt sest. The
Lavin American nations vere al-
ways to have two seats. Eastern
Europe 3as always to have one
peal.

This agresment has been kept
faithfully over the years, with one
excaption. That exception devel-
oped when we began putting other,
outside ¢andidates in the field for
the Eastern European seat, after
the nations of Eastern Etrope Had
been taken aover by the Commu-
nists. Since we began this policy,
we have giways had the voles to
prevent ghy Zagtern European na-
tion from obtaining the two-thirds
General _Assembly majority necea-
sary for election to the SBéeurity
Couneil. )

But we have often, over the
years, encountered defections,
Among votss we could normally
count on in East-West fssuea

Yesterday, these defections be-
came more numerous than ever be-
fore. In the contest between Po-
land and Turkey for the Eastern
Burgpean aseat, ‘It was Poland
which led, with a high of 48 votes,
only aix short of the two-thirds
majority required, an® our candi-
date, Turkey, which trailed, with
only 33 votes,

The balloting was secret, but it
was quite obvious tha* many of our
normal | followers, Including an
estimated eight votes from Latin
America, were going over to what
might be labeled the Communist
side, and that many of our sup-
posed. friends in other parta 'of
the world were doing likewise, In
all, some 37 non-Communist na-
tions voted for Pgland.

The Latin
American nations, for instanoes; eals
culate that if one part of the 1848

We bid farewell grudgingly to
every laat toneh of open weather,
and yet, If this present change,
with its stiff cool breeza from the
northwest, proves to have accom-
plished the duparture of cartain
migratory characters, we may be
able to solace ourselves.

to the idea that we are a rational
being.

There {5 no sense trying to be ra-
tional, whan warblers are around,
The only solutions are irrational,
and ‘they must be firmly, “blindly
held.

The simplest irrational conclu-
aion (s to decree that all the warh-
Jers on hand in & given acre are
myrtle. Take them for granted,
and enjoy your peace. But do not,
in- the midst of vyour new-won
peace, oren an eye thicket-ward.
Unless, that is, you are willing to
suffer the penalty of aeeing dis-
playad toward you a rump which
in distinctly not yellow,

Or, for another venture into ir-
rationality, you can decide to rely
upoh the ear glone. You closs your
eyen, and elassify the warblers by
thelr tsks, the long, tha short, the
low, the loug. We were having a
pleasant time doing this one warb-
ler day, when ona tsk sounded mo
directly overhead we had to cheat
and open. our eyes, and weore re-
warded. with the sight of a Wwood-
pecker. Whatever warbler qur’ ear
had expected to see remains & pri-
vate matter.

If, after such experiences, you
abandon the refuge of irrational-
ity, and decide to puzzle out each
individual fiit, and make maental
entry of none but the surest iden-
tificationn, that Is a noble decision,
which leads straight to madness,
They could be leaving, with this
caoler alr, In any case, they will
be back next spring, and in prep-
wration for that ordeal we need a
good long ‘winter which we can
spend all eased -up, idenlifying
chickadees. -

The specific blows which are

resenting the death knell of the
patronage aystem are, however,
much leas important than the
long-range economic trend. Civil
service oan be adjusted, until it
merely becomes a handsomer atyle
of awarding patronsge, since it
can award fobs good for life In-
stead of jobs good only until the
next elsction. The state dual job
ban does not of itself eliminate
the Aling of jobs by politicans;
it merely reégulstes tha asurface
decency of It. And the abolition of
county government which had
come over the years to represent
the nesting place of those who
were employed by political ma-
chines to perpetuate the machines,
does not mean that new neating
areas could not be ecreated, should
there be aspiring tenants

Despite all such reform prog-
reas, the basic death blow to the
patronage syatem has come in the
economic conditions of these three
decades up from the depths of
depression.

Banks Note Big Decline
In Money for Borrowing
An old-time slogan of the thrift

Never In the re-
cent past has this been as true ny
it is today.

Whether it is a house or a house
dress, many dollars of financing
have been needed to nchieve the
end product, If the bullder or the
manufacturer had been unable to
get those dollars they could not
have made the product available
to you. When builders stop build-
iIng and manufacturers stop
manufacturing, joblessness rises.
Men and women unemployed are
more reluctant to spend, Perhaps
they won't be spending for the
product or service you sell.

In this -happening today? We
are enfoying something of a boom,
And if you've studied the economic
indicators — those selected atatis-
tics of bullding starts, hours of
waork, disposable income and such
that the economists use to protect
the timetable of ecanomic cycles
—you will know that these indica-
tors proclailm that we are just
about in the middle of this boom,
meaning that the prosperity we
enjoy might well continue for an-
other 12 months

nomic books to promise that what
happened in the past will also hap-
pen in the future. Right now some-
thing that hasn't happened for a
long time is happening: We are
running out of money., By we I
don’t mean just you and me, al-
{ thotigh this might be true. I mean
the banks, This has been caused
in measure by the Federal Reserve
Board's policy of making' money
less avallable in their fight against
infiation.

During
the second quarter of this year —
yes, when buniness was booming—
savings bank deposits rose by only
5 per cent compared with the pre-
vious year while the money that
you and I took out showed a whop-
ping 19 per cent gain.

At the nation's Savings and
Loan institutions, the estimated
withdrawals In July rose to 2.5 bil-
lion dollara against 1.5 million in
June and 2.1 billlon In July of 1958
to record one of the heaviest with-
drawal’periods in years, while de-
posils were an estimated $300 mil-
lion less than in June and $100
million less than in July of 1958,

The money that finances home
building comes largely from these
savings institutions.

violet radiation and x-ray radia-
tion. These radations are belleved
to have an important influence on
our weather and on the lonosphere,
the upper part of the Earth's at-
mosphere.

Gauges also will check the den-
sity of micrometorites, the so-
oalled cosmc dust. By measuring
punctures, the gauges show how
much damage manned space ve-
hicles are likely to receive from
this meteorite hombardment.

The satellite carries solar cells
to recharge ita batteries. One of
the cells is unprotected from the
efforts of micrometeorites or cos-
mic radiation. If this cell operates
without protection, spaceships
may be able to carry signifiedantly
less weight by eliminating the pro-
tective devices.

The major weather experiment
s a measurement of the heat
balance between the Earth and
the sun — that is, the amount of
heat from the sun that reaches the
Earth-and the amount the Earth
giveés back.

The balance is nearly constant
over the entire Earth for a period
of- many years. However, the
BEarth receives more energy from
the sun near- the equator than it
radiates Into space. Around the
North and South Poles It radiates
more energy into space than It
receives.

Meteorologists believe the ener-
gy s transferred about the Earth
by means of ocean currents and
this, in turn, causes most of our
‘weather, Information gathered by
the "gyroscope” satellite could
result In improved weather fore-
casting.

The aatellite was designed by
the Army Ballistic Missile Labora-
tory at Huntaville, Ala., which
also provided the first astage Jupi-
ter rocket, NASA's jet propulsion
Iaboratory developed the 3-atage
upper assembly which is made up
of clusters of samall solid-fueled
rockets.
