Highest Hurdles Ahead

Mother Seton Advanced 
Small Step to Sainthood

Mother Elisabeth Ann Baton, 
who took another step toward 
eanonization last week, is still a 
long way from becoming one of 
th* many thousand saints on the 
Roman Catholic calendar.

The announcement by Pope 
John XU that the American- 
bom nun has "passed the ‘antepre- 
paratory’ stage" means she 1* 
somewhere >ln the middle o.f the 
eanonixatlon prooes*. with the 
highest hurdles ahtad.
V Th* Catholic Church doesn’t 
take aainthood lightly.

Mother Seton, who could become 
the first native American saint, 
died In 1821, but canonisation pro- 
cbedlngs did not get under way oh 
the lowest offlcial level (the Balti­
more JUocese) unjll 86 years had 
passed.

F()ur year* later, the document* 
painstakingly collected and ex­
amined In Baltimore were for­
warded to Rome to s. "postuiatpr',’’ 
g sort of clerical attorney who 
would plead her case hafore the. 
Congregation of Rites.

Further examination by a com­
mission in Roma, delayed by 
World War I, lasted another 28 
years. It ws* not until 1840 that 
her cause was formally Introduced 
and she was being considered for 
beatification.

George C. Manhalt, who 
guided America’s armed might in World War II and created 
the postwar Marshall Plan to safeguard free nations afainst 
communism, is dead at 78.

Marshall had been seriously ill since he suffered a atrohe 
last Jan. 16 at his winter home in Pinehurat, N. C. He was 
brought to Walter Reed Army Hoepital March 11. Ofutth 
came to him there yesterday evening.

Perhaps no man of his time had been called great bjr^so 
niany of his countrymen as George Catlett Marslum.

Three presidents—^Roosevelt, Truman, and Eisenhow^—̂  
almost revered his awesome abilities as a soldier, atateMHUi 
and diplomat.

He led the gigantic war machine of the United Siatea as 
Army Chief of Staff throughput World War II. Then In t8a 
evening of his life he was recalled ,to duty as Secretary. of 
State and again, during the KorCan War, aa Socretary o f 
Defense. ♦
' For his formulstlon of th* Mar­

shall Plan, which bolstersh frss 
nations of the West with massive 
economic aid from America. Mar­
shall was Swarded th* Nobel peace 
prize in 1853.

Prezident Elsenhower called 
Marahall'a death "■ cauM for pro­
found grief throughout the United 
States." He ordered th* flag to he 
flown at half staff from all public 
buildings and military Inatalla- 
tion* until after MarahrtTe funeral 
Tuesday afternoon.

Typically, Marshall had decreed 
that hia funeral be a simple one.
It will be held at Ft. Myer Chapel, 
on th* edge of the Arlington Na­
tional Cemetery In Virginia.

Former President Rmry S. Tru­
man, told, of Marahall’t  death, aaid 
"He Wes a graat-general, a g nat 
SeexiUry of State and a great 
Seeratary of Defans.A Ax a  mlli- 
txiyl.mxB ha wxa the best since the 
days of Robert . EL Lee.”

But Marahall was not enilrely 
without 'critics. The late Sen. Jo- 
Mph R„ AleCarthy (R-WU) once 
told the Senate Marehall was 
"steeped in falsehood.”

FormSr Sen. William Jenner (R- 
Ind), a McCarthy cohort, oppoaed 
MarahaU’s nomination aa Secre* 
ta ^  of OafenM in 1950. Jennar 
ealiad him, "ij; Uvlnf lit” and X 
"front mxn for .traitors.’’ ; 'r;

Thera wen many who exme to 
Mxrahxll’a defense against'tbta at­
tack, For himaw, Marshall chill- 
in^y Ignored It.

B ^  fonper prime MtaUater 
Wlnatoii ChurchlU of Britain and 
the late Marahal Joseph Stalin of 
Russia were, said to hdve favored 
Marshall for the role of supreme 
commaader of the Normandy in­
vasion. But the late President 
Franklin D. Rooaevelt told him, "I 
feel I could not sleep at night 
with you out of the country.”

"Of course I wanted to get out 
of Washington," Marshall said, 
reminiscing later. ‘Tm  a soldier. 
I wanted a combat commuid. But 
I had no choice. President Roose­
velt wanted me to stay'In Wash­
ington."

It was President Truman who

called Marshal] back from hts 
postwar ratirament at Ms com­
fortable, historic homa in Lees­
burg, Va

Truman, who once called Mar­
shall "the greatest living Ameri­
can,” Srat sent him on a fruiUeaa 
mission to'China, to try to recon­
cile the Conununlst and Natlonr 
aliat foroea who were dividing the 
country.

Then he was named Secretary 
of State, a Job far removed from 
the exp^ence of 45 years in the 
Array. Marahall held it for two 
yesTA troubled years in which the 
Q>id War pattern became act.

Hia Marahall. Plan waa ftrit 
enunciated at a commencement 
addreae at Harvard in 1947. Un­
der it, and lU suceeaaors, billions 
of doliora in aid liaa gone to Allies 
and friendly oountriet; He alao 
Helped lay down the "TriinMan 
Doctrine,” which made Greece and 
Turkey out of' bounds for Com- 
nmnlst cxjHuwion.

He resigned as Secretary of 
State only because a serioua opera­
tion for removal of a kidney made 
him feel he no longer could de­
vote enough time and strength to 
the Job. This old alhnent, along 
with hla strokes, was Hated aa a 
cause of death.

But again in 1950, when Truman 
called, he took over the reins as 
Secretary of Defense while the 
Korean War ran'He course toward 
an end that giVA Vtctory to no 
one.

In public and ss a mlUtSry fiffl- 
cer, the ramrod straight Marshall 
was cold, correct, austere. His blue 
eyes could pierce s subordinate to 
the core. He expected an underling 
tb Jump when he spoke. He alwaya 
addressed his mlllUry. associates, 
with few exceptions, by their last 
name alone.

Yet at home he was gentle, con­
siderate, and charming. He was an 
accomplished raconteur. He en' 
Joyed 'muddy work In his garden. 
He took an occasional drink, but 
had not smoked since 1935.

Like Elsenhower, Marshall loved

tc relax with a gunsoMke western 
yarit. H4 enee remarked it waa 
hard to tell them apart "because 
they all have the asms cover —• 
featuring an inordinately devel­
oped female who seldom* appears 
elaewbere in the book."

Marshall was bom In Union- 
town, Pa  a  mllitairy p a r a d e  
thraugh ita flag-decked streets ia 
his: youth confirmed him in his 
knowledge that he,would beaaol* 
dier. He waa graduated from Vir­
ginia Military Institute, and so 
became an anomaly — a non- 
West Point man who headed the 
army. He served with distinction 
in World War I.

la 1902, Marahall married Lily 
Carter .Coles, who died in 1927. 
Three Jreara later, he married 
Mta . Katherine Boyce T a p p e r  
Brown of Baltimore.

Hcoe we are equipped with all of the con- 

nectioDs and functions of an agency in the cen­
ter of a d ty . A room fuD of tdi^phone equip­
ment in the basement—automatic and infaU il^ 
—puts us in instant tdephone oonununicadon 
with metropolitan centos all over the country. 
A  direct phone line connects with our New 
York City offices, and Tdetype keep us in dose 
touch with other oflices. On occasion we have 
landed a helici^iter on our own grounds to give 
os 2(j4ninute connections with transcontinental 
planes .out of Mallow Run and the Detroit Met­
ropolitan Airport.

There is no traffic problem getthig to tfie 
new offices, not even for tiie few of our people 
who stiD lire in D etroit They drive out of tiw 
city in tiie'm orning witii the l i f te r  traffic and 
back at night in the tqipoaite direction to  the 
A go in g  stream of traffic. Moat of ns drive to 
work in ten m inutes in gleaming cars w itii'm l- 
dom a  tpaUk of dtyr grime on them, and park 
practically at the d i^ .  When clients visit us, 
we can take them to  lunch just up the road at 
the deUgbtful country dubs or to one of the 
several excdlent local eating places.

By usiHg a heUcopier, adman 
Jones finds visits to 
distant clients less a chore 
than a happy adventure.

But, for all the apparent absence of pressure, 

millions of dollars of advertising annually go 
through these comfortable offices which look 
out over the wooded lulls. Our annual billing 
has increased SO percent since the m ore, and 
personnel has expanded accordingiyi

Since the move, we hare even added aeveral 
downtown Detroit dientst inchidiog M i^ g an  
Consolidated Oas Company, The Detroit Times, 
S. S. Kresge Company and Bull Dog Electric 
Products, and serving them has created no lo­
cale proUems.

However, just in case you get the impression 
that we m i ^  be too rural, let me note that the 
ageiiey,of ootifae,has major activity in the large 
cities, with an eastern division on Matfison 
Avenue, New York, where it Is eaaential that 
we be located dose to TV and radio sttkBoa 
and the other faefiities associated With adver­
tising. We also maintain dlloes in Los Angdes 
and Toronto.

F n n lM r A dvasitages
When vre Ibst explored the idea o f movini^ 

out, we had some doubts about obtaining the 
prompt service in printing, photography, en­
graving and art work, essential to advertising. 
As h turned out, tiiese so-called problems of 
production were m i^  easier to handle than we 
had expected becaiise a nnall colony of art 
stndios and photographic studios has grown up 
around os now at “Culture Corners."

I  should like to note another important ad­
vantage we have found in moving to the sub- 
urbs-our new location has enabled us. at a 
time vdien business is expanding, to  attract tal­
ented and valuable people. Pleasant, convenient 
offices and ideal working conditions provide a 
strong incentive to apply to os first and, instead 
of being lost in a skyscraper, our own budding 
in a prominent location on a busy commuting 
highway has also helped make the agency well- 
known to  those in tlw profession, as well as to 
the general public.

Now, l l i e  R e g in u l Q ty
Fbr some busineaa, it is essential to be cen­

trally located. But we feh, and later proved, 
that today a busineas such as ours c o i^  very 
well get out of the d ty . proper—thus relieving 
and avoiding the traffic congestion that appears 
to be stagnating some of our city arcis.

We bear a  great deal nowadays about the 
“regional d ty" from which the suburbs take 
on some functions, vdiile the city replacca 
bliglued areas with some of the attractions of 
the suburbs.

I TRAVEL OUT OF SEASON

Among my friends and neighbors so many of us 
k are'hotfoot travellers that it is strictly taboo, 
conversationally, to discuss one’s travels when meeting 

socially. Why? Everybody has already been there. I 
try to combat this difficult situation by being an ofT- 
the-beaten-track, out-of-season traveller. I go to the 
West indies in the summertime, dodging' the hurri­
canes, travel within the Arctic Circle in the summer, 
too. and shop for fall clothes in the ' lovely cool 
Dublin springtime.

Taking them loosely, alphabetically, in what places 
have 1 had the most fun?

Many people think that Amsterdam is the gayest 
city in Europe today. I am not ready to concede 
this, but I will admit that it has several special holds 
on my heart.

I am, of course, of Dutch descent. My family 
came from a little town called De Bill, which is 
now Holland’s weather station. Although I am a 
sixth-generation American, I still look so Dutch that 
when I am in Holland, people on the street ask me 
for directiohs. I can read and understand the lan-
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guage fairly well (which makes for more fun), al­
though everyone speaks English, (oo.

Amsterdam was also one of the very first European 
cities I saw as a  child, and I still feel very much at 
home there. It is called the "Venice of the North." 
but its forty miles of canab today are simply charm­
ing wat^rscaping. The only boats that go through 
them are the tourist tour boats. The fourteen hun­
dred houseboats anchored in the canals, which at­
tempt to 'relieve somewhat the difficult housing 
situation in Amsterdam, rarely move about.

I have fun in Amsterdam walking and window- 
shopping-mainly for antiques. I also, in fantasy at 
least, shop for a town house. Along the Keren, or 
Gentlemen's Canal, there are Kith- and 17th-century 
houses that you can buy for as little as I5.(X)0 
guilders (about $4,000). Many of them have beauti­
fully s te i^ d  gables With cranes in the attic windows 
for hoisting up furniture. One I especially covet is 
called "God is myn Burg",(God is my Fortress). I 
laughed when I saw a modem Dutchman's house 
just outside of Amsterdam, for in its- gable was the 
legend, 'Caveat- Emptor" (Let the Buyer Beware)!

It is fun to be in a city where men are men, and 
know it, are good dancers and handsome, tp boot.

For fun in Denmark, start with the Tivoli, the 
model for amusement parks everywhere. It has every- 
thing-honky-tonk, of course, but also sections that 
are truly elegfnt. The most ebullient children (mine) 
can be let loose tjtere with impunity,, for the parit b  
wonderfully laid out and caiWully guarded. While 
the little ones whoop it up in the Fun House, their 
pirents can have a true -gourmet meal in sudt res­
taurants as the Divan II or the Belle Terrace, both 
in the park. -

Before I fell in love with tiM Tivoli, I had never 
seen a flea circus. My youngest son was the first to 
drag me to the "Loppe Sircus" where I found that 
he was already well known, and quite a shill. We 
had a grand time watching a charming French flea- 
Fifi-who balanced on a high wire with the help 
of a tiny feather fan. Other fleas, of course, played 
imemational soccer.

And I wilLnever forget one evening in the Tivoli 
when I was standing outside the Fun House after 
having captured one of my boys as he emerged 
from, a binrel roll. Next to me a young ̂ Danish 
father, holding a small sticky boy by the hand, was 
abo waiting for a child to be dbgorged from the 
Fun House. Suddenly he walked away, then, return­
ing out of the d a r k n ^  he thrust an ice cream into 
my youngest’s hand, saying in perfect English,'“Wel­
come to Dennuirk."

Is it any wonder, that of all the posters he could 
have had in hb room, my Stephen I w  one above hb 
bed of the Tivoli gardens? He looks longingly at it 
each night before he says hb  prayers.

I have fun Ui Dublin doing my Christmas shop­
ping in May. 1 buy lengths of tweied, linen handker­
chiefs, leprechauns (stuffed). 1 pick up Georgian 
silver (for modest sums) and lug home my quota of 
Irish whbky for the Irish doffee drinkers among my 
friends.
, ^Dublin b  another place where I do my fantasy 
town-house shopping. For about $10,000 1 can buy 
a fine Geotgbn mansion, perhaps on St. Stephen's 
Green. The present American Embassy, abo Geor- 
gbn ,b  soon to be sold. Would that it could be to me.

Dublin b  the ̂ ity in which I have ^uiet fun of a 
very heart-warming kind. The greatest fun b  gab. The 
Irish arc great talkers, which b  no news, of'course, 
but tfie kind'of talk in Dublin b  inspiring, amusing, 
delightful to the ear. 1 should like to send my soru 
to school there sorhetime, to Trinity College, to en­
rich their vocabularies and theb voice tones, as well 
as to teaebthem the art of.,conversation and the turn 
of an epigram.

The Irish, who claim with some pride that their, 
climate b  terrible, are rather insulted when an out­
sider says he Nkes H. 1 happen'to. I like the damp 
clean u r, the quick, caressing showers. I never fail 
to be amazed at the palm trees which remiqd me that 
Ireland b  su(Mropical.

1 have great fun eating in Dublin. Irish Bay 
prawns are a delicacy thb side of heaven, specially 
as they are served at the Hotel Gresham in a thin 
crystal-atemmed glass, the edge of which has been 
dipped in paprika. Once iny two youngest sons ate 
them in one form or anoUicr at every hinch and 
dinner, for a month. That's solid satbfaction.

Sontetimes 1 think the Spanish gypsies are the only 
gay and fully utbfied people I have ever seen, and 
for sheer fun I choose the gypsy caves in Granada, 
across the valley on the hill of Sacramonte. I enjoy 
the clever, graceful, wily gypsies wherever 1 en­
counter them. (I forgot to mention that one of the 
attractions of Ireland for sne b  the gypsies there, 
known as the “Irish travellers.” ) Gypsies are bom 
dancing, it seems, and never are too old or too rotund 
to quit. I could sit for a week in a hard wooden chair 
supplied me inside a gypsy cave, watching them do 
the flamenco.

The gypsy settlement outoide of Granada b  per­
haps the largest in tite world. They live there in 
thrir caves with whitewashed fronts and gay cur­
tains in the windows (a sign of prosperity). I was 
told that one very suenssful gypsy dancer has a 
white telephone in her cave.

A few years back, the Spanish government tried 
to relocate the gypsies in modem tenements, away 
from the Sacramonte. They moved out somewhat 
doubtfully, but almost immediately moved back to 
their caves. There, they said, they were much safer, 
cooler in the summer, warmer in the winter and, 
having only one door, burglarproof. I remember 
asking one old gypqr whether he owned or rented 
his cave. He replied that, of course, he owned it— 
his grandfather had dug it out himself from the 
mountainside.

On week- 
days they serve 250 funches on board, from 11:30 
to 2, not only to tourists, but to Swedish business­
men, who Ukd to come for a lunch in the sud.

Everything is enjoyable in Vienna, in my opinion, 
but I had the most pleasure after a delightful perform­
ance of ‘Tales of Hoffmann" at the great new Staats- 
oper.

for a sound animal-—look, listen, ride^and, i f  n^iSktry, ask a vet

BY ELLIN K. ROBERTS

JUST AS THZSE si« three major qualifications to be 
met by any home you buy-be must be sound in 

wind, limb and siabt-so there are three major steps 
fw  any prospective purdiasor: look, listen and ride.

In looking, note his siie-you don’t want to ie> 
semMe a peanut when astride nor to  have it iqqiear dukt 
you should be carrying the horse. Then, starting widi 
his head, watch for fine'modeling, small eats, large 
eyes with no white showing. Hte neck should be fuH 
but not thick and tend to an  arch rather than ewe- 
neck. A broad chest, dearly defined w ithm , skqdng 
shoulders nnd a back that dips only slightly (too m udi 
and he’s "sway-backed”) are other points to  note.

For hardinett and strength, oompactness'is m an  
desirable than ranginess, so the distance between the 
last rib and the hindquarters should be short and the 
rump nicdy rounded. Inspect for linnpsor scatson hb 
legs, and while h takes an expert to td l age by Us 
te e ^  you can see vtiiether t ^  appear excesdvdy 
yellow or worn. ’

To tesHiis sight, toss up a stone from various angim 
and hxA for h b  re^xmse.

;Jhe listening has two facets. If there b  any coughing

or wheezing during a workout, go on to the next pros­
pect.

Besrare of k hard mouth 
and any tendency to kick or rear. Make sure he lets 
you nwunt and dismount widwut fidgeting and that 
hell back without tugging or twisting.

Finally, just ask yoursdf if he’s fun to ride. You’re 
after pleasure, remember, not punishment

If you’ve been cautious and conadentions in buying 
your horse, you’ll think a kingdom an umyoithy ek- 
diange for your noble friend.
