Two men whose carcers were

Thoy were President Eisenhow-
er, who was plucked from obscur-
ity by Marahall to become supreme
commander of the Allled Forcea in
Burope in World War II, and for-

Eisenhower and Truman, cool to
each other since politics put them
on opponite sides of the fence,
nodded solemnly and shook hands.
They had not met face to face for
six yenrs.

After Marshall had guided

Those who take the view that
most of the fakery on telavision Is
quite harmiess, and not really fool-
fng the public ever, either, will
probably consider that Frank
Stanton, president of CBS, {a going
unnecessarily far in hia reform in-
stincts. We would point out, how-
ever, that the policies he ia pro-
posing, which may seen. unneces-
sary prudery to some, might wind
up ereating superior entertalnment
—entertalnment far wsuperior to
the product so carefully fashioned
by television's use of all the arti-
fices Stanton now proposes to
elther label honestly or abandon
altogether,

Stanton wants to éradicale not
merely any chance of moral trick-
ery on.quiz shows, bhut also all
wlements of either audio or visual
misrepresentation on all kinds of
programs, He would eliminate the
canned laughter or applause which
is now dubbed In on television

_~ahows filmed before empty or un-
responaive studlos. He would end
the Inference that television Inter-
view shows, like “Person to Per-
pon,” are supposed to be spontane-
ous when, in reality, the questions
are framed and presented in ad-
vance. He would have interview
guests either denied advance
knowledge of the question, which
would produce spontaneous inter-
views, or he would have the audi-
ence informed aa to the real nature
of the guestions,

Stanton woula also end similar
false semblances of spontanseocus
reallty on news programs and in-
terviews,

One view of such proposals could
be that they would take half the
art out of television, create chnos,
and wreck entertainment.

And it could also be sald thal
the television audience does not
need any such protection, that it
{iself already senses, without be-
ing told, the moment when laugh-
ter s dubbed In, If only by its own
fallure to laugh at the sams mo-
ment, and that {t can tell, by the
way the person being Interviewed
comes up with the answer, that the
question and answer have been
previously rehearsed in the per-
pon’y mind,

But, supposing that Stanton and
his executives should have the iron
nerves and resolution reeded to
put up with the chanoces of spon-
taneity, the result could be real
and genuine entertalnment, more
priceless than artifice could evar
create.’ The iron nerves would be
needed because such spontaneity
would ohviously produce mistakes
in conduct and in taste. The reso-
lution would be nesded because it
would also produce some very dull
moments. Honesty can sometimes
be wery dull, In it results—or
seem dull, at least, to professional
standards far entertainment,

There was & trial program, not
many months ago; which may have
been very fascinating for millions
of viewers, but which, by profes-
atonal standards, was considered
auch & dull flop It was speedily re-
moved from the air, It was a pro-
gram which tried to experiment
with extrasensory perception. It
brought to the streen indlviduals
who Had tested out as having an
unusual extrusensory capacity, and
then submitted them to conlests,
which involved thelr abllity to
Jdentify playing cards which only
the manter of ceremonies and the
audience could see.

Dr. Wernher von Hraun publicly
lectured American offidialdom yes-
terday, and even the pomibllity
that he may have been right does
not make us take kindly to it.

He may even resign as the
Army's supposed top space scien-
tist, he threatened, unless he and
his team are allowed to get on
with the projects they consider
proper. Unless he Is giyen his way,
he seemed to say, we will have to
pass Russian customs barriers
when wa finally get to the moon.
At fault, he charged, in the lack
of firm decision on the part of
United States government policy.

Dr. von Braun, or his Army
team, deserve credit for putling
the first American nsatellits into
space. Conceivably, therefore, he
may be right about what America
needs to do if it is to get back inta
the space race with Rusaia.

But what we keep remembering,
as we hear Dr, von Braun telling
the American people what to do, is
the reason we have the good for-
tune of having Dr. von Braun with
us. He in with us because, when he
wns Hitler's top rocket expert In
World War TII, his rockets weren'l
edrly enough or numerous enough
to win the war for Nazi Germany.
Had he had = little more success
then he might atill be telling us
what to do, "hut with even more
authority than e possesses now.
