President Eisenhower said to­
day he is willing to go to an 
East-W est summit conference 
whenever the western Allies 
have coordinated their posi­
tions.

The President told a news con­
ference that without ,such prior 
coordination at i  pre-summit ses­
sion, the situation could be just a 
Donnybrook — or confusion.

Eisenhower confirmed that he 
haa been plugging — in private 
correspondence with the western 
leaders — for an East-West sum­
mit meeting with Soviet Premier 
Hikita S. Khrushchev as early as 
December.

But the President said he has no 
strong feelingi regarding the time 
of any such session.

The important thing, he empha­
sized, is that the West get to­
gether and present a united front 
at any summit session.

Eisenhower stressed that he is 
ready and willing to meet at any 
time with French President 
Charles de Gaulle, British Prime 
Minister Harold Macmillan and 
Weat German Chancellor Konrad 
Adenauer.

Eisenhower's news conference— 
•ittended by ebOut 50 reporters — 
wss held In the Georgian room of 
the Richmond Hotel here, a few 
miles from his vacation headquar­
ters at the Augusta National Golf 
CTub.

What NASA will take over is 
the Saturn program for develop­
ment of a gigantic rocket complex 
taller than the Statqe of Liberty. 
It  will develop 1% million pounds 
of thrust, far more than anything 
the Russians now are known to 
have. This is enough to fling a 15 
to 20-ton satellite Into orbit or 
land a truck on the mOon.

Italian Leftist Wins 
Nobel Literary Prize

Stockholm.'^Sweden, Oct. 22 UP) 
— Italian Poet Salvatore Quasi­
modo, 68, was awarded the 1959 
Nobel prize In literature today. 
He le an associate of leftist causes 
who says he has always fought 
for world peace and friendship.

The Swedfah Academy cited 
Quasimodo for lyrical work which 
it said "with classical fire ex­
presses the tragic experience of 
life' In our times.”

The poet, a one-time jack of all 
trades, now teaches, history of li­
terature at Giuseppe Verdi Mus­
ical Conservatory In Milan.

As in the four other N o b e l  
categories this year, the monetary 
prize is 142,606. These prizes are 
the largest since the awards were 
begun In 1901. The money comes 
from income of a trust fund sstsh- 
llshed by Alfred Nobel, the Swe­
dish inventor of dynamite.

Italian newepapers jumped the 
gun and announced .last night that 
Quasimodo had won. He welcomed 
the news and talked with repor­
ters In the drawing room of his 
modest Milan apartment.

" I  am particularly happy be­
cause it means Europe finally 
recognizee that the barrier of pro- 
vlncialisnd,' namely of a false tradi­
tion in Italian literature, has been 
surmounted," he said.

Although he is In dellcats health, 
he said he will go to Stockholm 
for the awards ceremony Dec. 10, 
the 63rd anniversary of Nobel’s 
death. He suffered two heart at­
tacks last year while attending a 
writer’s meeting in Moecow.

"Literary life in Russia develops 
in a normal climate, without po­
litical pressures,” Quasimodo told 
the new'smen.

He took a slap at Boris Pastsr- 
nak, the Soviet creater of “Doctor 
Zhivago,” who turned down the 
19.58 literature prize under Com­
munist political hounding.

"I think Pasternak JS' as far 
from this generation as the moon 
is from us." Quasimodo said.

The Constitutionsl Committee Is 
responsible for most of the work 
involved In carrying out the sgrM- 
ment last February in London 'to 
give the British island colony inde­
pendence. The committee has been 
netB>tlatlng on the framework of 
Uie Greek-majority, Turk-minority 
government scheduled to take over 
rule of the Island next year.

The archbishop visited acting 
Gov. George Sinclair and Turkish-. 
Cypriot leader Fazil Kutchuk to 
tell them of his decision to suspend 
talks.

Makarios reportedly told Kut­
chuk that his followers ' were 
alarmed over the alleged smug­
gling attempt and w o n d e r e d  
whether there would he any useful 
purpose in continuing negotiations.

Kutchuk told newsmen he was 
■urprised by the archbishop’s ac­
tion.

But In an earlier reference to 
the Incident Sunday, the Tucllish 
leader had declared: " If  - this iras 
an attempt to smuggle am a into 
Cyprus, those responsible 'have 
caused the greatest possiMa harm 
to our community.”

Forsyth County 
dental officer, said Wednesday he 
compared the teeth of second grad­
ers in the city schools and in the 
county schools where the water is 
not fluoridated.

He said the second grade city 
youngsters, moat of them 8 years 
old, began drinking the fluoridated 
w'ater as infants. He said there are 
far less cavities in the teeth of city 
school children than in the county 
children.

"The evidence is definite. From 
looking into the mouths of 12,(K»0 
children—both county and city— 
we have found that tooth decay- in 
the Winston-Salem child is 50 per 
cent or more less than in the child 
living in the county,” he observed.

It was in 
an attempt to get the vote of 
Asian delegates w.ho were appre­
hensive about angering their big 
Communist neighbor If stronger 
words of condemnation were used.

Twenty-six nations' abstained 
'from Jhe balloting, Including Great 
Britain, France and Belgium. The 
three U-S. allies voiced strong 
sympsUiy for Tibet’s plight but 
they insisted Tibet is part of Red 
China, and that the U.N. has no 
right to interfere in the internal 
affairs of nations.

The Peiping regime made clear 
in advance that it will disregard 
th e . resolution. ”We will carry on 
the revolution In Tibet to the end,

Charter Plan Hearing Slated 
NoVe 12 at New High School

The Srat public hearing on the^ 
dmwlng up of a charter for Vor- 
hon'e thmo govemmenta waa set 
for Nov. 13 at Rockville High 
Bchooi by the Conaolidatlon and 
Ciharter Commission laet night.

Also, members voted to ie4k a 
trm  proposal from a charter con­
sulting firm wl)lch submitted the 
lowest bid from among three bldk 
asked. The Charter CommiMlon 
will aak for a town meeting, prob­
ably within a  month, to approve 
funds for the service when a def­
inite coat figum ia obtained.

Tha first public hearing Nov. 1j2 
will open with a general session in 
the auditorium, at which the pur­
pose of the meeting will be out­
lined Suggestions will be made of 
topics to be discussed, and resi­
dents attending the meeting may 
then Join smaller diecusslon groups 
In varloui claserooms.

This system la designed to cover 
more ground in one hearing since 
pemons Interested tn a particular 
phase o f the proposed charter may 
discuss it with a smaller group.

The topics expected to be of 
major Importance in the charter 
planning are: CoUncil-mayor, coun­
cil-manager, or exeeptive officer- 
mayor-council: partisan or non­
partisan elections; district or at' 
large elections, and methods of 
districting; and means of taxa­
tion for services received.

Commission members believe 
that there is general acceptance of 
the need for consolidated efforts 
In police protection and highway 
maintenance to effect smooth and 
economic operation.

It  appeam that it might be well 
to continue the two distinct fire 
departments in the city and the 
rural area, with officials cooperat­
ing In making out a budget to be 
paid by the entire town.

Officials representing the town, 
the city and the fire district gov- 
emmer|ts outlined their j|overn- 
ments' functions to the “ harter 
Commission last night. They all 
Indicated that the governmehts 
need considerable improvement

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A Strike In Time
ofIt would tppbar, by some cheer­

ful buainesa logic, that the ateel 
Btrlke haa been the {rreateat good 
fortune for the American economy.

The situation. It seems. Is this. 
Thanks to the steel strike, the 
American economy haa been given 
a breathing spell, a period of 
actUlty diminished or held in 
check, which has been baslcaUy 
healthy. The reason It has been 
healthy to hava us slow down a 
bit Is this; If we had gone ahead as 
fast as we hoped and Intended, we 
would have run out of business 
about the middle of next year and 
encountered another recession dip.

By cutting out three months of 
ateel production, and delaying Im 
dustrlal expansion or production 
expansion which depended upon a 
supply of steel, we have safe­
guarded ourselves against any new 
recession six months from now.

By not shoving production. In­
ventories and sales as high as we 
might have pushed them during 
the period of the steel strike, we 
have avoided an Inevitable dip in 
sales and production later on.

And It is much more comfortable 
to prolong a b<*m hy slowing It 
down than Hds to try to patch It 
together again a fl^  blown
up on you.

:Bo long as we continue to live 
In an economy of managed scar­
city, It Is difficult to fault this log­
ic. It would seem so sound, so over­
powering, in fact, that we are on 

' the verge of proclaiming that If we 
hadn't been going to liave a steel 
strike, we should have invented 
or arranged one.

But inviting as this logic may be, 
It leads on to some further conclu­
sions which may not be considered 
quite so entrancing.

It would appear, wouldn't It,
that our steel Industry Is quite 
capable of turning out in eight or 
nine months of the year all the 
steel we really need.

It would appear, wouldn't It.
that a steel worker really needs
to work only nine months of
the year—so far, that is, as his 
responsibility for supplying steel 
we really need la concerned.

Or, to figure It another way, if 
we wanted to run our steel Indus 
try on a sensible baaia really good 
for the national economy, we would 
aim to keep It going at 75 per cent 
of capacity year In and year out 
with the steady number of em 
ploye work hours needed for that 
75 per cent of capacity production 
WeVould know that heading up 
toward 100 per cent of capacity 
would meein a dip below 75 per 
cent later on.

But when have we ever deliber 
ately decided to handle a boom that 
way? When have we ever resisted 
the Idea that there need be no limit 
td production, sales, profits, and 
wage hours and wage rates? When 
have we ever deiiberately taken 
breather, so our prosperity - will 
have a.chance to live longer?

Historical]^, our only cure for 
our ovim follies haa been a reces' 
Sion. But now; it seems, another 
timely ture .is being recognised 
that of a good long strike.

This new doctrine of Russia's re­
sponsibility for the actions of all 
Communist nations also has the 
American peopU themselves in 
mind. The State Department wants 
us to understand and ha prepared 
for its own possible necessities of 
conduct. It simply would not he 
able to take the carrot from one 
C.-immunisti capital at the same 
time •• was receiving a kick from 
another, and it wants to make this 
clear both to Russia and to us.

Having gone to such length to 
explain what we think are the rea- 
sons for the SUts Department pol­
icy pronouncements, however, we 
must now observe that, like any 
cosmic pronouncement which tries 
to apply itself tc a temporary and

One unpleasant teat of it«could 
come if the circumstance the doc- 
trine tries to prevent should ar­
rive—If one of Russia's allies 
should make an armed move.

Or by re­
paying the violence of Russia's 
friend by violence upon Russia?

But the really unpledsant ques­
tion about this doctrine la the ques­
tion of whether or not we would 
want to have such a principle ap­
plied to us. De we accept responsi­
bility for the actions of i^l the al­
lies to whom we have supplied 
guns and dollars all around the 
world? If one of our wards 
launches a military atUck against 
somebody, will we consider our­
selves responsible for that aggres­
sion? If  Syngman Rhee or Oiiang 
Kai-shek should escape from-'our 
policy control and go herserk, 
would we consider Russia Justified 
in calling off the diplomatic thaw?

Perhaps, If our new doctrine was 
well thought nut, our State Depart­
ment haa answers for such ques­
tions, too.

on the Connecticut books has been 
expected, and should still be ex­
pected.'to produce an eventual in­
crease in the formal party affilia­
tion of Connecticut voters. But the 
sUtlstics recently released by 
Secretary of State Blla Grasso in­
dicate that this Increase has not 
yet materialised, not in any im­
pressive proportions.

The extent of party registration 
in Connecticut Is extremely uneven 
from community to community. 
Judging from the statistics, there 
are three classes of community 
where the number of voters who 
formally belong to some party is 
especially high.

One is that traditional cradle of 
the democratic, process, the very 
small town, where it was still pos­
sible, while the caucus system of 
nomination \yas being followed, 
for one hall to hold all the town's 
voters.

Another class of community 
where the party enrollment has 
normally been high la the occasion 
si city, sometimes the very big 
city, like Hartford, where gen­
erations of savage party faction­
alism. in which rivals for party 
control won or lost according to 
their talent for adding names to the 
pqrty Hat and then voting them, 
built up the party • memberships.

In between these two, the very 
small town where neighbors at­
tended party caucuses together, 
and the occasional city where Iri- 
terneqlne party strife found rival 
machines building up the party 
lists, fell the more routine Coh; 
necticut community, in which the 
proportion of party registration to 
the total voting list was strikingly

low. It was low prlmgrUy bocausa 
membership paiiielpaUan in the 
political process was not an at­
tractive role for the normal voUr. 
PoliUcs was a sordid business, 
with caucuses held In smoke-filled 
rooms, where the smoke came 
from the cigars of political hacks 
who were primarily the party's 
jobseekers. There was nothing else 
which barred the ordinary voter 
from enrolling in a party, and at­
tending the caucuses which select­
ed the party's leadership and its 
nominees for public office, but 
that was enough to discourage him.

The new state primary law .was 
expected to altbr this situation, 
not by extending to the voter a 
privilege he could not have exer­
cised before, if he had chosen, but 
by making the conditions for his 
exercise of that privilege mor4 at­
tractive. He now can go to a vot­
ing machine. In a public place, in­
stead of to a district clubroom. He 
doesn't have to associate with any­
body, or sit in any drift of cigar 
smoke, or be subject to the In­
ference that he himself Is after 
some kind of job.

That, In’ time, this new atmos­
phere for the participation of the 
I n d i v i d u a l  In the nomination 
processes of a political party will 
pay off in a heavily increased par­
ty registration in Connecticut is 
predicted by the third Instance 
of an existing heavy registration 
which is contained in the Grasso 
statistics. Such an example la the 
large town of Manchester, which 
had Its own system of party pri­
maries long before the state law 
was passed. The fact that pri­
maries had long been an institu­
tion in Manchester, offering' their 
smoke-free participation in the 
nomination process, is mainly Re­
sponsible for the fact that the 
Grasso statistics show that town 
with more than 17,000 out of 31,- 
000 voters registered with one 
party or the other.

This Is a proportion measurably 
^igher than any other Connecticut

community of aimllar-sixed voting 
Hat, higher than any of the city 
elUea except New Britain, and 
higher than mil except a group of 
/ety small towns when the meet­
ing rooms are still large enough to 
disperse the Apolitical smoke. The 
sUte-wide trmd will be slow but 
inevitably, we should eay, toward 
the Manchester standard.

But if, even at this latr date, it 
should still retain its sometimes 
lazy stages, so that the color 
doesn't flash everywhere at once, 
but eteals a new thicket or copse 
each morning and bivouacks half 
way up each hill before it storms 
the summit, then the rich, full 
beet would be etlll to come.

This week the color has resdly 
begun. But thla week's stage could 
have been that of the third week 
in September or the fourth. It 
could be that now, at this point in 
October, all except the more stub­
born oaks would be bari and yet 
the visual fact Is that there are 
atill trees on which not even the i 
green seems very tired. I

We do not know the chemical an- 
cv.’er. If we were to draw ah anal­
ogy from vegetgblea land flowera, 
we would eay that me long early 
aummer rain and ahada both re- 
■trained and protectad the latent 
growth vigor o f  vegetAblds, fiow- 
erA, and tree foliages, and that, 
when the good aun of September 
finally came along, everything re­
sponded as if summer had really 
begun for the first time, pushing 
out new shoots, new bioom, new 
yield, new foliage toward the 
frosts and winda to come. '

That, at least. Is the way we 
stand, even after the vlelt of a 
frost and wind or two—an early 
summer lushneaa now at laat yield- 
Ingi to the. delayed red flares of 
autumn.

Whatever the final glory of the 
annual show is going to be, in the 
days Immediately ahead, there is 
going to be one unusual thing 
about it. You have never seen such 
a full display so late In the year. 
From red leaf to red bud on the 
swamp maple will be, this year, a 
ahorter time to wait.

unopposed at a public hearing: in 
the Verplanck* Rchool last night al­
though a few suggestions were 
made regarding comparatively 
minor ehang:es in the route.

About a dosen of the approxi­
mately 130 resldenta attending the 
hearing asked questions from the 
floor or made suggestions after 
highway department officials fin-, 
lahed their presenUtlon on the 
proposed relocation which la still 
at least four years away.

The StaU contemplates taking 
32 dwellings and two resident- 
business type buildings In Man- 
che.ater for the project A large 
portion of these are In the S. 
Main St-M t Nebo PI. area where 
a master Interchange la proposed.

A few . residents In this area 
spoke at the hearings, but did not 
register opposition to the plan, 
apparently feeling the route had 
been fairly well decided upon.

The proposed relocation will be­
gin at ah Interchange at Spencer 
St.' and run parallel to Hartford 
Rd. on the south side to the mas­
ter Interchange and then continue 
on parallel to Charter Oak St. and 
Highland S t to Camp Meeting Rd. 
and then on to the Bolton-Man- 
chester Town Line.

As at a similar hearing In Ekist 
Hartford Monday, first a brief 
history was given by highway of- 
fldaU as to how the highway 
route was chosen, then the route 
was traced on a projected map, 
procsduras used by the State in 
acquiring property for the project 
were outlined and finally a ques­
tion and ansarer period was held.

RMph U  Hagen, deputy highway 
eominUaloner, said plans for the 
relocation have been imder dls- 
eusskm since 1955 and that every 
effort had been made to integrate 
State and local plana.

Seen BsaeAt to Town 
Hagen said it Is expected that 

the relocation ctf Rt. 6 will have 
a ••positive" affect on Manchester 
In that It would help rid street 
congestion, aid the merchants, re­
duce travel time ̂  and open up the 
land east of Manchester for indus­
trial development.

David Johnson, assistant chief of 
planning, discussed the details of 
the route, saying it had been 
chosen after several traffic sur­
veys and much study of land use, 
population trehds, anticipated in­
crease in motor vehicles and so on. 
Several other routes which had 
been discarded because • of coats 
engineering, or the fact they would 
call for the taking of more homes 
than the route finally chosen.

Johnson said the proposed Rt. 5 
relocation would be a six-lane, 60- 
mile-an-hour highway with a 60' 
foot median atrip and would re­
semble the Connecticut Tpke. In 
places other than the Interchanges, 
a 800-foot right-of-way would gen­
erally be called for, he said.

Tentative schedule of operations 
call for., beginning engineering de­
sign in 1861, completing the design 
In 1863 and starting right-of-way 
purchases in 1963. 'The construc­
tion data is dependent upon future 
funds, bo said.

Leslie Wilson, a rights-of-way 
engineer, explained the procedures 
Involved' in the State's acquiring 
property from resldenta for ^ e  
proposed highway.

He said maps would be available 
ence the route has been definitely 
chosen, which would let the own­
ers know if their properties will be 
In the path of, or adjacent to, the 
proposed highway.

Properties that will be taken by 
the State will first be appraised 
and payment made on the basis 
ef this appraisal. However, if the 
owner disagrees with the ap­
praisal, he may have it re-ap- 
praised or refer the matter to kn 
attorney, Wilson said.

Damages based on the appraisal 
will be paid in a partial taking and 
a ••fair market value ’̂ will also be 
paid when all of a property is 
taken.

WUI Fay Market Value 
KVery effort will be nihde by the 

Rtate to pay this •‘fair market 
value. ’̂ Wilson said, and the ap­
praisal will be based on a physical 
Inspection plus information sup­
plied by the owner regarding Im-

Bue he flayed proposale put' 
forward by the West to safeguard 
Berlin as nothing more than "a 
defensive, delaying action” after 
Rueaia demanded that the Alllee 
leave the divided former German 
capital. ' ^

The Allies in negotiating with 
the Soviet, he said, have niade it 
clear they want German unifica­
tion only on their own terms and 
that they are unwilling to pay any 
serious price to the SOrtets to 
achle've this goal.

•'We are simply not strong 
enough In this world today." Ken­
nan said, ' ‘to expect to have our 
way without compromise, and we 
are not going to become that 
strong.

"So long as we disinclined to 
approach the solution of the prob­
lems of German unification and 
disengagement on the basis of 
compromise, it is hardly realistic 
to expect that any progress is go­
ing to be made at all."

Kennan denounced the Idea of 
any summit conference with Rus­
sia at this stage, saying such a 
top level meeting should be only 
for the purpose of "formalizing 
agreements already largely negoti­
ated “at lower levels.”

Failure of a summit conference, 
he said, would damage world hopes 
for peace because then the major 
powers will have already ex­
hausted with no success a forum 
which he said should be reserved 
only for "final and momentous oc­
casions."

In assailing the administration’s 
defense policy, Kennan said it 
is time to make "a fresh and 
determined effort to eliminate” 
forever nuclear weapons from the 
arsenals of mankind. .

He advocated insisting on in' 
spectlon safeguards in any imiver- 
sal disarmament plan. But, he said, 
he sees no evidence that the ad­
ministration Is ready to consider 
seriously Soviet Premier Nikita S. 
Khrushchev’s plan fo.- abolishing 
all weapons over a 4-year period.

As an alternative to atomic de­
fense, Kennan urged what he called 
a major strengthening of conven­
tional American defense forces as 
well as those o f American Allies.

Regional 8

Teachers Ask Recognition
O f Group by School Board

Rdeognltim of the- RHAM Hlghtthe need for executive eeaelon. Se-
School Xklucation Aaan. (RH8EA) 
araa requeated Monday night by 
the RHSEA executive committee 
at a meeting of the Regional 8 
Board of Education.

RHSBJt Preaident Edward Yeo- 
mana aald that the group's mem- 
herahlp Includes all 35 staff mem- 
hera and the principal, Carlton B. 
Seyholt.

Presenting the request to the 
Board, Yepmana aald," "We be­
lieve the only way of eatobllshlng 
smooth relatione with the staff la 
through tho aaaociation. We’ve 
gotten off to a fine start this year, 
but we feel there are unsolved 
problems."

No reference was made by Yeo­
mans to a statement from 12 

.teachers, who have not signed 
salary agreementa, presented at an 
executive session of the Board, 
Sept. 21. and reveWed In the min­
utes made available to the press 
at the meeting this week.

According to the minutes the 
statement- had been prepared "In 
consultation with the legal coun­
sel of the Connecticut Education. 
Assn. for-.the use of any teacher 
who, not having signed a salary 
agreement for the 1959-60 school 
year prior to the receipt of his 
Initial pay check for service dur­
ing 1959-60, wishes to keep legally 
clear his right to continue negotia­
tions for a final salary determina­
tion acceptable to him for 1959- 
60."

The flnkl paragraph of the state­
ment signed by the teachers 
authorises the Salary Committee 
of the Regional District 8 Educa­
tion Assn, "to carry on such fur­
ther negotiation with regard to 
salary for the 1959-60 school year 
as may ba necessary to arrive at 
an acceptable agreement and final 
determination of amounts due."

The executive minutes also said; 
Secord expresaed the opinion that 
first of all the Board haa to rec­
ognize the teachers’ bargaining 
agent before anything can be done, 
and that the Bosird cannot rec­
ognise the Teachers’ Assn, until 
-they (the teacher's group) have 
taken steps to ask the Board for 
recognition."

P8SP Again Mentioned
The executive mlnutee also say: 

"Mrs. Wright moved that the 
Board adopt Mr. Manges’ sugges­
tion that the Board communicate 
with the staff stating that it is 
ready and eager to begin w-ork 
with the staff or its representa­
tives on the study and development 
of an evaluation Instrument relat­
ed to the salaries oa per. the terms 
of Item 9 of the P.S.S.P. (Profes­
sional Services Salary Plan). Mrs. 
Houle seconded and the motion 
woa passed unanimously. A sug­
gested date for meeting with the 
staff was Oct 15, 1959.”

At the meeting Monday night, 
Douglas S e c o r d ,  Marlborough 
Board member, aUked why the 
teachers had not complied with a 
"suggestion that a letter be sub­
mitted," made "at least three 
months ago” concerning associa­
tion recognition. Yeomans said the 
group had not received such a re­
quest to his knowledge.

Rural superintendent Andrew 
Manges intervened, saying that ! 
the group’s presentation Monday 
night "waa partly In response to 
the request by the Board that the 
association present its constitu­
tion." He added, "It Is certainly In 
line with the Board’s early think­
ing and request."

Replying to a query from Mrs. 
Wright whether the tcachera were 
ready to begin work on a "qualita­
tive instrument," Yeomans said 
they had drawn up a “suggested 
group of policies governing how 
the Board and teacjiers' organiza­
tion would work." Yeomans aald 
the teachers were attending Mon­
day night's session to answer ques­
tions.

Chairman Robert Foote respond­
ed, "We can’t expect to go Into it 
tonight with such a lengthy agen­
da." Yeomans then inquired wheth­
er a special meeting could be” 'set 
up with the board.. ,

Seybolt suggested thst "a week 
would be enough for the board to 
mull this over."

After additional discussion in ' 
which Yeomans offered to submit I 
a written request to substantiate j 
the verbal request, Secord moved 
to. hold an executive meeting with- 
the teachers next Monday. i

When Board treasurer John ' 
Yeomans of Andover questioned

cord sold he thoaght the Board- 
teodbers meeting should have "the 
freeddm of mutual discussion” 
without the worty of misunder­
standing from the quoting of our 
r e m a r k  s." He added that he 
thought later discussions could be 
opened to the public If they liked.

Athletki Field'Nearly Done
Clerk of the works Dwight 

Martin told tha Board Monday 
that the drainage and athletic fitjd 
project le 90 per cent complete. 
The hockey and football fields have 
been seeded and contractor Wil­
liam Leary estimated that three 
more days would be needed to seed 
the baseball field and to finish the 
area. The mild weather this fall 
has allowed Leary time to get the 
permanent seeding done, instead 
of the temporary sowing of rye. 
followed by spring seeding, which 
had been anticipated in some 
areas.

Delayed until spring will be the 
distribution of coarse sand on the 
baseball paths and track, which 
will be done at a time determined 
bj Leary and'site engineer Gunnqr 
Lytikainen. <

Leary recommended that the 
Board consider completing the two 
acres south of the Wall Street en­
trance bordering the Howard Por- 
tgr residence. On the basis of

torma in th«. orlglaal contract. 
Leary eaM H4 would do the work 
for 8550. He then .^minded the 
Board that he hod voHlntorily (tone 
a large amount of work not eu- 
thorii^  In the contract and pro­
poned that the Board pay him for 
thle work amounting to 81AU.20. 
and In exchiange he would do the 
two acree at no charge.

A motion, made and seconded 
by Hebron Board membere ^Kred 
Goldeteln and Mrs. Wright, to sc- 
cept Leary’a proposition vot­
ed, wkh diaeenting votea from 
two Andover membera, Yeomena 
and Mrs. Raymond P. Houle.

Yeomans had recommended that 
the Board vote to have the two 
acres completed at the price of­
fered by' Leary and to have a 
committee study thO eetimxtee of 
work done outside the contract, 
for consideration at another meet­
ing.

He said he thought the vote was 
illegal. Consequently, Board eec- 
retary Rex Horrocka o f ’ Marlbor­
ough, proposed a motion to "au­
thorise the work which had been 
done over and above tIA contract 
in accordance with the itemised 
account" which Leary aald he 
would present to the Board.

Although medical acience haan’t 

yet learflto to prevent or cure the 
common cdld, your doctor can do 
a lot to make you more comfort­
able. In addition, he'll be able to 
handle compltcationa without hav­
ing to cgll in a  speciallat to oper­
ate on infected ears, to give Just 
one example.

Many of tha things your doctor 
adviaes would probably give your 
grandmother "f its ."  Nowadays, 
he'd never agree to a whopping 
dose of purgative as a starter. 
He's learned that a  purge in­
creases your d i a o o m f o r t ,  but 
doesn't blast a  single Virus from 
a stuffy nose or a scratchy throat.

He'll tell you to keep your 
room cool and well ventilated. 
He's learned from his own ex­
perience that sieallng the bed­
chamber and turning up the heat 
makes tha nose stuffier aiid the 
throat scratchier, without suffo­
cating your viral vlaltora.

He'll urge you to get. out of bed 
during the day, even if you have 
fever, and to try  sleeping In a 
chair a t n ight I f  you're like moat 
of ua you'll find you're more com­
fortable, up and around.

He’ll advise you to eat what 
and when you please. He’s also 
learned' that "starving a fever" 
weakiens the patient, not the 
virus. He'll assure jrou ' thdt rbd 
meat won't send yoijr fevar high­
er. And he'll warn you to go easy 
on fruit drinks unless you want 
to blow up your abdomen tight as 
a drum.

He'll tell you not to waste your 
, time tying a woolen sock around 
your neck or putting red .flaniiel 
on your cheRt. I f  you think you'll 
be more comfortable with heavy 
covering, put on an old sweater or 
a sweat shirt.

He'll tell you not to waate your 
money on steam "kittles or rub- 
Ings of wintergraen^ camphorated 
oil or pine oils. After a  while, 
they may irritate your nose but 
they won't bother the virus.-

These are . the things he’i  likely 
to tell you to do^ '

Take a  Tong, hot shower and 
a cool wash'Vff. Or soak in a  hot 
tub with a  cool i;ag on your head. 
Before tha shower or while .you're 
tubbing, drink a  p in t , or so of 
hot sweetensd tea with the Juice 
of half a  lemon. Spike the tea 
with a 'J ig g e r  of rum if you’re 
accustoiped to alcohol.

Take one' or two plain-' as­
pirin tablets. I f  you want to get 
the added effect o f caffeine, wash 
the tablet down w l^  a cup of 
coffee or a cola beverage. ,

I f  aspirin upsets your-stomach, 
try taking it with, a bit. .of bicar­
bonate of aoda or a  drink of club 
soda. Or Bubetltute oKiftliacetin.

Put prescribed d ro^  in your 
nose three or four times' Daily 
according to your doctor’s rCoom- 
m a n d a t i o i l a . ^  'l^ p e r ly  uapd, 
thay'U shrink the swollen mem* 
brane in a  few.atconda or mln- 
utaa, a t moat. Improperly used, 
or too often, they'll produce Ir­
ritation and you’ll fetl worse.

Thld is the prefer way to use 
nqse drops: Lie on one side until 
the upper nostril begins to clear. 
Introduce- two or three, of the 
prescribed drops along the floor of 
the clearer postril. Close the 
nostril by finger preeaure. After 
a  minute or so, lie on your back. 
After another minute or so, turn 
over on your face. Oantly blow 
secratton from the treated noatrll 
urhila th f other is shut off. Ra- 
l^ at in the other noatrll. ’.

I f  praocribed dropa work wall, 
ask your doctor to write down 
their name So you can gat a  fresh 

'18 nsxt ttihSY,,wl 
him, i f  ths 'd ro^

uets and. see if you haVo better
luck.

If  youks not able to lie down to 
clear your nose in the manner In- 
cated' above, ask your doctor for 
one of the products that can be 
inhaled from a pocket-size plastic 
container. But use sparingly, or 
you'll make your note even stuf­
fier.

I f  your old hangs on, your fever 
goes up or you develop head, ear 
or chest pain or a nasty cough, 
call your doctor right away. While 
a' dose or a ehot of penicillin or 
one of the related "miracle drugs” 
Is useless Against ths cold vinu, 
It will probably act like magic 
against bacteria that grow on tis­
sues damaged by the virus. By 
prompt and efficient action, your 
doctor then will be able to ward 
off or quickly control secondary 
Infections like ' inflammations of 
nasal sinuses, ekrs, mastoid bone 
or lungs.

By sending for him without de­
lay, you'll put him in a  good posi­
tion to save you from complica­
tions that used to prolong the 
period of lllnese and sometimee 
make it necessary to puncture ear 
drums or scrape out madt'old cells. 
By dedication to your health and 
welfare, he'll lose Income but he 
may save your hearing and, per­
haps, your life  ̂or the life of one 
you hold dear.*

Top Thrill for Whitey Ford 
Putting on Yankee Uniform

First hit,ter Whitey Ford of 

the New York Yankees ever 
faced in the American League 
was Ted Williams. ’T had ju st 
joined the Yankees in 1950 
after coming up from Kansas 
city and the club w u  in Boston. 
Casey Stengel told me to go out 
to the bullpen and loosen up. He 
said that if he needed me, 'he would 
call. *

"About the third inning. Boston 
leading 12-3 and Old Case 

came out to the mound and waved 
me in. There were riinners on sec­
ond and third base and only one 
ou t I didn’t  know who the batter 
was as I was vrarming up. I  was 
so- scared it really didn't matter. 
But when . I was ready and up 
stepped Ted Williams, swinging 
three or four bats, my heard 
pounded all the harder.

No Trouble With Ted 
“I didn't have any trouble with 

Ted. I walked him on four pitchea 
I then got-Bobby Doerr to hit a 
screaming liner to shortstop Phil 
Rizzuto who ' flipped to Gerry 
Coleman at second for a double­
play and got out of the inning. 
I pitched several innings that day. 
I  think the final score was 17-4."

Ford, ace southpaw with the ex- 
Worid Champions and perennial 
American League kingpins, was 
the headline attraction' Tuesday 
night a t the second annual Sports 
Night program of the Manchester 
L«dge of Masons.

"TTila first gamCxin Boston was 
my biggest thrill," Ihord told his 
fine audience. "I always idolised 
the Yankees and the first Ume I 
put on a Yankee uniform .1 was 
the happiest man alive. I knew 
that the'next day, in all the pa­
pers. no matter how good or how 
bad I would do, people would see

♦  my name in the box score." Bom^matter where I pitch him, Inside.
in New York City, he now resides 
at Lake Success, N.Y.

"People have asked me many 
times about my biggest thrill but 
none, not even in the World Se­
ries, ever .came close to that first 
day in Fenway Park," he added.

What about Te^ Williams as a 
h itte r?T his question was popped 
by a youngster during a question 
and answer period that followed 
Ford's brief message.

sun a Threat
"I've waited four years for him 

to quit. I know that he was hit­
ting in the ,200s this season but 
ask any pitcher in the American 
League about Williams. He’ll scare 
you to death with men on base, 
even this past season,”, the blond 
haired, immaculate dressed athlete 
reported.

His end man, Jackie Farrell, 
chief, of the New York Yankee’s 
Speakers' Bureau, who actually 
stole the spotlight, broke in and 
said, "There Is a petition going 
around for every pitcher In the 
league to sign to have Ted Wil­
liams quit baseball.” Farrell, who 
earns his bread and butter before 
a  microphone, had the 350 men 
and boys present in an uproar with 
his stories, particularly about ball 
players.

What does Casey say when he 
comes niit to talk with a pitcher in 
trouble ?

Looking around the room first. 
Ford answered. "There are some 
young children here.

"I’d he charges out of the dug- 
out with his hands in his pockets, 
you can figure on-staying. But If 
he comes out slow, you know that 
you are gone," Ford said.

Who are the toughest batters?
Kueml'Tbugh Batter

"Harvey Kuenn of Detroit is one 
guy I  never have been able to get 
out. He’s a line drive hitter. No

outside or down the middle, he 
lines out base hits. He must have 
a .500 or .600 average off me since 
he came up in 1052.

"Nellie Fox gives me the most 
trouble among lefthanded batters. 
He wasn’t a natural hitter when 
he came up and he didn’t have a 
good arm but he’s worked hard 
and Improved on all counts. When 
someone talks about the most 
valuable player for 1959. Fox is 
the man. There is no reason why 
he shouldn't win it. He does a lot 
of little extra things to beat you."

What happened to the Yankees? 
This question has been asked by 
many, the man on the street, the 
girl behind, the lunch counter and 
the next door neighbor.

Ford’s answer went like this: 
“Injuries were blamed for our 
troubles. This was not the main 
reason. When we were all healthy, 
we were in seventh place. After 
the injuries started to pile up. we 
moved.to third place. A few mote 
injuries and we would have won 
the pennant.

All Had Bad Years 
“Six or seven fellows had bad 

years, all at once. This was, in my 
opinion, the main reason \ye didn’t 
win again. Don Larsen, Bob Tur­
ley Gil MdDougald, Hank Bauer, 
Yogi Berra gnd myself didn't do 
what we were expected.

"Casey managed the same way 
last year, as he did in mv previ­
ous years with the Yankees, but 
we didn't have the horses
