Instead of being serapped,
the carrier, now named the Minns
Gerals, went to a Dutch shipyard
company for refitting, The Brazil-

Castro Evokes The Mob

The Castro revolution is now en-
tering upon ita climactic tragedy.
The parallel in history is strikingly
clear. It ia with that phase of the
French Revolution in which the
elementsl mob ruled, by the proc-
ess of denunciation, with no goal in
sight except that of the next de-
vunciation.

This phass Castro now dupli~
cates. He has elevated the mob, be-
cause he knows no other way to
govern. Ha invites the mob to de-
nunciation, because he knows no
other policy. He summons the mob,
joyous in the knowledge that he
alone controls it, as {f it were his
¢hild. The mob iz a child, but no-
body’s child, and it will save ity
last vengeance for the man who
thinks he is teaching it its role.
Already, In fact, under Castro’s
tutelage, the mob turmns against
those who were the original herolc
revolutionaries. Why should one
escape?

But before the mob msecks its
final quarry, before the building in-
stinct toward viclence fnally
spends itself on the man who has
awakened and encouraged it, we
are going to have some tragic,
pitiful mesnes and experiences for
the people of Cuba.

And the most tragic possibility
of all—if it is not already certainty
—ig that what followa Castro in
Cuba will be, whether it in of the
right or of the left, the same bru-
tal, total kind of dictatorship he
himself originally overthrew,

Custro made an appealing revo-
Tutionary figure, in the mountains.
Even since he hans been increasing-
ly incompetent, {rresponsible, and
pitiful, and it is the people of Cuba
who, unfortunately, are golng to
pay for this with misery, violence,
and degradation, until they them-
selves smicken of the process,

At that point, President Kubit-
schek called in all the services
ssparately, and ordered them all to
stop making public statements
about who was going to run the
carrier, or fly from It

That may at least quiet the Con-
gresa down ro It voles the money
s0 that Brazil can continue toward
the great and glorious day when
{t will have its own alrcraft car-
rier.

Every Right But One

The United States is againat
mass murder, but has steadfastly
refused to ratify the United Na-
tions convention against genoclde,
for fear that might constitute rec-
ognition of some international au-
thority over our domestic affairs.
Similarly, the United States is
very much in favor of the righta of
children, but has fought success-
fully to keep the United Nationa
“Children's Charter” now being
drafted from setting up mny inter-
pnational authority to enforce ils
principles inside anybody's na-
tional sovereignty.

The continuing {solationism of
the United States—still just about
the world's leading isolationism—
has its drawbacks, but we will not
count the absence of teeth in the
Children's Charter as one of them.
As is true in the adult world, it is
sometimes hard to tell the differ-
ence between a right and an ob-
ligation, and this declaration of
children's rights has Its moments
when it sounds rough on children,
and demands of them as much as
it promises them. '

Take Principle 7 for instance.
It reads: “The child is entitled to
receive eduestion, which shall be
free and compulsdry at least In
the elementary ktages.'" How can
one be “entitled” to something
“compulsory?"

Or take the kind of recreation
this prospective United Nationy
Children's Charter guarantees:
