that he lost In 1948 because he
made the mistake of waging a
v—| ‘high level” campaign while one
Harry Truman was storming
through the nation making some
of the cheapest “fighting speeches’
on record. If only he himself had
been mopping up the floor with
Truman all along, If only he him-
self had never put on the kid
gloves for this campaign, then, in
Dewey's personal retrospact, things
would have been different, and the
earlier headlines that election
night would also have been the
final headlines,

Dewey did present, In 1048, »a
campaign that was “high level”
for him. He did noften his previous
campaign technique, which had
been that of the Insistent, atinging
prosecutor—-perhaps because he
had already given that technique
one trial, in 1844, and found that it
did not win for him. And perhapa
he would have done just as wall,
in 1948, if he had been consistent,
and had again been the relentless
prosecutor.

But we cannot bring ourselves to
reason that the prosecutorial tech-
nique, or the technique of match-
ing mud with Truman, would have
improved his 1948 ghowing, and
have converted {t inlo a victory.

Dewey’'s basle handicap in hin
quesat for our highest office waa
that everything he did, whether it
was low-level political brawling or
the effort at high level statesman-
ship, had the curse of planned arti-
ficiality about it. He never got
across to the public an impression
of what ha was like himpelf. He
was the man who wanted to be
President, by alinging elegantly
phrased mud, If that would work,
or by folksy high level philosophy.
if that might be the formula.

Judicial Slow-Down?

Tt Is cynically conceded that aven
spur highest court occasionally
reads election returns. Is I
to be suggested, also, that courls
have some sensitivity to economic
power conflicts?

When the original hearing on the
government's request for a Taft-
Hartley injunction In the steel
strike was conducted, there was
some surprise when the judge in
question took until the next day to
announce his decision. There was
still more surprise when, the next
day, as he did announce his de-
eision in favor of the government,
the other judges to whom appeal
might be taken were right handy,
and the effectiveness of the injunc-
tion was delayed while they had
thair hearing on Iabor's appeal
from the Injunction. Surprise
mounted when tha appeals court,
having conducted ita hearing,
found it needed a long weekend to
reach ity decision. And yesterday
when the appeals court upheld the
granting of the Injunotion, it ai-
multansounly granted another six
day stay in its execution, to permit
labor's appeal to the Supreme
Court. The government will seek
to speed up this process, hut if it
does not succeed, there will be alx
days before the S8upreme Court re-
esivea labor's appeal and heging its
‘gwn consideration of IL

Every step In this procesa to
date can, we suppose, ba defended

a8 an entirely proper deliberative
functioning of justice. The point,
‘however, Is that it haa never hap-
pened before. On past precedent,
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In the field of Iabor-manage-
ment relations, there ofien arises
a nead for voluntary arbitration
of disputes. Controversiea ralat-
ing to terms of collective bargain-
ing agreementy can often be sot-
tled through the use of efficient,
econatructive  arbitration proce-
dures, ;
Arbitration s the referente of a
dispute, by voluntary agreement
of the partles, to an impartial per-
pon for a decision ¢n the basis of
svidence and argument presented
by (he parties, who agree in ad-
vance to accept the decislon of the
arbitrator as final Thusx, the arbi-
tration process begins where oth-
er methods of setlling a dispute
have left off. By referring the
matler to arbitration, the parties
are présumed [o havs tried every
type of negotintion and coms
promise.

In general, labor-management
disputes fall into two cdtezories:
Contract-negotintion and con-
tract-interpretation. Authorities
in the field agres that it In best
for unions and companies to es-
tablish terms and conditions of
employment by direst negotiation
and bargaining, However, on oe-
céaslon, parties are unable Lo agree
on coniract terms, In mich cases,
they refer the maltter to arbitra-
tion.

Dinputes over interpretation of
contracta are much more prevalent
in arbitration procedure. Before
these matters are referred o ar-
bitration, the parties usually go
through a grievance process, each
side trying to convinge the ‘other
that Ita interpretation of the con-
tract In the correct one. If this
falla to settle the dispute, the mat-
ter s brought to arbitration. It ia
here that the job of the American
Arbitration Assn. begins,

Labor-management disputes are
brought ‘to arbitration in one of
two ways: By & submission agree-
ment, in which both parties re-
guest settiement by an impartial
person; or By u demand for arbi-
tration filed by either party lo a
contrict, provided that ocontract
has an arbitration clause., Almoat
85 per cent of collective bargaining
contracts contain future dispute
clauses, so the demand for arbi-
tration Is usually used In much
agreements. The arbitration clause
leaves nothing to chance. When A
controveray arises, Aarbitration
may be Initiated without delay by
¢ither party. A good arbitration
clause can, in fifty words, answer
all the basic questions regarding
the arbitration.

The labor-management arbitra-
tion process begins with the filing
of a submission agreement or a
demand for arbitration with the
American Arbitration Aasociation.
The Association appoints & Tri-
bunal Clerk, a stalf member
whose job It s to handle =all
imdminiatrative matters relating
tothe arbitratlion.
