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T he K hrushchev Speech
Khrushchev, in hia speech to the 

•Uprarae Soviet last week, waa en­
gaged In a full-fledged effort to 
pudh jMa own policies toward more 
acceptance abroad and more ae- 
eOtlty within the Communist 
'world.

If ws oould.be sure of his sln- 
earlty, ws certainly would not 
want him to  fall In this effort.

Much, of the speech was, of 
floune, an effort to persuade ua of 
Ids sincarity. Hierv were eloquent 
passages on the necessity for 
paacaful coexistence. There were 
dlaceniing compliments for each of 
the Western leaders he expects to 
meet at the sUkimlt some day. 
There was reitsratldn o f the theme 
that a summit meeting which gets 
anywhere must Involve concea- 
alona from' itoth aides.

Beyond .such line and pleasant 
genaral ikngwige, IGiruahchev got 
more definite and specific on the 
ane phase o f hia total disarmament 
proposal the West has at least pre­
tended to question. There has, in 
the West, been so.ne Interpreta­
tion of the Khrtshchev proposal as 
cne In which Inspection and cqil- 
trol would be Instituted on ly^ ter 
diaarnuunent had already . taken 
place.

In hla speech, Khruitochev an­
swered this Interpreta^on as fol­
lows; ' ^

'*We alao bear in mind that con- 
tmllera will M  on the territories o f 
states from the very beginning of 
the process of disarmament up to 
Its 'completion. a»<l also after the 
completion of disarmament, so 
that not a single state could secret­
ly prepare for war.”

His one wistful self- 
justification waa that Ke might be 
doing somethtog'to raise the cause 
of IntellectuaUsm in this country, 
to win s more popular-acceptance 
of the Sg^ead.The cause did not 
heed hia false service; It survives 
his crude betrayal; of all the wel 
ter of false performances now ^  
tog uncovered, hia remains the only 
one the public cares enough about 
still to wish it  had been' genuine.
