How urgent is the need and when
do we have to face it? was Lhe
most common_question, What do
we do abouit it and how do we do
ft? followed as a close second.

An atterpt to answer the spe-
olfic quastions fell short of Its goal
because of time limitations.

Dr, Bernard Sheridan, chairman
of the advisory committee, pre-
pented the opening remarks.

Trash Pwkup
Successful,
Says 'Eangtry

The “nml-mmm tragh plckup‘

disposal trucks was called a suc-
cess today by Deputy Director of
Fublic Works Chester Langtry.

Langtry sald the 6-day collection
went without difficulty and cost
loas than one-half than if the highs
way division had done the job, 4s
in the pasl.

The packer - body Lrucks, used
up to now to pick up garbage
alone, hauled 85 loads to the dis-
posal area, and highway division
open-body trucks took nine loads
of objetts too big for .the packer
trucks to hardle, he ssid. >

Langtiry~ said the collection
could have been performed within
five days,

Pointing oul that the packer
trucks are basically intended to
pick up rubbish, Langtry recom.
mended they be used in all future
trash collections. One = packer
truck. he salid, has three times the
capacity of a division open-body

vehicle,
Cost Cut In Half

Cost of Lhe collection, he ‘sald,
was about $1400 compared to the
$3,000 it would have cost If the
diviston had done the same job in
pix days’

The packer trucks, town-owned,
are used by the Connecticut .Curt~
ing Co., the town's zarbage con-
tractor. In addition to handling
trash, the conlractor picked up
garbage once last week rather
than the normal two times,

The Board of Directors had au-
thorized Lhe pickup by the con-
tractor and packer trucks to see
if, with success, the move could
lead to regular collection of Lrash
in the future,

Langtry sald ons minor mechan-
leal breakdown which ocourred
when a large object was_placed
into nae of the trucks was fixed
quickly and the vehicle returned
to service the next day.

He sald contractor - personnel
noted the location of large objecls
and. division 4rucks picked them
up afterward. It was not neces-
sary. he said, for division trucks
to follow along on the c¢ollection’

SBome  Confusion

He added the fob waa completed
comfortably within the aslx days
even though some back-tracking
was necessary to get trash put out
Iate. Some townspeople, hs sald,
were confused as to which pick-
up_ district thelr homes werpg in.
