In Beverly' Hills, Calif., Factor, 
commenting on Touhy's parole, 
said: "If the parole board feels he 
ha* .rehabilitated himself, 1 cer­
tainly''see no .reason why he 
shouldn't be released.”

Touhy told reporters that "The 
people who lied me into prison 
have their consciences to live with 
—and die with. That Should be 
punishment enough for them'.'' .

It May Happen To Us
OUr diacovery that the govern­

ment Of Panama had actually 
Inatructed ita own police to

in ouh relatione 'with Panama than 
Wv thought.

Thia order reflected the Pana­
manian goveniment'a own aaaeaa- 
ment of the aentimeiit of ita own 
people. It maana that the govern­
ment waa not willing to nm the 
riak of being labeled "pro-Ameri­
can" .even in the cauae of pre­
serving public order. It feela that 
it, too, muat act aa if it w en anti- 
American, in order to protect it' 
aelf in the coming national elec- 
tiona againat the campaign of 
thoee who itaake it their trade­
mark to. at leaat pretend they want 
to drive the United States out and 
take over the Ganal Itaelf for Pan' 
ama. If we have any friends in 
Panama, we may not know who 
they are until next year's election 
ia over. , ' ^

Meanwhile, becauafi the native 
police were absent from the scene, 
the nationalist demonatratora were 
handled by American military 
force, which in turn haa sparked 
more anti-American sentiment.

party, does not find Its way into 
such oratory. In fact, the instinct 
of this oratory, we have often felt, 
ia to bind the American people as 
tightly into .' two party system as 
Some other peoples In the, world 
are bound into a one party System, 
the area being larger add contain­
ing more choice, but the rigid na­
ture of the enclosure being almost 
the same. ,

Upder .this kind Of vision of 
what America and Connecticut 
ought to be. What the voters in the 
new city of Milford did the other 
day must, we suppose, be classified 
aa some kind of betrayal of the 
American political system 

Milford had, for some 12 years, 
been struggling along with the 
type of experiment in government 
which is particularly distasteful to 
the patriotic defendera of the two 
party system—a town manager 
form of government Finally the 
two Milford political parties, the 
Democrats and the Republicans, 
both motivated by a dee|ra to de­
fend the American way of- life, ob­
tained the referendum approval of 

city charter, in which the un- 
American ideal of a non-partiaan 
town manager was discarded, and 
there was substituted for it the 
frankly political strong mayor aya­
tem. 'The voters of Milford were 
thereupon Invited to haVe them­
selves a  most patriotic election, 
and defend the American way of 
life by choosing between a Demo­
cratic and a Republican candidate 
for mayor. '

It BO happened that the town 
manager didn't' relish being suc­
ceeded by either, and decided, with 
the support of some Milford Amer­
icans misguided enough to faVor 
the non-partisan approach to local 
government, to run for mayor him­
self. One of the technicalities with 
which the two sacred political par­
ties seek to protect themselves 
from such unorthodox challenges 
kept him off the official voting 
mariilne ballot.

This reduced his followers to re­
sort to the difficult write-in prp- 
cedure, something the two saerM 
parties have not yet got around to 
legislating out of existence. Some­
how, however, some 5,500 Milford 
voters managed to use that proc­
ess, in spite of its technical diffi­
culties. and they were enough to 
give the town manager a rather 
handsome irlctory in a three-way 
r&c6.

S o m e  authorities question 
whether any televised pictures will 
ever give mankind Important de­
tails of the moon's features-rev'en 
if techniques are greatly im 
proved.

American scientiats who exam' 
ined'Tthc Russian : pictures closely 
saw the fuzzy outlines of fea­
tures which could be of tremen­
dous importance' to astronomers.

The path of such a space vehicle 
on a'drip to the moon and back 
would be no different than those 
planned in the past. It would leave 
the Earth with a velocity of about 
35,000 feet a second and head for 
the moon along a carefully pre­
scribed path. It would spin at a 
high rate tp provide. stabilisation.

.Assuming the vehicle gets to,the 
moon, scientists can use two ap­
proaches to insure a lunar circuit.
