The annual rate on housing
starts in Ooctober was 1,180,000,
the Census Bureau estimated. This
figure, adjusted for seasonal flyc-
tustions, was sharply below the
September rate of 1,525,000,

- Census statisticlans sald =
nhoruge of ateel undoubtledly held
up work on some apartment build-
ings and helpéd account for the
decline, Rising interest rates also
have acted as a brake on private
conatruction,..

Except for July, houaing starts
have declined in every month since
hitting a record annual rate’of 1,-
434,000 In April.

The bureau reported that work
was_begun last month on 102,000
priviate dwelling units. This was
13 per cent below September and
did not take inte account season-
al factors.

Construction work normally he-

gins. to taper off in October in
anticipation of winter. . However,
the bureau takes this into account
in -caleulating the annual rate of
starts each month. .

Johinson in Montgomery, Ala, and
the U.S. Circuit Court {n New Or-
leans ruled that neither on  the
1857 Civil Righta Act's face nor
in its history was there any rea-
sonable basis for holding that
Congress, intended to provide for
sult againat a soverelgn state,

The Justice Department - ap-
pealed to the High Tribunal to re-
view and overturn the lower
courts. The appeal sald they had
incorrectly decided the fssue of
state amenability to asuit under
the Civil Rights Act. It called the
question: one of “national Iimpor-
tance” which should be resolved
promptly by the supreme court.

In another action in the general
field of civil rights, the High Court
declined to review the cases of
seven Negro teachers who con-
tended the Moberly, Mo., School
board refused to renew their teach-
ing corftracts because of racial
discrimination.

The seven were among 11 Negro
teachera dropped when the board
put into effect a school desegrega-
tion plan beginning with the 1055-
56 term. Under the plan -an all
Negro school was abandonéd and
Its pupils were taken into other
desegregated schools.
