Veteran reporters said it was the 
first time Castro had sounded- the 
religious theme in relation to his 
revolution so forcefully. His words 
underiksored government concern 
for the controversial air surround­
ing preparations for the Catholic 
Congress. There have been reports 
that both Cariro supporters and 
his opponents Would attempt to  ex­
ploit the festival politically.

While the studenU shouted 
"Charity, charity,” Castro told 
them "Our faithful will go there to 
pray for Cuba and for revolution­
ary laws.”

■ norant humble fishermen,” the 
prime minister declared. "Men 
like these sure what the revolution­
ary army, is made of and to them 
the nation now owes its liberty.” 

Castro -wore a red shirt and 
black trousers—the uniform of his 
new student military brigades—in­
stead of his usual rumpled olive 
green army uniform.

Before the prime minUtier spoke 
his younger brother, Raul, minis­
ter of the armed forces, warned 
that (^ba’s revolution would be de­
fended with a bloodbath If neces­
sary.

Raul declared he .hoped no blood­
shed would be necessaby In carry­
ing out the revolution's objectives.

The younger Castro denounced 
Cuban ■ newspapers which have 
been critical o f  the regrlme and de­
clared "They will die pf anemia."

The prime minister's speech waa 
the third to a row to which he re- 
fralnefi. from attacking one of his 
favorite targets, the 'United'States..

Castro warned anti-government 
elements that "we arS preparing 
a new law to confiscate all proper­
ties of those found guilty of coim 
ter-ravolutlohary crimes.” .

The earth was not ere 
atsd;-' it evolved. So did alt the 
animate and plants that inhabit l i  
Including our human aelvaa, mind 
and soul aa well aa brain and body. 
So did religion.

"Elvolutlonary man can no long­
er take refuge from .his loneliness 
In the srme of s  divinised father- 
figure, whom he has himself cre­
ated; nor 'CBcape from reeponsi- 
bility for . making decleione by 
sheltering ur..1w the umbrella of 
di'irine authority nor absoTve him- 
aelf from the hard taak of meeting 
his problems and planning his fu­
ture by relying on -the will of an 
omniscient but unfortunately in 
scrutsble providence.”

Second, Sir Julian thinks we 
nead some new ideology becstise, 
even though we .may be "evolu­
tionary man.” wa are in troubls.

We are not aure we aren't al 
moat ready to go for this new re­
ligion of Sir Julisn'e. I t  aeema to 
have-nice objectives. We are prat 
ty sure that, if all of us ever came 
to "the fuller reallsstloi^ of Hfe'i 
poseiblliUSs as a sacretf trust" we 
would be leading' UVea wall nigh 
perfect from the point of 'view of 
any great religion.

citement of the ItdO preeidentiel 
battle.

So we find May, too, <m the high 
eat possible ground.

It is a pleasure to find these two 
sterling leaders in the Connecticut 
political process so hi|^-mlnded.

It is particulariy pleasant to 
make, from the appearance of so 
much surface hlgh-mindedness, the 
further deduction that neither, of 
these leaders, in his progress 
toward hla own partietdar states­
manship, ever turned aside for an 
instant to take a look at the voting 
habits of the eight communities in­
cluded in the district.

If they had ever done such an 
ignoble thing they would have 
discovered a very happy coinci 
dence between the type and time of 
electlcin each favored and the 
chances-pf his own party of win 
ning, in that election, the most 
lucrative public office in the Ws-' 
tory rif Connecticut.
'".Only a state or national election 
is capable of swinging the great 
Democratic majorities of which 
the voters of the city of Hartford 
are capable.

In a national election,-only 
Republican landslide candidate like 
Eisenhower in 1956 could make the 
Vote in this probate district' give an 
edge to subsidiarv Republicans-on 
the ticket.

Barring the emergence of another 
Eisenhower-type run by the Re 
puUicans, then; staging the pro­
bate election aa part of the 1960 
presidential election gives • the 
routine odds clearly to the. Demo­
cratic candidate.
■ It Is nice to think that neither 

Ribicoff nor May realized this, or 
even thought of it. when they took 
their respective positions on what 
would he the right -date -for the 
election.
