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Kennedy On The Spot

A statement of the Catholic
Bishops of the United States last
week, followed up by the Inevitable
inquiring reporter, has put Senator
John Kennedy, & Catholic sesking
the presidential nomination, on the
inavitable religious apot, The Cath-
olic Bishops, in their statament,
decried any use of public funds to
promote birth control in any coun-
tries sbrosd. The inevitable in-
quiring reporter asked Benator
Kennedy his reaction to this. He
responded by saying that he per-
sonally did not belleve the United
S.ates should try to “advocate” the
limitation of population of under-
developed countries, “The United
States Government does not,"” sald
Benator Kennedy, “advocate any
policy concerning birth control
here in the United States. . , Ac-
cordingly, I think it would be the
greatest psychological mistake for
us to sppear to advocsate the limi-
tation of the black or brown or yel-
low peoples whose population ia in-
“creasing no faster than in the
United States. They must reach de-
cisions on these matters based on
their own experience and judg-
ment.”

In this answer, Senator Kennedy,
although he avolded clung monral
reasons, nevertheless agreed with
the actual policy recommendation
of the Catholic Bishopa.

In answers to further questions,
however, when it was posed to him
that he might, as President, find
somme other country asking for
American help in a bhirth control
program, or find our-own policy
makers recommending that we
suggest to other nations that they
do something to limit their births,
Benator Kennedy sald he would
yely “on my personal judgment as
President as to what would be in
the interest of the United Statea.”

In other words, Benator Ken-
nedy’'s crucial answer is that, if
he were Pregident, it would not be
his personal: religious affiliation
which would dictate his- policy,
gven in an instance in which his
own church had officially taken &
stand. .

This is an {llustrotio ~ of the yn-
Rappy position in which Senator
Kennedy finds himself. Those who
are inclined to oppose the election
of a Catholic becsuse of their own
religious prejudice will think he is
giving out smpeoth talk, Many
Catholics, on the other hand, will
accuse him of being willing to sac-
rifics Catholic principles in order
to become President. He can really
pleass nobody. .And ‘perhaps he
would be doing better to say noth-
iog on the subject, as If hig re-
ligion were no more anybody’s bus-
iness than was Bisenhower's when
he became & -presidential candi-
date.

Mongrel Virusea Have No
* Bark but Plenty of Bite

There are as many  Kinds of
viruses as theréd are breeds of
dozs. And sometimes, just to add
variety, breeds mix and you get s
litter of mongrels, none of which
looks exactly like either parent.

This mongrelization of viruges
occurs mont oftén with the breed
that lives In the respiratory pas-
pages. That is, the nose, throat,
ainuses, ears, bronchial tubes and
Iungs. J

Like the pups of & mixed litter;
each respiratory infection caused
by .a virus has some special char-
acteristic that gives it its name.
The '"common cold” features a
runny, stuffy nose,

“Herpangina’ has painful blis-
tera of lips, mouth and throat
‘and “"acute pharyngo-conjunctival
fever” of throat and the white of

. the eye. In virus pneumdhia, the

bug skips nose and throat and goes
straight to the lungs, The- in-
fluenza or grippe virus prodv
aching muscles and bones and a
general feeling of misery,

And sometimes a viclous pup
snaps at muscles and nerves .and
acts up: like the virus of polio-
myelitis. One of thess pups w
given the name of Coxsackie, for
the little town in New York State
where he was firat recognized.

To add to the general confusion,
viruses other than the respiratory
breed . often: cause Inflammations
of the nose and throat. The mea-
sles virus almost always produces
signs of the common cold before
the rash breaks out, And a "“sum-
mer cold” is often & forerunner of

the muscle weakneas and paralysis |-

of pollomyelitis, .

_Here are some of the principal
reasons for directing your' atten-
tion to these confusing situations:

Don't place to great reHance on
your ability to identify  the pup
that's caused inflamimation of- the
respiratory tract. A delayed wrong
diagnosis may add to the length
and severity of the infection and
favor its spread to the immediate
househald and maybe ' your entire
dommunity,

While it’s triie that most res
piratory viruses are resistant to
the miracle drugs, 'the pup that
caunes virug pneumonia rolls over
and plays dead when your doctor
hits him with almost any of the
new products.

You and your tlmlly mpy be
proteéted by certaln virus vaccines
when epldemics of mpintory dis-
ease come your way: One or’two
injections of the right dype of in-
fluenza virus vaccine {not the bac-

"terial vaccine) may give you' par-

tial if not complete protecubn for
six months, '

This =imple precauﬂon may
save you n few ka of discom-'
fort at the very least, And If the
epidemis ia pnrtloululy severe, as
few years,
two’ shots may save your lfé and
the llvu of your lovod ones. . ..

‘“Pissues and functions unt
aren’'t used. tend to atrophy,” he
warned. ""We have found that stay«
ing In bed tends to bring aboul.
myscular and circulatory deteri-
oration in a short time.

*Nature tends to eliminate those
who have abandoned their func-
tional usefulness."”

Dr. Klumpp finds it "depressing”
to see what fat does to the human
body--*‘a beautiful thing.”

And he doesn't think that the
alresses of life' loday are any
greater than those endured by our
ancestors,

"Every age has tu tensions,'" he
gald. “Jungle, pestilence and fam-
ine weren't easy to endure.”

What'a more, he thinks a mod-
erate amotnt of stress is a good
thing.

“With It, we bulld up an ade-
guate réserve that atands us in
good stead when extreme stress
comea,”" he sald, ¥

Also accenting the positive,
George E. Davis, director of Pur-
due University's division of adult
education, urged middle-agéd peo-
ple to develop useful actvities that
will make theitr retirement years
satiafying.
