A  “ Get W ell”  Vote In Iowa

One day. Republican National 
Chairman Thrustqn B. Morton 
makes a point of reporting public­
ly that a lot If Important organl- 
aatien Republicana are pressing for 
the resignation . of Secretary of 
Agriculture Kara Taft Benson.

The next day there comes one 
retort, from Benson himself, who 
sits up In his hospital bed. to assert 
jthat he will not resign, and that 

keep on doing what he 
thInksSs right, whatever the .poli­
tics Involvied jnrisy '’«■

And on the day after that the 
voters of a farm district In Iowa 
go to the polls to eiect themselves 
a new member of Congress. They 
hsve normally been a RepubllcaU 
district They elected s Democrat, 
In. the landslide of two years ago, 
for the first time In 20 years. Now, 
In- this special election, they gp 
back to their old Republican hab­
its, and the Republican candidate 
Is the victor.
. .*11118 special election Is scanned 
for Its possible reflection of farmer 
views on Benson and his' pro­
grams, and at first glance the re­
sult does not seem too conclusive. 
Hie victorious Republican candi­
date, In fact, has sidled away from 
the Benson issue, preferring to talk 
Shout peace.

But the defested Democrstic 
csadidste, who ought to know 
whst pe tried to mske the leading 
Issue In tpe campaign, does not 
hesitate. In 'We own post mortem 
deduction.

What he says la 'thst he Is "seri­
ously disappointed that.|he farmers 
have failed to protest the Benson 
program which has meant disaster 
to them."

8o far as he was concerned,- 
then. If the farmers really hated 
BenPon and his programs, they had 
their chance to show it, but did 
hot \

This Is not the first time, of 
course, when professional farm 
lobbyists, .ot professional politi­
cians, have erred In their Interpre­
tation of how Benson really stands 
with .the farmers. Even farmers 
who have the false props of gov­
ernment subsidy under them know 
It Is a way of life which must prove 
disaster In the long run. There Is 
always more common sense In the 
farmer* than In sofUe of the lobby­
ists ,of some of the politicians who' 
Interpret their . sentiment. And 
common sense'la what Benson has 
been, fighting for.

Jail. The Cruaader’ a CaRtle

Dr.. Willard Uphitua, the gray;, 
haired gentleman now residing In 
a .New Hampshire Jell, .can un­
doubtedly be considered and ac­
cepted as whqt he himself claims 
to be. a "Christian Pacifist."

"Christian pacifism," Dr. Uphau* 
fell Into some bad company, either 
because he-himself di,<J not care to 
disw any pAliticsl lines, or because 
Communists-^haye sometimes been 

. reduced to tconsorting with Chrls-

oUier tor military service. We ) ^ t  
this ti-eaty prvtty well until 1856, 
under a ruling .by wdijch a foreign 
ritiun roiild escapr'our drgft If he 
proclaiiUed that he would not at 
any later time try to take out nat- 
unUlsatlon papers. In 1856, h o ^  ' 
ever, ws sboltahsd this'ruling, and -̂ 
since then have been',drnfting some 
.Swiss citisena living hsre. '*rhia 
Switxerland hat been, protesting, 
to no avail.

When asked, In the Swiss Parlia­
ment, why he didn't taka the case 
to the International Court of'Jus­
tice, the Swiss foreign minister re; 
plied that If he did that we woiUd 
merely denounce tha treaty In 
question anyway.

A t ths State DejMrtment, mean­
while, it is revealed that we have 
15 other eimtlar treaties, with 
other nations, which ws are vio­
lating. ' .

It is not a tremendously Im- 
•portant issUe, and It really' Itluŝ  
trates only one thing. No nation's 
signature on a piece of paper binds 
that nation when it doesn't choose 
to be bound by It. Our regard for 
our own signature Is not so high 
it overpowers us. '

Wlto’d Be Shadow Mayor?
The war of attrition and maneu­

ver between Manchester's two 
Boards of Directors, the duly 
elected, official board, and the no 
less faithful and devoted self 
appointed shadow board, has now 
reached the regrettable point 
wiiere the official board, in Its ef 
fort to get some business done at 
least once a month, has reclassified 
Its owrn meetings, so that It can 
have at least one night a month 
for an unshadowed exercise of its 
owm responsibilities.

This is a regrettable decision 
from two aspects, the first of 
which is that a certain lack of ma­
jesty on the part' of the regular 
board ca\iees it to rule Us chronic 
disturbers out of order by a device 
rather than by moral strength, su­
perior intellect, louder voice or. 
evbn harsher gavel.
. second regret has to be,
hoWe^, that the shadow board it­
self hiut never accepted the re- 
sponaibllitieS of the office to which 
it has a^polnted'lteelf. I t  claims all 
the privileges of the Sleeted board, 
but none of the restraintd;'-aU the 
luster of public service but none of 
the obligations; all the wisdom of 
leadership, but none of the disci­
pline.

priVilegM'tp have the floor or cast 
a vote. It coUld also,' If It desired. 
Include a provision for separate 
meetings of its owrn, from which 
the regular board would be barred, 
and everyone, we are sure, would 
take a generous attitude toward 
such an Arrangement,

There Is no-doubt Manchester is 
fpriunate to . have two boards, 
w h ^  most communities have only 
one.

Attendance at College Football 
Up for Sixth Straight SeOrSon

New York, Dec. 16 (/P)—College^! 
floobball attendance in 1959 In­
creased for toe sixth straight year 
with 623 team s playing before a 
total of 19,615,344 fans.

Figures released today by toe 
National Collegiate. Athletic 
Bureau ahowed a gain of 1.74 per 
cent over last year. The total was 
only slightly under toe record 
turnout of 19,651,995 of 1949 when 
59 more colleges were playing toe 
game.

The Athletic Bureau pointed out 
toe Increase over 1958 mjght have 
been even greater. If unfavorable 
weather had not bten .encountered 
In 37:6 p6r cent of the game*. Last 
year only 25.7 per cent of the 
scheduled games bucked weather 
problems.

Percentage-wise among the

(4.93), Southeastern (3,88), . A t­
lantic Coast (3.64) and Ivy (1.95).

The biggest decrease was In toe 
Southern Conference, - where a t­
tendance fell off 13.63 per cent 
from last year. Others down from 
1958 werp Missouri Valley, (10.6), 
Big Eight (7.45), Skyline (5.85) 
and Southwest (2.54).

'Vetteto City, Dec. 16 0P>—̂ Pope 
John XEni, who has tet ealde e 
4(H)-year-oId tradition' limiting the 
college pf cardinals to 70, Indi­
cated today he may inereaso toe 
College even more.

"We have reached 79,” the 
Pope said, speaking Informally at 
a general audience. “In the future 
we 'wttl go ahead — we will aee.” 

The supreme ruler of the Ro­
man-OatimUe Church pointed out 
that since the llm it/of 70 was set, 
the church h u  grown tremendous­
ly. '

"If we need more (cardtnala) 
we will elect more,”-he said. / 

The limit of 70 cardinala was 
set by Pope Sixtus IV in 15SS, 
when Roihto (Catholics totaled far 
less than. the church's, preetat 
membership of nearly half a bil­
lion.'

Pope John, tn formally creat­
ing .right new cardinala Monday 
brought the college's mSmberehip 
to 79.'A  year ago, the Pope creat­
ed 23 cardinals, bringing the col­
lege's membership at that time 
to 74. Three-since have died.

The pope will place the red 
birettas on seven of the eight new 
cardinals —- two Americana — 
la.ter today. .

Pope- John recalled thet the 
church Is now 2,000 yean old, and 
asserted that It .would continue to 
grow and enduro.

"If there are any who iraagjn* 
that they can destroy 'the church, 
I am sorry that they Imagine that 
because they are wasting their 
time,” he said. "All else will ftn- 
Ish. but not the church.”
• As he has eeverel times In the 
past, Pope John also referred to 
his own age. He la now 78 yeara 
old. He recalled that Bope John 
XXn (the Fren^m to Jacques 
Dueae, who reigned from 1318 
until 1334) also' 'Was more than 70 
years when he was elected pon­
tiff, He reached the age of 90.
