It -Invoked the 
sanctity of a epeclal treaty in ordw 
bo turn a part of ^ e  Japanese ̂ on' 
stitutlon into a scrap o f pbper.

The famoua Article 9 of the 
Constitution General 'M acArthur 
handed the Japanese forblda the 
Japanese natim to poaeeaa a mill 
tary establlahment, either with re 
speet to arms or trained men.
