Town Workers Attack 
New Salary Pro^am

Town employes today were prq* 
paring an attack against the new 
pay and -classiflcation plan ' an­
nounced this week ,by General 
Manager Richard Martin.

Although the plan raises most 
minimum and maximum pay lev­
els for jobs, it "is inadequate in 
View' of the times,” some said. •

The Municipal Employes Group, 
an organization representing town 
white-collar wcu'kers, prepared a 
resolution-, for signatures In the 
Municipal Building.

It said town' Directors should 
hold off approving the plan pre-. 
pared by State personnel officials 
and Martin' tmtii=«-more compre­
hensive review is.made..

At the same time, Martin aaid 
today that 18 employes have al- 
teady requested to see him since 
the workera were notified of their 
new salaries and classifications, 
earlier this week. He aaid he as­
sumed .they had complaints about 
the salaries.

Affects About 86,
If approved, the plan will affecr 

some 85 e a l^ « l  employes who 
work'a 35-hour week.' .

Employes interviewed oyer the 
past few days said generally that 
the plan would not raise salaries 
to what they wanted or expected 
them to be, and that it would pre­
serve inequities.

They said it was based on job 
descriptions ^and not by on-the- 
spot job stuweS.

Some also, said that maxlmulhi 
a.t pay levels were higher ■ than 
mlnimums -at next-highest levels, 
meaning' that promotions - could 
mean drops in pay.

Another complaint was that 
oyertime ia still not allowed and 
that compensatory time is no re­
compense. when one is making 
“lesa than a living wage" at 35 
hours a week.
' Why can't unused sick time be 
added to vacation time, was an­
other question.

Now, While You Have Time,
Revietv Stock, Bond Holdings
If you own stocks and-bonds, 

now Is the timS to review your 
holdings with an eye to hdw you 
might better your jUtrsonal tax 
position. , ■ ,

Note that there have been no 
rulings this year changing^ the 
method of treating capital gains 
and. losses under Ih'e revenue code. 
The rules in effect last year, still 
apply.

Begin by totaling yoiir ahort- 
term gains. There are gains you 
have realized by selling' issues you 
have held less than six months. 
Have you had any ahort-tarm loss­
es 7 If .80, deduct those -from your 
short-term gains.

Do the same for long-term gains 
or losses,' gains or losses on secur- 
iUes you’ve held for more than six 
months.

Got this neatly tabulated ? l is ­
ten carefully, here is advics from 
the tax experts of the Research In­
stitute of America, Inc.; *

If you have more long-term loss­
es than long-term gains, subtract 
the excess long-term losses from 
any short-term gains.

If you have more short-term 
losses than gains, deduct the ex­
cess short-term losses from long­
term gainlî .

If both’;| ^ p s —the short-term 
and the- long-term—add up to net 
•gains, keep treating them as sep­
arate groups.

■If'you wind up 'with a net loss, 
either short or long-term or both, 
you are permitted to deduct op to 
$1,000 of thijs loss from current Ihr 
come. If,-your losses total more 
than«$1,000, you can carry the re­
mainder over for the next five 
years, using it to, offset either fu­
ture capital -gains or, up to $1,000 
per year, as a deduction from ordi­
nary income. *

If you wind up vdth a short-term 
gain, this amount is tolly taxable 
gt the rate which applies to your 
ordinary income.

If you wind up with a long-term 
gain, you get two tax breaks:

1. You can - cut the amount of 
gain in half before applying your 
regular tax rate. This benefiU 
thpse of you In lower income 
brackets.

2. If your tax bracket is higher 
than 50 per cent, you will hot he 
taxed at more than 25 per cent on 
the full amount of your gain.
