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A  Sense O f H istory
‘Jhe ifnpresalona of observers of 

the'Paria meetings, observera both 
eaauki and close, la that President 
de Gaulle had pn easy time of it 
keeping hia monkdy wrench thruat 
into the midst of the NATO cqall 
tlon syatem of defense, aa well pa 
In the center of the forthcoming 
iummit negotlatftna with Russia 
And all observera wonder how it 
can be that one man, representing 
the weakest nation in the combina­
tion, can have so much of his own 
way,.

The explanation has to go be­
yond the old commonplace about 
da Gaulle, to the effect that he is 
proud, stubborn, and difficult to 
manage. ^ ■

It Is not Just .that he is a dif­
ficult character.

He steala an advantage on hia 
competitors.

He makes friends with history. 
He goes back into his, history 
hooka for guldanea about the aitu- 
ationa of today. He predicts the 
future on the basis of the past.

Thia gives him a tremendous as- 
stirance ip dealing with events 
which are, to him, merely transi­
tory, and not at all the great ends 
In themselves,' or the great rigid 
forms, they niay seCm to some of 
hia contemporaries.

How'can he, for instance, dare 
to risk FY^ch policies which seem 
to  sabotage NATO ? He can do 
this, almost nonchaiantly, because 
ha knows that NATO, llke_avery- 

' other coalition of Its kind in his 
tory, is beginning to disintegrate' 
any\vay. Other statesmen talk as it 
it were something destined to last 
forever; they are desperately try­
ing to patch It up, at least, so it 
will . last through tomorrow. De 
Gaulle, we would surmise, watches 
their effort^ with' some faint and 
lofty .amusement.

Of all the statesmen o  ̂ the pres­
ent day, it is de Gaulle, we 
Imagine, whO' has the lowert es­
timate ‘Of the importance of I the 
cold.war. The trouble with him is 
that ha.thlnks Eiirope has had to 
deal, before, with the problem of 
Russia. It 1s even proclail'ned that 
he considers Comnjunlsm itself, th  ̂
g.-eat headline menace of the tinies, 
mefely a passing phase In the his­
tory of Russia: It is tb be noted, 
that such attl.tudc.«| do something 
for him. He, of all statesman,' is 
most matter o f 'fa c t  In his deal­
ings with Russia, free of poiptless 
defiance, free of feai-, and ready to 
deal, at any moipent, vVithout any 
particular 'emotional preparation 

■ for It, *,
Of all the statesmen of the pres­

ent day, likewise,' it is de Gaulle 
Who has,least respect for the well 
known charms of America, whether 
theyrarirthe charms of the dbllar, 
the charms of our miSsiles, the 
eh'amia of- the Eisenhower? Jmlle. 
The trtuble here is that, ne ha's 
us pfigged too,, in accordance with 
hiiisenpe' of'hlstory.i 'While every-: 
body' else talks as if it were both

V* ieg-maintain an. armed presence in 

 ̂ Elurope .forever, "de Gaulle smil^ly

It waa an, Irffpnftant New York 
state figure,' who -had 'also sup­
posedly been an important mastej 
mind in the campaign to win the 
original nomination for Elaenlfdw- 
er, going over to Nrton, and doing 
so polnt^iy and openly In .j^lte 
of the fact that a Republican gov­
ernor of his own state was also 
Interested in'the presidential nom-

In this case, the visit might well 
mean the end of Rockefeller, un­
less one could calculate that, like 
the final decision of Governor Pow­
ell in New Hampshire to come out 
for Nixon, it was a popular asset 
for Rocft'eTelier to have Dewey in 
some other camp. »

The ti'ext series of guesses about 
the role of the Dewey visit waa, 
however, more intricate. Perhaps 
Dewey had gone to Nixon not as a 
partisan forelther man, but as an 
emissary of Rockefeller. Perhaps 
he was carrying some choice for 
Nixon to make. Which might, in 
turn, have sohie influence on 
Rockefeller’s final decision whether 
to become an official candidate or 
not. Perhaps he waa carrj’lng 
Rockefeller’s offer to take the 
nomination for vice president af­
ter all.

Such lively speculations immedi­
ately dictated an interview with 
Rockefeller. He said he had not 
talked politics - with Dewey for 
months, fie was full of praise of 
Dewey’s past record. He did seerrt 
a little Jovial, to have 'the Dewey 
visit being, presented as If it might 
be aomethlnig les.x than a business 
of Dewey going over to Nixon 
openly. But he would hot claim 
that Dewey had been serving as 
agent or emissary for himself.

There, for the moment, the mat­
ter. rests. Blit there is this much 
to be said for it. This is the first 
-qvqnt In the 1960 campaign which 
really engages our curiosity.
