"You got a good cough medi­
cine?" she inquired of me phar­
macist.

"Here's a couple that have a 
big- sale,"' he answered warily.
, The' customer released the tod­

dlers as she read the printed mat­
ter on each of the conUiners.

"I’ll try this one” she decided, 
indicating ^ekm e with the longer 
list of IngnsdienU. "And. a carton 
of cigarettes,”  she added.

After she’d gone I read the 
printed matter and went over the 
l|sU of ingredienU of both highly 
publicised producU. The printed 
matter was-- shrewdly^ worded to 
avoid any claim that cOuld be 
proved or disproved. The list of 
ingredlenU included two mild ex- 
pectoranU in doses too small to be 
effective, coloring matter and th  ̂
usual flavors that have come t o ^  
aasoclf^fd In the mind with co u ^  
mixtures.' -

This .needlessly complex prod­
uct could not possibly have had g 
beneficial effect on the young 
mother’s cough, even if there were 
some good and sufficient reason 
for suppressing the cough.

And the irritation produced by 
the 200 cigarettes, puichased at 
ttae.samb time, exceeded by far 
any soothing effect that might 
have been produced by a gallon of 
the cough mixture.

The cash register showed thst 
the. self-mMicator had spent al­
most four dolldfi. A lltUe more 

^ a n -on e  dollar Was wasted on a 
useless cough - mixture. A little 
more than two and a half dollars 
had been invested in a* cough pro­
ducer. ■ ,

Forithie same money, the young 
mi^ther might have visited her 
doctor, had an .examination and 
perhaps. leariied the cause of her 
cough and whgt. to do about it.

The drugBftt libted my, con­
cern. "They do it a-hundred times 
Bday” he said, half apologetically, 
'^hey know I’m pot an M.D. And 
the law forbids' Jne to- prescribe. 
All I can ,do is tell them what has 
the biggest sales appeal. There’s 
ho law against that. And. if i  don’t  
they’ll go,acroi^ jthe street atk
the other fellow and^ps^l do the 
same thing."

Nor was there anything I could 
do. The cougher was a' grown 
woman and the- mother of at least 
two children. I couldn’t very well 
tap her on the” shoulder and tell 
her to go see her doctor. I coulmi’t 
suggest she, might have a sinus 
drip that needed office treatments.
