The. present site of the erup­
tion is just east of the Puna dis­
trict, Which erupted in 1955. Borne 
.100 residents were evacuated then. 
No lives were lost but damage to 
homes, sugar cane fields and farm 
land amounted to 11 million.

There Is something tender and 
touching about the way our policy 
managers keep trj'lng to deal with 
their losses by doubling their beta 
on the same cards which have lost 
for them.

Good Program 
By Symphony

The Hartford Symphony Or- 

eheatra was heard in another well 
chosen end well performed pro­
gram last evening at the Buslmell 
Memorial Auditorium.

In addition to the published pro­
gram, Bach’a c h o r a le ,  "Come 
Sweet Death," waa added at the 
very beginning; it waa played in 
memory of the late Dr. Shulman, 
a founding member of the Hart­
ford Symphony Society, who was 
alsQ a perforrnlng member In the 
iriola section.

First in Hartford 
The regular program opened 

with "Jubilation, an Overture." by 
Robert Ward. contemporary 
American compoaer. Listed aa a 
first performance In Hartford, the 
work proved to be a well construct­
ed end honestly American com­
position. In some respects It sepm- 
ed a re-lncsmated “Jubilee”' by 
George Chadwick, refUrblehed and 
redecorated,, but with the same 
high good, humor, and Jovial caml- 
val-like tunes.
- It is a relief to hear an Ameri­

can who describes America in 
music, instead of trying tortured 
imitations of atonal Europeans 
who have nothing to describe. The 
work is "logical, well-knit, timely, 
and enjoyable.

Maria -Luisa Faint was featured 
soloist in the third piano poncerto 
bv Beethoven. She- haa a technique 
Chat allows her cleanly and fleet­
ly played scales, powerful chords, 
and a large tone. The work was 
well suited to her capabilities and 
she, gave it an excellent"̂  per­
formance which was warmly ap­
plauded by the audience. She lacks 
a true cantabile style, as well as a 
thorough emotional grasp of the 
work, but her understanding of its 
structural problems-was truly ex­
cellent.

Following intermission came the 
unflniahed Tenith Symimony of 
Gustav Mahler. This selection 
commemorative of the lOOth an­
niversary of the composer’s birth, 
received a senaitlve performance 
under the baton of hla kinsman 
FrlU Mahler. /*

Likewise a flrat performance in 
Hartford, it ia a difficult work to 
assess on the basis of only one 
Hearing. It is less restless than 
many of the earlier symphonies 
and there are no awkward out­
bursts verging almost on hysteria 
which characterize some of his 
earlier music.

Genuine Eloquence 
It "la regrettable that the com­

poser did not live to finish the

composition, for-.it n^ght Well have 
proved to be his finest work. Thq 
lovely cattlena of the second move­
ment'(really the third, at planned 
by the composer) has genuine elo­
quence. lit will Unger long In the 
memories of those who have heard 
It even once.

The oloalng offering consisted of 
three dances from the .'Three- 
Cornered Hat,” by Manuel de 
Falla. Conceived as a bUlet, the 
music does not suffer by its sep- 
ê -atlon from t)w plot ahd'action.

The "MUler’a Dance," with ite typ­
ically Andalusian rhythms, ia prob­
ably the most Intereeting, while 
the "Finale” is not. faf behind.

This last 4«cerpt la hosed on the 
"Jota” ahd the "Vito” character­
istic of Aragon and thus In good 
contrast to the prevloui dance, 
while still preserving the continu­
ity of Spanish flavor. The audience 
found all three enjoyable, and 
awarded the conductor and or­
chestra generous applause at the 
close.
