Ordinarily, orce the contract is
made, and in the absence of fraud
or misrepresentation, neither party
gan properly break, cancel or re-
voke the contract without the con-
sent of the other, If you, the buyer,
purchase an item. then change
your mind and ask the atore to
give your money back, the seller
