Steel Pact May Void

Rlght-to-work laws prohibit any 
requirement in union contracu 
that, a worker must belong to a 
labor union to get or hold a job.

The steel contracts require all 
workers outside the.right-lo-work 
states to maintain union member­
ship and pay dues as a condition 
of their employment. This is the 
union shop arrangement that^has 
been in steel contracu for some 
time. .

The bill also would boost legal

is $25,000 for’ Senate and $5,000 
for House candiaales. Both the 
present law’ and the proposed new 
law allow higher expenditures in 
states and congressional districts 
with heavy voting records.

The Senate defeated proposals

Samuel Hopkins of Pittsford, 
Vt., was granted the first U.S.

About 100 witnesses, 
leading economists, testified in the 
hearings, piling up 3,700 pages of 
testimony.

The study was first suggested 
by Senate Democratic leader Lyn­
don B. Johnson (D-Tex) in a 
speech ip December 1958.

Kishi Back Home
Most American comment 'during 

the treaty-signing v isit'o f Japan’s 
Premfer Kishi saw the new treaty 
as the best of all possible agree­
ments, which satisfied America’s 
Immediate military needs while 
bowing to the national dignity of 
Japan. News stories of Premier 
Kishi’s return to his own country, 
however, obseive that he now 
faces the ~toughest battle of his 
political career, getting the Jap ­
anese Parlieunent t6 faflfy  it. That 
he will succeed in this effort is 
predicted, priniarlly because there 
is no other definite policy choice 
before the Japanese people.

But why should he face diffi­
culty? One general explanation 
may be provided by the results of 
a  recent public opinion poll in J a ­
pan, on the question of what kind 
of foreign policy alignment Jap a­
nese people favored. The^IaYgest 
single bloc of those polled, 36 per 
centi favored fo r  dapsa a-course 
of outright neutralism, with ties 
to neither the Communist nor the 
W esteni blocs._ 'Ihe jn e * t  largest 
opinion bloc, 24 per cent, favored 
reliance upon the Uhited Nations. 
The third largest group, 14 per 
cent, favored relying upon the 
United States for Japan’s se 
curity.

Those who Interpret the results 
of this poll say it does not reflect 
any enmity toward the United 
States, but rather the intensity of 
Japanese emotions on the subject 
of war. I t  would appear that the 
lesson we ourselves once wanted to 
teach the Japanese—the lesson of 
pacifism—has taken deep roots and 
holds to them evert when we. our­
selves have shifted into a policy 
of - persuading the Japanese back 
toward the profession of war 
again.

Let us hope wo never have fu­
ture cause to remember w d  regret 
the time when the Japanea«;|ieople 
wanted to be pacifists, and that 
did not suit our'own pract^diil pow< 
er necessities.

News r e p o r t s  from- Boston, 
which may have turned more of­
ficial before this comment appears, 
relate that one-Edward T. Logue, 
of Neiy Haven, is looking for a 
place to live in Boston, prepara 
tory to becoming " the highest-sal­
aried official in the history of Bos­
ton’s .municipal govdtnmenL 

The report is that Logue is leav­
ing his position as director of de­
velopment,in the administration of 
Mayor Richard I^e of New Haven, 
in order to take a post of similar 
Utle and purpose in the new ad- 
mlnfstratlon of Mayor Collins %f 
Boston.

Under the speciflcatlpns of the 
Boston Job he would be coordinator 
of "<lum clearance, rehabilitation, 
conservation, code ...enforcement, 
housing,’ and promotion of all 
kinds Of taxable development.” In 
short, he ■would run the task of 
makng Boston over into a mod­
em city, with a chance of life..

The fame of his role In the well- 
advertised redevelopment program 
in New Haven would be the thing 
lhat brought Boston into contact 
with him.
-  PuliHshed reports have i t  that 
the Boston salary being discussed 
for Logue would be $30,900 plus 
substantial fringe benefits. The 
salary of Mayor OpUins is $20,000.

In order to meet political • pro­
tests over this prospective'Salary, 
Mayor Collins may seek to have 
part of it provided by the Boston 
business community, as part of its 
support for- a redevelopment pro- 
grafla.

Thus the Boston reports. Ob­
viously, although the size 6f the 
prospective salary makes news, 
the real importance attaches to the 
size of the Job itself. I t  is big, and 
it has sought out Logue because, 
it  would seem, he has already es­
tablished himself as perhaps the 
country’s best man in the business 
of getting this kind of thing done, 
which requires talents both po­
litical and practical.
, Remembering back to the famous 
days of the Chester Bowles brain 
trust. When so ■ many fine and 
bright young men were saving the 
state of Connecticut in one way or 
another, we find a variety of traits 
which may help explain why, of 
all these bright young men, Bd 
Logue should emerge as a func­
tioning administrator.

He had a great talent for not 
talking more than was necessary. 
He had a rountopresence and a 
round face and aground smile which 
never pressed a sharp edge against 
the opposition or gave the opposi­
tion any sure grip on him. M he 
shtucod 'the Ideological passions of 
the Bowles, regime, he always 
Seemed too busy trying to accom­
plish some necessary detail to show 
IL

Although he himself was inside 
it, he seemed curiously immune to 
an atmosphere which often seemed 
to fancy that the fate of all civili­

zation was being decided every 
half hour or so. He had to be an 
idealist, of he wwuldn’t have been 
there at all; but he had the saving 
techniques of the pragmatist. 
Other bralntrustera were better at 
carrying the banners, or taking 
their turn on the white charger. 
Logue caromed along, creating the 
viable contact between the goal 
and the possible. Nothing was ever 
ail won, and nothing ever all lost. 
The game always continued. You 
edged it  your way as much as you 
could.

We suppose we should have 
sehsed, then, that he was one 
Bowles bralntruster who might, 
some day, do something as unex­
citing and practical as rebuild a 
city, maybe, if Boston can scratch 
up that salary, two dtles.

The Hwt requeet made by the 
teachers to the Board of Education 
for the 1960-61 pay scale was a 
minimum of $4,300 to $7,600 in-12 
steps.

A  $15,000 Jury verdict favoring 
Mrs. John D; Hale o f Robert Rd., 
Rockville, wee eet eelde today by 
Tolland County Superior Court 
Judge Joseph 8. lango.

In a decision filed today, in the 
Superior Court clerk’s office, Judge 
Xongo ruled the verdict favoring

cluding that the defendant was 
negligent.”

The judge concluded that the 
Jury either failed to comprehend- 
its faietnicUons, mistakenly ap­
plied the legal principles, or that 
the Jury was .swayed by sympathy 
for the plaintiff.

‘The insufficient amount of the 
verdict In view o f  the uncon- 
tradicted finding of the plaintiff's 
medical testimony.. .supports the 
court’s conclusion" that the jury 
was swayed 'by ' sympathy, -the 
Judge wrote. .

peoples.”

Elsenhower did not spell out 
what he meknt by "international 
communism." He did not report 
specific information about its ln-| 
trigues. He did not undertake to| 
Identify Communist' influences in 
Cuba. His statement, however, was 
in line with much speculation and 
vvorry among his officials about 
their belief that some o f the Cu­
ban government leaders under 
Castro hold Communist views and 
are very sympathetic ivith the 
Communist movement.

Speaking informally at his news 
conference, Eisenhower said the 
Castro government’s anti-Ameri­
can campaign perplexes this coun­
try.

But Eisenhower a d d e d ,  the 
American people still have great 
affection for the Cubans. The 
TJnited States, he went on, is, not 
going to be a party to any re­
prisals against Castro at this mo­
ment. and is certainly not going 
to intervene in Cuba’s internal af­
fairs.

In a TV broadcast last week, 
Castro accused the U.S. embassy 
of working-with opponents of his 
government. He also denounced 
Vice President Richard M. Nixon, 

After this Castro broadcast, the 
United States calleil U.S. Am­
bassador Philip Bonsai home for 
consultations.

Eisenhower dealt w ith. these 
other- topics in his news confer­
ence:

Space—The United States, he 
said, has no reason to bow its 
head in shame in any comparison 
of American and Soviet accom­
plishments in space exploration.

This country has a record in the 
apace field of lyhich it can be 
proud, the President added, par­
ticularly when you take into ac­
count that Russia has been work­
ing in that field since 1945.

Ilefense—The United States has 
developed better intelligence meth­
ods for evaluating the military 
strength of the Soviet Union. 
Ebsenhower made that remark 
when asked for comment on what 
a reporter called asserticha by 
Secretary of Qefense Thomas’" S. 
Gates Jr. that the United States 
is basing its conclusions on Soviet 
intentions rather than military 
capabilities.

.SUsenhower replied first of all 
that he believes the meaning of 
^ t e s ’ remarks has’ been misin- 
feqpreted. Gates pan be sxpected 
to clarify what he did say, Eisen­
hower added.

The United States, the President 
went on, has all the military pow- 
^r to destroy e good mcuiy coun­
tries, although it has no intention 
of using such ^ w er  except in de­
fense.

The whole business of military 
intelligence is very intricate and 
complex, Ebsenhower said, and you 
can’t take any one aspect pf intel­
ligence reports and come to def 
injte cbncluslons.

As for Gates, E i s e n h o w e r  
praised him as a very splendid 
civil servant.

Politics—Eisenhower said he had 
no comm,mt except laughter for 
Democratic attacks on Vice Presi­
dent Nixon as a ’ ’Juvenile deliq,- 
quent.”

His reaction was the same to­
ward other Democratic criticisms 
of Nixon aifd the Eisenhower ad 
ministration.

On another matter Jn the political 
field, Eisenhower said with,a smile 
he had been advised it ivould be 
absolutely legal for him to serve as 
vice president after his' term as 
president ends. -

He-was harking back to a ques­
tion be himself raised, in a humor­
ous way, at his last news confer- 
snee. The constitution now bars a 
third term for any president, but 
says nothing as to whether a ' for­
mer president could serve as vice 
president.

I.ater, Eisenhower said, someone 
put a note on his desk—he didn’t 
know whether it -was the attorney 
general — saying there would be no 
legal bar to his becoming vice pres­
ident.

And that note, Eisenhower 
chuckled, stopped it right there so 
far as he i8< concerned.

Travel—The President pretty 
well ruled out any expansion of the 
tour he will ni.ake next June to 
Russia and Japan.

Asked about the possibility of 
his visiting other countries in -the 
Far East, Ebsenhower noted that 
Cohgrpss still will be in session in 
June. ,On a trip, he observed, he 
does riot get a chance to consult 
88 thoroughly as he 'would, like 
with other officials regarding 
bills which he must either signi or 
■veto. , *■

For that reason, he strongly In­
dicated! be has no present plans 
t«f visit additional ^countries on 
that tour.

Aa for the posalblllty of*« laUr

separate tour to the Far East, 
Eisenhower laughed and remarked 
that by next July no one will be 
interested in any trip he might 
make.

This was an allusion to the fact 
that both the Democratic and Re-r 
publican conventions will be held 
In July and can be expected to 
dominate the news to a great ex 
tent.

Hunting will be legal In Man­
chester If town Directors approve 
an ordinance released today by 
General Manager Richard Martin.

If approved by the Dtrectors af­
ter a public hearing eoon, the ordi­
nance will allow hunters to (ire 
shotguns at diatancei not within 
500 feet from roads or buildings In 
five outlying areas on the west 
aide of town.

Town officials worked with Ihe 
State Board of Fiaheriea and Gama 
In preparing the ordinance. The 
move to make hunting legal in 
town was first started by Wilber 
little, 195 Spencer St. last fall. Ha 
claimed the current ordinance pro­
hibiting It baa been Ignored over 
the years.

The proposed ordinance would 
not give hunters authority to go on 
prlvately-owne ' land. Land can be 
posted against hunting, A violation 
of the ordinance would call for a 
$20 fine.

State Board regulations. Includ­
ing the 500-foot limitation, would 
govern hunting within the five 
areas.

The ordinance describes them aa 
follows:

First area: Bounded on the 
north by the South Windsor Town 
Line; on the east by a line, pa­
rallel to and 500* feet west of 
Slater St.; on the eouth by a line* 
parallel to and 500 feet north of 
the Wilbur Cross Parkway; and 
on the West by a line parallel to 
and 500 feet east of Buckland St.

line. 600 feet south of Burnhpm- 
St.; extending 4,000 feet e da t, 
then south 1,800 feet to a point

Kozlov bounded back to atten; 
tion at a recent meeting of the 
Oommunist. party Central Com­
mittee at which Khrushchev raked 
Kazakhstan’* leaders over the 
coals.

Khrushchev told the Central 
Committee Kozlov "deserves the 
Order cf Lenin for such work."

He added that "Our party criti­
cizes a worker when it is necessary 
but it forgives old mistakes and 
rewards people when they correct 
their mistakes and show good ex­
amples of work."

A communist party member 
since 1926, Koslov headed the'ag 
riciilture ministry from March 
1953, just after Stalin’s death, un­
til September of the same year 
when Khrushchev b l a s t e d  the 
shortcomings of Soviet agriculture.

Kozlov was downgraded to head 
the Ministry ' of State Farms. .He 
held' the job until March 1955, 
when Georgi M. Malenkov lost the 
p r e m i e r s h i p  and Khrushchev 
emerged as top man.
