George Bennett, executive secre-
tary of the Chamber, resumed his
membership  on the Industrial
Commniission, after having submit-
ted his ml‘muon at the last
mnun(. eiting  “duplication of
effort” as the reason.  Neither

the commission nor the Selactmen
lud taken formal action on accept-
gnee-of the resignation, and when
ho waas saked to return he did,

Bennett's position on the town
and the tri-town agencies, both
geking Industry, gave rise to some
eoncern about where his loyalty
must lie. He told the commis-
mion last night that “What I can
do for the comminsnion s going to
ba dons wheu:er I'm on or off the
commisaion,”

Town Counsel Robert F, Kahan
{nterpreted the state atatute under
which the Industrial Commission
operates as meaning that thé com-
mission should in eral create a
good climate for industry in any
way that it oconsiders best.

He #ald, apecifically; the com-
mission can do research, coordi-
nate sctivities of unofficial bod-
fa. ndvertise, and compile and
disteibute informational material.
‘He notoed that Vernon has many
good features — two rivers, two
rallroads, running esst and west,
and north and south, the Wilbur
Cross Parkway, potential ' man-
power, excellent schools, and prox-
imity to technical schools in Man-
chostar and Hartford.

Kahan doubted that it.was t,hu
function of the Industrial Com-
mission to actually locate & ape~
eific aite for an interested indus-
try, He thought the specific in-
quiriea should be referred to &
local sgency, but did not consider
gither the Foundation nor the
Chamber & local agency bscause
of their responsibility to three
towns. This question was not re-
solved.

Both Kahan and Bennett doubt-
od that there would he any con-
flict between s regional industrial
commission and the two tri-town

It I8 an Inherent political
right of government coming down
1o us from the Romans and feudhl
days; founded on & comMmMOn NoCes-
sity and interest of approptiating
the property. of the Individual
memBer of the community to the
great necessities of the whole
sommunity,

Under the old English feudal
gystem, all the land was owned by
the Crown, and certaln lords and
tenanta were simply granted the
right of sion. The Iand
could be taken back by the Crown
at the slightest provocation, and
without compensation for the tak-
