■ Washington, Feb. 1 (A’l—Parcel 
post rates went up today.

An increase authoriieed last fall 
became effective at midnight last 
night, boosting fourth-class rates 
an average of 17.2 per cent. This 
covers catalo^es as well as par­
cels.

The higher' rates will net the 
governnnent an eatlmated 888 mil-- 
lion a year and will be used to cut 
down the deficit on this class of 
postal service.

West played the three, end South 
lazily said "Use your own* judg­
ment, partner.”

Thereupon North'played the four 
of diamonds!

Everybody sat up and tried to 
talk at once.

I meant to play one of the pic­
ture cards,”  South protested.

"You can't take back a played 
card,” West annourtfced smugly.

"Let's not take advantage," East 
objected sympathetically. "He has 
a right to play a picture card If 
he wants to.’

Good Eye

Indispensable, Magnificent
No man In our time, unless It 

was possibly Churchill telling Brit­
ain what It wan going to do In any 
ease, whether or not It had a 
Churchill to lead It, has played 
auch a dramatic role as that en­
acted by President Charles de
■ Gaulle In the past week.

No speech In our time has had 
the lihpact and force of the spee<* 
he deUvered last Friday.

There were, In the situation he 
■ had to resolve, some factors al­

ready going his wav. It was rain­
ing on the barricades In the 
streets of Algiers. The leaders of 
the Insurrection behind those bar­
ricades called upon women and 
chlldr^ to fomi a shield for them. 
TOe Fren^ Army was never, in 
this teat, openly on the side of the 
Insurrection. Mainland France al­
ready had Its Instinct to stand by 
de Gaulle because It could not see

■ anything that could follow de 
Gaulle if he should fall.

AU these favorable factors, how­
ever, demanded one final tide-turn­
ing developnient, vrithouX which all 
would still have been lost.

This had to be the demonstra­
tion, by de Gaulle himself, of un­
yielding firmness, which demanded 
to win jhia showdown without con­
cession or change In - the policy 
which had brought the rtiowdown 
Into being.

Friday, In one of the most mem­
orable orations of all time, de 
Gaulle provided this demonstration; 
He was firm. He exercised his own 
responsibility without question or 
hesitation. He faced his own de­
cision without faltering. Having 
done tb*!, he created a superb emo­
tional and patriotic appeal to all 
those elements in Algeria who 
might have been wavering.

Today, the barricades are down, 
the two Insurrection leaders have

In the aftermath, France seems 
almost as frightened aa it might 
have been had de Gaulle lost.

Gryk niaintalned the court did 
not' have proper jurisdiction over 
the two accused because the war­
rants on which they were arrested 
were not properly affirmed. Gryk 
moved for dismissal of the case 
Jan. 25 on the same grounds, but 
the court denied the motion.

Among the witnesses in the trial 
were Meek and two juveniles who 
said they were also Involved in the 
break. The two juveniles (under 
16) are under jurisdiction o f the' 
Juvenile Court.

The witnesses admitted to the 
break and said they and the Cone 
brothers entered the house tylce, 
took the two whiskey bottles and 
some other bottles but threw 
some of them away.

nficeessry. Beyond that, he hadn't 
planned.

Pauling had started a walking 
inspection about hie 160-acre ranch 
Saturday morning. He followed a 
deer trail then became stranded on 
an 80 degree slope facing the 
ocean.

Halfway up. hc^felt he^iad Reach­
ed a dead end.'He w ai oh 'a  smair 
ledge below an overhang. He waa 
on blue shale— so treacherous for 
walking that it’s called “ greasy." 
The time was late Saturday morn­
ing.

"I got the jitters,”  Pauling re­
lated after his rescue. "I  decided 
to stay there until I was foundr’̂  

Saturday evening, he h e a r d  
searchers shouting above him. His 
wife, alarmed at the possibility he 
had fallen In the nigged country 
and been Injured, had notified the 
Forpst Service.

Pauling shouted back. No one 
heard. The overhang threw his 
voice out over the Pacific.

A* the searchers’ voices tr^led 
away, he "decided to sit on that 
ledge until someone .found me, 
even If that meant' Monday. I 
wasn’t anxious to get o ff o f there 
by myself.”

The scientist who engaged In 
debates over the value of nuclear 
bomba—be strongly urged banning 
both bombs and bomb -testing — 
began scientifically adjusting him­
self to his predicament.

Without a watch, he got a atick 
and tried to tell time by move­
ment of the constellations.

On a total expense basis, 129 
towns spent more per pu|ffl than 
Manchester.

Manchester spent $327.93 on a  
net basis per pupil, and $338.07 . o n .. 
a total basis per pupil. The total 
education budget for operating ex­
penses in 1958-59 was $3,195,132.

The figures released by the Ex­
penditure Council show current op­
erating expenditures o n l y ,  not 
capital Improvement spending for 
new 8choo|l8 or major renovation*.

The items In the current opera­
ting - expense category includ* 
teachers’ salaries, supplies, main­
tenance and administrative coeta.

Such expenses as Instruction of 

mentally and physically handi­
capped children, and transporta­
tion for ail children, were includ­
ed under the total operating ex­
pense. but not in the net operat­
ing expense.

The town which paid the high­
est amount on a net basis was 
Essex with $497.10 per pupil. The 
highest amount on a total basis 
waa Cromwell with $534.

The town which paid the least 
on a net per pupil basis was 
Southington with $249.33. South­
ington also padd .the least amount 
on a total per pupil with $262.19.

Superintendent 6f Schools Ar­
thur H. Illing said Manchester has 
been below the middle of the list 
on both a net basis and a  total 
basis for many years.

He said that even though Man- 
ehestas' bas- inoFeased- its. - educa--- 
tional budget greatly over' the 
years, other' towns in the state 
have increased theirs a t about the 
*ame. rate.

Salaries Above Average
The salary sc^e for teachers is 

well above the average for the 
state, according to reports by the 
Connecticut Education Assn.

Manchester received $756il75 In 
State grants, Bringfing the total 
spent directly by the citizens of 
Manchester to. below $2.6' inilllon.

In 1957-58, 5Ianchester had an 
educational budget of $2,936,986, 
and received $737,251 from the 
State.

The Increment in the educational 
budget in Manchester was part of 
a pattern in the State last year.

The EJxpendlture Council report­
ed, "Connecticut cities and towns 
broke all previous records during 
the school year 1958-59' when they 
collectively increased their sup­
port for schooling, not counting 
transportation and special pro- 
graims, to $118. million — an in­
crease of $14.8 million over the 
previous year and the l a r g e s t  
annual increase in the history of 
the State.”

Israeli sources said damage on 
their side of the frontier was 
slight.

U.N. observers 
intervened, and a cease-fire was 
arranged.

Tile Syrians and Israelis gave 
conflicting versions of the shoot­
ing yesterday. The Syrians claimed 
the Israelis opened up first on Arab 
farmers in the demilitarized zone. 
Israeli officials claimed the Syri­
ans fired first and that members of 
the UAR army disgpilsed as farm­
ers were crossing into Israel.

An Israeli spokesman said Tawa- 
flk was attacked to "clean up Syri­
an armed pos.ts within the deinlU- 
tarized zorie from which 'Syrian 
Soldiers are firing.”
