"This can only encourage the 
militarist and revenge-seeking 
forces of West Germany. If ef­
forts (ilrected at signing a p^ace 
treaty with hoih German states 
will not jneet support, and the 
solution to this probletn still faces 
delay, . then the states repreisented

Chancellor Konrad Adenauer’s 
West German government was ac­
cused of stalling in the hope "that 
an opportune moment may arise 
for altering the frontiers estab­
lished in Europe'as a result of the 
rout of Nazi Germany."

This, the communique continued, 
"means a policy of preparing a- 
new war.” because neither Poland 
nor Riussia will surrender. the lands

Outer Mongolia, North Korea and 
North Viet Nam—looked on but 
did not aign the communique at a 
glittering ceremony in the great 
Catharine Room of the Kremlin 
palace.

Western diplomats suggested 
that secret decisions may have 
been reached which were not dis­
closed in the communique. They 
said, it was unlikely that Khrush­
chev had brought party and gov­
ernment l e a d e r s  from all over 
Europe and Asia to repeat form­
ally what all had declared repeat­
edly before.

'The commUniq'Ue echoed the call 
already mad'e by the Soviet Pfe- 
mler for the West to follow Riisr 
sia's lead in cutting down armed 
forces.

"In present conditions there I'a no 
need of big armies and military 
bases on foreign soil for the de 
fense of a country," the statement 
said.

RuSsia’a Allies in the pact an 
nounced no specific commitments 
toward reducing their own armed 
forces.
- But the communique said that 

the alliance, since its organization 
in 1955 as a military- counterpart 
to NATO had reduced ita armed 
forces by 2,596.500, and this be 
fore Khrushchev's recent promise 
to cut Soviet armed forces about 
to the level of America's.

Communist East Germany was 
reported to have demobilize 90, 
000 men. No other figures hy
oountrie.s were given. However 
Khru.ihchev announced last month 
that the Soviet armed forces be 
tween 1956 and 1959 had been re­
duced 2,140,000 men.

TTie Communists said that the 
"outlook was never brighter" for 
disarmament than through the ne­
gotiations about to begin ip
Geneva. ' . '

Looking forward to the spring 
summit conference in Paris, the 
Communique expressed hope that 
it "will be a turning point in EJast- 
Wes.t relations."

While declaring, that generally 
"there is a definite change for the 
better in the international at­
mosphere," there was no indica­
tion that Khrushchev is ready to 
make any major concessions In 
Paris.

Tire importance of personal dip; 
lomacy and the exchange of visits 
by statesmen was stressed, how­
ever. The communique said;

''It is Uie common and whole­
hearted desire of the participants 
in the conference that President 
Elsenhower's visit to the Soviet 
Union next-summer should lead to 
a further development of relations 
between the USSR and the United 
States toward friendship and co­
operation which would be an im­
portant guarantee of the inviolabil­
ity of peace throughout the world.”

This was one of- 
the many subjects concerning 
Brazil that Senhora Mattoso com­
mented upon for Miss, Catherine 
McGuire's peridd one English class 
bn Jan. 2L

She began"' by.describing the 
geographical features" -of. .Brazil. 
The northern area around '  the- 
Amazon River is iq the subtropics. 
Most of the rest of the country is 
hot and dry. 'me temperatures 
sometimes reach 120 degrees, and 
bccarionally, during a very cold 
winter, snow falls in the southern 
mountains, but only lasts a few 
minutes. She showed pictures of 
some of the main cities, a modern 
highway, the beautiful beaches 
and waterfalls. She discussed the 
fact that the Brazilians are mov- 
ing.iheir capital from Rio de 
Janeiro to the inland city of Bra-.; 
zilia. Brazil is rapidly developing I 
into a tfiodern coiintry. In Ihe city 
^ao Paulo, for example, a new 
building, is started on the average
of every five minutes. • -----

Senhora Mattoso said The food 
in her land is much more spicy and 
hot than ouis. Rice is Served with 
every meal, updone of the fa­
vorite dishes i^'Gmck beans. She 
remarked that most Brazilians 
have very small breakfasts and 
large meals at noon and night. 
She thinks the American habit of 
eating a large breakfast Is an e;:- 
cellent idea.

The Senhora described the dress 
of some of the natives, and some 
of their customs. One of. the cus­
toms -of the gauchos. or cowboys, 
to show friendliness, is very sim­
ilar to, the custom bf American Ip.-.-, 
dians of passing the peace pipe. 
When the gauchos gather to­
gether at the end of the day, "a cup 
of green tea passed d m o p g 
them: Each man takes a sip and 
tl\en passes'" it oni If anyone, new 
enters, be is Invited to sip the 
tea as the others had done.

The people of Brazil Jike to do 
much the same. things' as Amer­
icans. do, although not many have 
cars. ,TJ[iey enjoy the out-of-doors 
and spend most of their tlipe at- 
the beaches In summer. The boys 
love to play baseball and football. 
Therefore, they aren’t much dif­
ferent from'American boys.

An­
other is that Kerala has the high­
est literacy rate in India, along 
with the highest unemployment 
rate, a combination which, ana­
lysts say, breeds Interest in Com­
munism. Still another explanaUon 
Is that the Communists made a 
better show of breaching the 
caste system which is, along with 
literacy and imemployment, the 
third outstanding characteristic 
of life In Kerala.

Add it all up, and the victory 
democracy won by a process of 
coalition become* a dramatic chal 
Imge to deliver, before not even 
coalition can win In Kerala.

, have some fa,talisUc premonition 
of the disaster which lies ahead of 
such a course, and it may know 
that Macmillan is really right, and 
yet It does not know how t,o chwige 
Its course.

South Africa, it Was u  unusual 
and striking performance by Mac­
millan. Seldom has the truth been 
spokrii so plainly where it had 
least chsnce of being welcomed.

One day adter Vermont’s Sena 
tor Aiken feared that he would be 
considered guilty of “heresy or 
worse” with his recommendation 
that the United States begin con­
sidering the possibility of interna­
tionalizing the Fsnama Canal, the 
House of Representatives at Wash­
ington backed him up—It agreed, 
that Is, that he was guilty of 
heresy."!

By a vote of 380 to 12 the House 
adopted a resolution saying that 
Panama should not be permitted to 
fly, its flag over the Canal Zone 
unless a new treaty were negoti­
ated giving Panama special per­
mission to do so.

That overwhelming vote told 
President Elsenhower not to go 
soft or „ conciliatory toward Pa­
nama. l^ a t  we have, we hold.

It was, of course, a particular 
kind of vote. In which the out- 
ooine was a foregone conclusion 
the moment the question waa pro­
posed as l|t ’Was, One doesn’t vote 
against the 6tsirs find.Stripes and 
no sensible, responsible ^prpsuta 
to an issue asks a member of Cofi- 
ĝ reas to do so. Whdn a question la 
framed the way thl» one was, that 
means that ita proponents want to 
get a vote on record, 'whi^ they 
can -point' to in tl*e future, with­
out'having the real issue, or the 
real situation, even discussed.

Ted Jacob Rinehart, 43. a native 
of Missouri, has been added to the 
Federal Bureau of Investigations 
list of JO most wanted men.

Rinehart, who has used several 
aliases, is considered a skilled. 
burglar and jewel thief. He affects 
an excellent appearance, the FBI 
says, dresses neatly- and likes high
living.. .

The FBI adds that he la ex­
tremely nervous, consumes large 
quantities of tranquilizers, and has 
a vicious temper, particularly dur­
ing a drinking bout.
' He once beat a girl friend in 
brutal fashion, the FBI said.

The federal agency is current­
ly seeking Rinehart on a warrant 
charging him with unlawful inter­
state flight to avoid confinement 
for armed jobbery. The warrant 
was issued in Miami, Fla., July 23, 
1959.

Rinehart’s criminal career began 
in 1944, and he has been convicted 
of breaking and entering, grand 
larceny and armed robbery.

Today, every progressive the­
ological seminary has . a clinical 
training program that includes 
exposure of the student to pa­
tient care In hospital wards.

Meetings of family physician 
and family clergyman on a pro- 
fe.s.sipnal level are generally lim- 
ted. to 'occasions when • the phy­
sician attends church ■ or the 
clergyman becomes a patient.

Without presuming to ehter 
into the reasons for this un­
healthy- aloofness, I ^ou ld  . like 
to point out a few of® the many 
advantages ■ that rtiay grow out 
of a closely knit interrelationship 
of fkmily doctor and family the­
ologian. whether of the same or 
anv other denomination:

The clergyman may alert the 
physician to personal and domes­
tic' situation.s tjiat .have a direct 
bearing on nervous and emotion­
al symotoms and manifestations. 
By so doing, h6 effects a great 
saving m the time consumed with 
history-taking and may clear up 
an illness that has hitherto baffled 
the doctor.

The physician -may give a green 
light to "pastoral treatment” of 
oersonal and interpersonal prob­
lems. He may flash “ red” if he 
■suspects that the clergyman Is be­
coming -involved in a problem or 
situation that requires expert 
p.svchiatric attention.

.The clerpiymaii helps* the prac­
titioner by getting the active co­
operation of an unruly patient; by 
supporting the physician’s recom­
mendations for_surgery or 
.tutionallzation of a backwari 
child or a troublesome ./parent; or 
by a vote of • confidence when 
there la a threatened ’ breakdown 
of the doctor-patient relationship.

The physician helps the clergy­
man and les’sens the weight of his 
own heavy burden by encouraging 
a renewal of religious affiliation 
during times, of acute stress, in the 
long course of chronic illness or 
throughout the agonizing period 
that Intervenes between certain 
recognition o f fatal disease and 
actual crossing of the bar.

The principal beneficiary Is the 
complex human being who Is both 
patient and parishioner.

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Town Auditor Suggests Bids 
In Buying, Equipment Rental

The Vernnn Selectmen ahould$> 
consider seeking public bids for 
town p u r c h a s e e  and rental of 
equipment, according to Wilfred 
A. LuUj, In his annual audit of the 
town's records, released today.

Lutz suggests bids be obtained 
for truck and equipment hire, pur­
chase of road equipment, road 

‘  gravel and other highway aupplles. 
office equipment, fuel requirements 
and student milk.

"If public bids are not reques­
ted. It is felt that written pro­
posals should be obtained from 
three or more suppllera,” Lutz aald.

"During the year,” the auditor 
stated, "a'payment of $265 wasi 
made for a radio «ce lv ln g  set In- 
italled In an einployee'a ,prlvate 
truck used by the town on a rental 
arrangement."

Travel expense bills or allow­
ances should be supported, In all 
rases, by detailed iUmization of 
payments made, Lutz atated.

A deUlled record of town-owned 
property should be compiled and 
maintained, according to the au­
ditor.

The auditor found that sewer 
as.sesamenls vetoed by the 
men on , property located on Old 
Town Rd. at $3.75 per front foot 
apparently have not been levied in 
accordance with statutory pro- 
vi.*iions, and conaequently appear 
uncolleclable.

'Wage and aalary payments 
made by the selectmen should be 
reflected on adequately designed 
payroll vouchers, properly signed, 
the auditor elated, and “bills" or 
invoices now submitted weekly 
should be dlscbntlnued.

Consolidate Insurance 
Noting that over 80 separate In­

surance pollcle# are presently 
written by various agents on all 
phases of coverage, the, auditor 
recommended that every effort be 
extended to consolidate the insur­
ance coverage. He also stated that 
fire Insurance coverage should be 
periodically reviewed tb deter­
mine whether all properttles are 
protected.

Fidelity coverage ahould be to-j 
creased on certain positions jie- 
cause of the Increased volume of 
finances handled, the auditor said. 
He liseted the tax collector, 
treasurer, school superintendent, 
high school principal, selectmen's 
secretary and school superintend­
ent's secretary. Fidelity coverage 
should also be provided for each 

—selectman, according to-state law. 
he said.

Regarding cemetery care, the 
auditor said accounting controls 
ahould be established and main­
tained over cemeteiY charges, and 
consideration ahould be* given to 
combining future perpetual care 
collections in one or two bank ac­
counts, rather than Individual sav  
ihgs accounts, now totaling 1.271, 
foi/each purchases of perpetual 
eaxe.

?corded in the town clerk's office 
on properties where the real es­
tate taxes are unpaid on the 1957 
list, the auditor said.

He ■ also recommended that 
greater care be taken with statis­
tical cafeteria data compiled by 
the principals of Northeast and 
Vernon Elementary Schoola -and 
w’lth the record-keeping of these 
two cafeterias.
