He.said cod liver oil has been 
questioned and experiments are 
now underivay with it.

Attorneys for the lipstick indus­
try get a chance today to cross- 
examine Food and Drug Adminis­
tration experts on lipstick dyes to­
day. "  .
‘ The FDA opened a publlt hear­
ing yesterday to defend a ban on 
the iise of 14 coal tar colors in lip­
sticks. The ban has been deUyed 
pending outcome of the hearing.

Lawyers for the lipstick makers 
have complained about having a 
hard time getting to see FRA ’s 
data from tests conducted on hun­
dreds of albino rats of a special 
Strain.

FDA says those tests, conducted

over periods from two to five 
months since 1987, showed the 14 
colors are harmful to the test ani­
mals and siiould be banned from 
further use under present law.

The law now. bans use of colors 
found harmful to test animals. 
Witnesses yesterday did not say 
whether the dyes they tested could 
harm human beings.

The lipstick and color dye mak­
ers Jiave -protested violently. They 
contend FDA's methods of testing 
aren't complete enough to Justify 
the harmful tag' on ‘the colors.

They protest too, the findings 
against several colors; not tested 
vCrith the others, but banned be­
cause they are closely related 
chemically.

George T. Clark, director of 
FDA's Division of Cosmetics, testi­
fied yesterday there was plenty of 
sound scientific basis for this ac­
tion.

He cited, for example, the drug 
and cosmetic color Orange No. 5 
which was tested and banned, and 
OrAnge 9 and 7 ruled put because 
Of their Close chemical relation­
ship.

Clark said Orange 5 is a weak 
arid. He said Orange 6 is a sodium 
salt of that acid and Orange 7 a 
p o t a s s i u m  srilt. He added that

when they get into the digestive 
tract; subject' to the body' ŝ hydro­
chloric‘acid,’ the salts are attacked 
and separated—setting the acid 
free.

Thus, he said, Ortnge 5, 6 and 
7, would all tend to release the 
same acid into the animal's stpm- 
ach regardless which color dye Is 
Ingested. He said just-about the 
same was true of the other relat­
ed dyes. «

The industry attorneys will 
take first crack at Clark's testi­
mony. In pre-hearing protests, 
they have cljAllenged this part of 
FDA's ruling.

Originally. FDA banned 17-col­
ors. Three were reds initially
cited because their chemical com­
position was closely related t»> 
that of another red dye which was 
found harmful to test rats.

The three red's were restored
prior to the hearings after the 
industry challenged the relation­
ships. FDA said "subsequent 
short term feeding tests' with the 
three cdlors did not produce
harmful effects in the test ani­
mals.' ’ . ■

More extensive testa are being 
made to determine whether the 
"harmless" classification should 
be continued for the three colors.

He 'said that the' Soviet 
letuler in his 1,400 mile tour of 
Java and Bali would see “ the In­
donesian people love peace and 
freedonf and w^I fight to establish 
a just and proper as well as a 
peaceful society In the world."

Chlhess Communist Ambassadcr 
Hwang Chen and U.S. Ambassador 
Howard Jones were among the 
1,000 invited dlgnataries at the 
airport. A fter the 21-gun salute. 
Khrushchev shook hands wdth

them and smiled but did not pause 
to talk. -

Khrushchev hinted in his arrival 
speech that he may offer the Indo­
nesian government further eco 
nomic aid during his visit, declar 
ing:

"The Soviet people vnderstand 
well and take close to the heart the 
hardships which the Indonesian 
people 'ia*fit lived through.:'

He will find the Indonesians m a 
receptive mood for Soviet Offers of 
aid but determined to cling to 
their neutralist policies in the in­
ternational arena. The big nation­
alist newspaper Merdeka said

The 
two leaders alOo are expected to 
lay the grour.dwprk for cultural 
agreements and tourist exchanges.

Khrushchev arrived here at a 
time when Indonesia is embroiled 
in a dispute with Red China—the 
second such situation he has m.et 
on his current tour.

In India the Soviet premier 
steered clear of New Delhi's bor­
der dispute with Peiping. He is 
expected to take the same hands- 
off attitude toward the Jakarta- 
Pclping dispute over Indonesia's 
ouster of Chinese merchants from 
trade in rural areas.

Local enthusiasm for Khrush­
chev undoubtedly was heightened 
by the failure of President Eisen­
hower to stop here during his 
Asian swing last December.,

The Enjgli.sh-Ianguage Times of 
Indonesia, which was bitterly crit­
ical of Elsenhower for skipping 
Jakarta, described Khrushchev as 
"the most Important guest ever 
received in this country."

But the feeling toward the Unit­
ed States has improved since two 
ye'ars ago, when the western bloc

was widely accused of sympathiz­
ing with the armed rebellion in 
Sumatra and even supporting it 
with supplies. Now the West w 
generally regarded on Sukarno's 
side.

bull in the whole drainage area as 
well?

Jar\-ia and,, Ansaldi objected to 
the builder paying the cost of big­
ger drains than .those necessary to 
draining the builder's own subdi­
vision. 'They said the town should 
pay for ary additional coat if big­
ger drains and more of them were 
required.

Director Robert Gordon said he 
interpreted the new regulations lo 
require the builder adequately to 
drain his own land and no more. 
He said It is normal procedure for 
the town to pay for any additional 
drain Installation required.

However, Cummings . said this 
would be a radical procedure.

Martin propoaed that buildcra 
be required to install storm drains 
which would handle any 'predicta 
ble atorm water flow, but assess 
U\e; extra cost against the builder 
or developer who, at a later date, 
purchased the adjoining land 
which would be served by the 
drains.

Alvord said he favored the pro­
posal but suggMted that a master 
plan covering storm drains, uUU

adequate cbnetrucUen aecortilhC to 
whole Und areas and atniply
aeparate subdlvlaions.

Cummings, Gordon and Deputy 
Director of labile Worka Chester 
F. Landry, pointed to the pieeent 
problem of tnailequeite MititBty 
sewers and storm drslna Ih the 
older seotlona of town, which are 
not big enough to haJidle the •ad­
ditional load front new, rtiuahroom-, 
ing aubdivlaions.

Objactloiia Balaed 
Builders’ mein objections to the 

propoaed regulations last night 
concerned building Unee, aervjce 
roads. Storm drains, certifleatea of 
insurance, sidewalks and curbs, 
atreel construction and tree plant­
ing.

The pioposed regulationa aay 
building lines may be im'poaed 
when it u  deairahle to provide 
greater yards than thoae speolfled 
by the zoning regulationa. Build­
ers aaid the TPC should not be al­
lowed to vary building lines arbi­
trarily beyond the roning regula­
Uons.

Paving requirements, bulldere 
saidt should, not be as rigid aa 
proposed and trees should 'be plant- 
.ed further from the atreeu than 
the regulationa aak (10 feet). Also, 
builders -should not -be liable for 
atreet damage once a street haa 
been accepted by the town, even 
though the aubdivision is not com­
plete.

Sentiment was divided concern­
ing a proposal that all utiUUM ha 
installed before streets are paved, 
wtth .the majority favoring this 
advance construction.

Frank Wood questioned the logic 
of this, saying all houaea are not 
constructed at once and complete 
installation of pipes and trunk 
lines might make future connec­
tion to houses built-at a later date 
difficult.
